_ “othef purpose than to allow the Met-
ropolitan to double-track Yonge-street,
For no provision ie made for the pro-
tection of ithe rights of the municipall-
ties thru which the rallway opérates,
and this raises a nice question for
Premier Whitney to settle as to the
equity of an authority which arbitrar-
fly enlarges a valuable franchise.

All haste is being made by the Met-
ropolitan Ralflway to take advantage
of this chance to tie up Yonge-street
indefinitely, and its "action Is par-
ticularly objectionable at g moment
when North Toronto is about to take
a vote of the people on annexation.
It Premier Whitney will look into
the qu:eatlon he cannot but recognize
the injustice done to the city and to
the Tq_wn of North Toronto if the
. powers of the raflway hoard as out-

‘ lined in thes amendment made last
sessjon are to be exercised “:mxout
regard to present conditions and im-
mediate contingencies, The situation
4s indeed one which he cannot afford
tn overlook in the public interest. . =
