PEACE LINNER OF
WOMEN LIBERALS

First Officer to Leave Toronto
Tells Prison Ex-

perience.

A “Peace Dinner,” wunder thle au-
spices of the . northwest riding, To-
renio Women's Liberal Associ;.xtiurx.
was held at the King Edward Hotel
last - night, covers being laid for 250
guests. The president of the assoc'a-
tion, Mrs. N. Brock Wilking, acted as
chai.man, and introduced the speakers
of the . ev¥ning, Major Stre'ght, tho
first officer to go from Toronto with
a kand of 220 men in August, 1914,
ané who had spent over three vears
in German prison camps, and Rev,
} Peter Brice, the much-«beloveq pastor
of the Earlscourt Ins*itutional Church.

Major Streight took his h2arers
right to Ypres., and took them thru
the terrible struggles of days, when
Canadians held the trenches wacated

by. Ficach colonial troops. - He told
the story of that first gas attack, and,
the holding of the trench by the few
Canad.ans, until captured by zthe
Saxons. “If.thete are ‘any gentlemen
in that part of the world they rome
from Saxony,” said Major sStreight.
rrom the kindness and courtesy of tne
Saxons, the speaker 'led his heavers
(vOs e cruelty and brutality of the
Pruszians, Thru three years of un-*
ySpeakable awfulness, Major Streight
and his companions managed tg exist,
trying at saveral opportunities to
ezcape, but being caught and put into
solitary confinement for it.  The lack
of food, and the harsh treatmegt did

rot break their spirits, for the Cana-
dians were reckoned as among the
worst and most unmanageable prison-
ers the Germans had, When after
three years and a ‘half he was sent to
Sw.tz riand to be repatriated, Major
Sueight said the pent-up feclings
brcke loose, and 87 officers and 250
Tommies sang all the old War songs
4s soon as the Swiss border  was
crossed.

Rev, Peter-Bryce, who is one of the
leading workers in the social Service
work of ‘the City ofs Toronto, said” he
was glad that one of the planks of
the Women's Liberaj party was a go-
cial service department. He told
stories of how the women in his 'dis-
trict received the news of the armis-
tice. He related experiences » that
many -of them have passed thru and
are stil] undergoing, and told how
cheerful they were thru it all. He
gave instances of unselfish devotion
to others shown by men with small
wagessand big families—but also big
hearts: “I have no fear for -social\
conditions of the future as long as we
have such Women and such men in
the Dominjon of Canada,” he.said.
