The annual fees for motor 
trucks have been increased upon a 
graduated scale, which recognizes the 
weight of cargo; ap .well as the weight 
of the truck itself, There will be taken 
into consideration as the basks of as­
sessment the combined weight of the 
truck and its maximum load capacity.

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One hundred thousand dollars was 

saved to the Toronto taxpayers by 
.the board of education’s 1917 
thrift policy, according to reports 
presented at the final meeting for the 
year, held yesterday afternoon, of the 
school finance committee.
C. A. B. Brown, chairman, pointed 
out that the board' of control has ask­
ed that the school estimates be cut 
by nearly *200,000. Itemized details 
totaling *193,000, ' which was im­
possible, but the committee offered to 
attempt to cut the expenditures to 
the extent of $50,000. -By starving 
the schools in every possible way, the 
cut had amounted to one hundred 
thousand dollars. This had been 
reached by .overcrowding class rooms 
and keeping the number of teachers 
down below the number which should 
be employed to allow the best results. 
It was to be hoped that the new 
board of education would insist on the 
erection of many - more schools.

Little White Coffins.
Dr. John Noble dald that in Ward 2, 

which re-elected him by acclamation, 
every school' was overcrowded. He 
also made the direct startling charge, 
that the reason we gra sending little 
white coffins to the cemeteries by 
dozens is because the schools are so 
overcrowded, thru the opposition of 
the board of control" to the erection 
of enough schools.

Trustee W. O. McTaggart, Dr. 
Noble and Dr. Caroline S. Brown, ex­
pressed the thanks of the committee 
to Trustee C. A. B. Brown for giving 
another year’s valuable services to 
the city as chairman of finance.

The maintenance of the public 
schools for 1917 was ~ reported at 
*3,800,000, of which 85 per cent, was 
expended for salaries.
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If* 110.000

vehicles are now registered on the 
provincial register, no fewer than 
162,000 of these being passenger cars, 
and 7400 motor trucks, giving An 
average of one motor car "to every 
twenty-three of the.total population of 
the Province of Ontario. The entire 
revenue received by the government 
from motor vehicle licenses Is. esti­
mated at $1,200,000, and it is expected 
that the additional *100,000 will be 

■ raised as a result of the. increase in 
motor truck charges.

Speaking of the new rates. W. A.
: JJ-cLean. deputy minister of high­
ways, stated that it was hoped that 
by the higher rates levied on the 
heavier cars, their use in this pro­
vince would be discouraged. Such 
cars, he pointed out, greatly Increased 
the cost of read maintenance, while 
lighter cars would do the work as 
well.

He main­
tains a sangfroid which would be the 
envy of many men were they in his 
position. Because of belonging to the 
Mohammedan faith, there has been 
considerable trouble to- secure for him 
a spiritual advice*, but as that faith 
does -not- call-fei—any prayers to be of-' 
fered for those about to die, there 
will be a'Protestant minister present.
