The Rallway Committee Reorganized —
Death of Mr. John Bryson, M P -
Speculation as to Col. Powell's Successor
—Mpy. Casey’s Good Aci=—suicide Ip the
Jall-Other Ottawa News.

Ottawa, Jan. 19.—The Cabinet was
mngaged nearly the whole of yesterday
sonsidering the estimates. As Is well
inderstood, the general business of
parliament is to be transactéd at the
sresent session, but whether the estl-
mates will be passed in their entirety
iepends largely upon the Opposition.
it is generally conceded that the life
of this Parliament expires on April
25, although a few contend that it can
legally run along until June. The
highest constitutional authorities,how-
ever, are opposed to the latter conten-
tion and rather than that there shoula
be doubt as to the validity of any
legislation passed by Parliament, the
April contention will hold good.

At the Cabinet meeting yesterday
an Order-in-Gouncil was passed on
the Premier’'s recommmendation re-
organizing the Railway Committee of
the Privy Council, as follows: Mr. Hag-
gart (chairman), Sir A. P. Caron,
Messrs. Foster, Ouimet, Daly and
Prior.

Death of Mr. John Bryson

Profound regret was expressed in
political circles to-day at the announce-
ment of the death this morning at
Coulonge of John Brysom, M.P. for
Pontiac. Deceased attended his par-
liamentary duties for the first day or
two of the session, but a week ago
he went home and has been suffering

since from a severe attack of heart di-

sease. On Thursday he was very low,
but, rallied somewhat on Friday, and
yesterday had a turn for the worse,
culminating in his demise this morn-
ing. Mr. Bryson was a worthy repre-
sentative of a family which is greatly
honored and respected in the Ottawa
Valley. Personally, he was a most es-
timable man. .

Deceased was the eldest son of the
Hon. George Bryson, late member of
the Legislative Council of Quebec. He
was born at Fort Coulonge on Nov.
30, 1849; married Dec. 30, 1874, to Mary,
daughter of the late Thomas Bryson
(who died in 1881), M.L.A. for Pontiac.
He was a lumberman afd farmer, and
had been Mayor of Mansfield since
1882, in which year he was first re-
turned to Parliament. He was Te-
elected at the last general election. In
politics he was a Conservative.

The Coming Grand Ball.

Ottawa society is all agog over the
grand fancy dress ball to be given
by Their Excellencies in the Senate
Chamber on Feb. 17. A series of eight
dances, emblematic of leading periods
of Canadian history, is being arranged
and promises to be a great attraction.

The Adjutant-Generalship.

A successor-to Col. Powell as Adju-
tant-General of Militia has not. yet
been appointed. Lieut.-Col. Aylmer;,
Assistant Adjutant-General, is acting
Adjutant-General and is freely spoken
of as likely to succeed Col. Powell
During the past day or two the names
of Col. Otter of Toronto, and Col.
Smith of London have also been men-
tioned.

Mr. Casey’s Good Act.

Mr. Casey’s bill to secure safety of
railway employes and passengers con-
tains some provisions which are of a
most commendable nature. For in-
stance, all cars fitted with brakes are
to be provided with an automatic de-
vice in the hose coupling of such air
brakes, or in the train pipes, so ar-
ranged that after the cars are coupled,
the connection between such brakes
and the air pump on the locomotive
cannot be broken, or the coupling de-
ranged, accidentally or otherwise,
without knowledge of the
engineer. Another clause provides that
all box freight cars built in Canada
must, after the passing of this act, be
of a uniform standard height, and pro-
vided with attachments for security
of railway employes. There are also
limitations respecting hours of labor
for railway employes, compensation
for injuries, etc.

A Lesson to Politicians.

Rev. Dr. Saunders, pastor of the
Dominion Methodist Church, in the
course of his sermon to-night, depre-
cated the extremes to which members
of ParHament went in their personal
attacks
last week, and referred to the absence
of honest argument in many of the
speeches. If these methods were con-
tinued, he said they must eventually
destroy the country. He deprecated
the idea that a politician could not be
an honest man. The country needed
clean and honest men at the head of
affairs, ad it would be an unfortunate
thing if the young men of Canada,
the rising hope of the country, were
to get the idea into their heads that
& politician and dishonesty were syn-
onymous terms.

Mr Lepine for the Eight Honr Day.

Mr. Lepine, Montreal, a labor repre-
sentative, is going to test the feeling
of Parliament on the principle of an
elght-hour day on Government works.
His bill provides, among other things,
that eight hours shall be the length
of the working day for all workmen
and laborers employed, either perma-
nently or temporarily, by the Govern-

ment of Canada, or by contractors or |

sub-contractors under or for it. Every
employe of the Government, and every
contractor or sub-contractor, who has
under him or who employs workmen
or laborers on a public work, and who
wilfully violates the provisions of this
ast, {s guilty of an indictable offence
and liable to a penalty not exceeding
$1000, or to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding six months, of to both
penalty and imprisonment, in the dis-
cretion of - the court. This act shall
not apply to contractors or to sub-con-
tractors now having contracts with or
for the Government of Canada, for the
execution of a public work, nor shall
§t apply in cases of pressing emer-
gency or of absolute necessity.
Hanged Himself With a Towell.

Rutherford Moir,alias Maedonalld,who
says ‘he hails from Boston, Mass.,was
sentenced by Judge Mosgrove to five
vears’ imprisonment in Kingston Peni-
tentiary for flim-flamming $10 from
Ald. Forde’s store-4Moir was fearfully
depressed at the heavy sentence ims=
posed upon him. Yesterday he was al-
lowed to exercise in a corridor of the
Jall, completely isolated from the
other prisoners. He procured the towel
from his cell, tied it round his neck,
and then .standing on a chair, fasten-
ed the other end of the towel to the
lintel of the door, and then dropped
from the chair. When discovered he
was™stone dead, his body being al-
most cold. An inquest will be held to-
morrow.

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THE STORY OF THE FIGHT

————

TOLD BY A CAPTAIN WHO MANAGED
TO ESCAPE.

Jameson’s Force Was 600 Strong With 100
Kafiirs—The Boers Fought From Am-
bush With Deadly Effect-Jameson's
Men Were Exbausied and Ran Out of
Ammunition—Praise for Jameson.

New .York, Jan. 19.—A Cape Town
special cable to The World says:

Captain Thatcher, a traveller known
in the United States, who has served
seven years in Indla and was Wwith
Jameson’s column from its start until
its surrender, but escaped capture, has
arrived at Cape Town. He tells the
story of the expedition to The World
correspondent : >

“The column started,” he says, "on
Sunday afternoon. We were 600 strong.
Bes there were 100 Kaffirs. There
weré ‘three wagons, eight Maxim gnd
three Whitworth guns.

“We knew what we were going to
@o. It is all rubbish about our th_ink-
ing we were going to fight natives.
We counted on support from the Rand.
There was no other column and we
realized that we had no official sup-
port.

“Phe first shot was fired by the
Boers Tuesday night. We were 20
miles from Krugersdorp. It came from
about 600 yards range. We replied
with the Maxims and they cleared out.
We fought only puffs of smoke. The
Boers were ambushed and we could
not get at them.

“On Wednesday evening a thousand
Boers appeared on a ridge in open or-
der, 2000 yards long. Concealed Boers
continued firing from every direction.
We could not charge, but when the
Boers vanished under the fire of our
guns, we followed them. We were
compelled to retreat. We were under
a hot fire all night. We laggared and
slept in the saddle. We were all play-
ed out.

“Only one chance remained—to push
through the Boer lines, at any cost,
and escape. At dawn of Thursday we
were fired at heavily from the village
of Tiuiter. My horse was shot from
under me. Horses and men were fall-
ing on all sides of the hill where we
stcod. We were hotly engaged on all
sides with 4000 intrenched men, but
had no cover ourselves. The wounded
were dragged along in wagons. All
were in the open at the mercy of the
Boers. It was bitterly cold and our
hands were benumbed.

“The odds were ten to one against
us. Our men were cursing Johannes-
burg. Cries for water went wup on
every side. The sufferings of the
wounded were dreadful. Not an enemy
was in .sight. All the fighting was
done from ambush, The situation was
hopeless. We could only stand and be
shot down.

“The Jameson party’s flag of truce
went up. It was an old shirt. The
The Boers continued to fire another 10
minutes. The Pretoria artillery arriv-
ed and opened fire. Our Maxims could
have knocked the spots out of them,
but we had no ammunition. At first
we thought the guns were the artil-
lery of our allies.

“ ‘Thank God, the Rand fellows at
last,’ was the cry that went up.

“Our hope was short lived. -The
firing stopped. The Boers rode up on
us from every direction. They gave
us food, for lack of which we were
nearly dead.

“Jameson asked if our lives would
be spared if we surrendered.

“*Yes,” the Boer leader replied. ‘The
lives of the men will be spared, but
not yours.’

“‘Never mind me,” cried Jameson,
‘Surrender.’

“I escaped by representing myself as
a Times correspondent. They let me
g0. The others they took to Johannes-
burg. The Boer losses have been ridi-
culously understated. They must have
lost at least 100 men. I was at the

SOME SCHEME IS ON.

A Bellef Remains That Mr. Greenway
Will Modify the Manitoba School

‘“As one who has taken, during a
half century, the keenest interest in
Erglish politics, and who has always
foliowed with great aamiration tne
spirit of enterprise, unflinching love ol
or liperty, and great achievesaents of
your nation all over the world, I can-
not suppress my astonishment on find-
ing that not only Americans, 7Turks,
and Boers, but nearly all the nations
of Europe and Asia, manifest great
animosity towards Great Britain, and
I, very naturally ask myself what
on earth may have caused
that unanimous hatred, and what is
the reason that they all pour the
vials of their wrath upon the English.

“In the first place it is envy and
jealousy whieh have made England
hated and feared by her rivals in the
field of competition. The sight of a
relatively small nation spreading a net
of colonies and possessions all over
the globe, bringing forward extraor-
di1 ary and salutary changes in the so-
cial and political conditions of distant
{wild and semi-civilized nations, and,
above all, earning moral and material
successes for her strenuous work, could
hardly have been viewed with indiff-
erence by those KEuropean nations
whose awaking is of —more recent
date, and who do not dispose of the
means and qualities which have help-
ed you.

“Success has at all times engender-
ed envy and'animosity, and particular-
ly if this success is the outcome of na-
tional qualities in which others are
lacking. Germany, France and Rus-
sia, in comparing their gigantic mili-
tary budget with the comparatively
small outlays of England for her de-
fence, must certainly feel vexed, and
still’ more will their respective peoples
envy the British citizen who does not
| feel the burden of compulsory military
| service, and still enjoys the liberty,
might and power of the greatest em-
pire that ever existed. The Frenchman
of the better class is comparatively
lesz blind in his judgment than the
others. He says: ‘Je deteste les An-
glais mais je les admire.” (“I detest the
Iirglish, but I admire them.”)
| “The Russfan, like all Asiatics, 1§
: carefully hiding his feelings. He imi-
{ tates the Englishman in habits and
i manners. He acknowledges his mental
superiority. In appearance he respects
him even, but the more deep-seated
are his hatred and hig efforts to oust
him in Asia.

“In Germany the relation is totally
different. Sinee 1870 the formerly mo-
dest, quiet and inoffensive QGerman
has decidedly fallen into-the vice of
s¢ Iif-admiration, and one has only to
mention the spreading of the English
lar guage all over the globe, the gigan-
tic commercial relations of Great Bri-
tain and the ubiquity of the Union
Jack in all seas to rouse his anger and
hig dislike. P

“Apart from the aforesaid enemies,
| England has of late estranged many
of her former friends by her recently
inaugurated policy in the near East.
Whatever may be said about the so-
called Armenian question, it will hard-
1y be denied that the motives, as well
as the means, of a diplomatic cam-
paign against Turkey seem, to many
reople, inopportune and ill-chosen.”
| There is much more on this subject,
and the King of the Belgiums con-
cludes with the prophecy of many dis-

TRACING THE MONEY

Whatthe Consumers’ Gas Co.’s
Books Will Reveal,

WHERE.THE LAW WILL INTERFERE

The Company’s Charter and
Plant Certainly in Danger.

An Oppertunity for the City to Become
Thus Possessed of Its Own Lighting
Facilities at a Decided Bargsin—The
Company’s Contempt for the Courts and
Its Thin Excuse for Violating the Law
—A Double-Barreled Fraud on the Con-'
sumer and Its Certain Outcome.

The public will soon have an oppor-
tunity of verifying for themselves the
charges made by The World concern=
ing the gas company’s conduct,as the
accounts covering the whole business of
the company since 1887 are about to be
taken by Judge Morgan. The books and
vouchers will be subjected to a close
inspection, the expenditure of every
dollar investigated, the amount of use-
less plant ascertained, the manipula=
tion of the funds traced, and it may be
necessary to examine the directorsand
other officials, The public will no dpubt.
as on other trials, be admitted, and
they will learn how consumens have
been victimized. This journal has
from time to time used strong lan-
gauge, but, if true, it is not too strong.

But why does the company persist in
disobeying the law? It must surely
realize that such a course can only end
in disaster, The statute of 1887 was
only passed after repeated conferences
with the company; some of the clauses
were inserted at its own instance—and
it must have clearly understood the
letter and certainly the spirit of that -
act—and yet it has obeyed only one
section—that section empowering it ta
increase the stock—and all the othen
sections, which are more or less for thea
benefit of the consumer it has virtual-
ly repealed and refuses to obey. Tha
excuse that it did not understand the
act could not be offered, as part of it at
least is so simple that it may be un-
derstood by any one. The premiums
and other money obtained under that
act have been sunk in plant and not
arplied as directed in the formation
of the funds cheapening gas.

Sample Frauds on Consumers.

It is significant that the company is
always watchful of the interests of the
shareholder, which are more than se-
cured—but it invariably ignores the
legal rights..of and persistently de-
frauds the consumer. The present suit
is not on behalf of shareholders, but
on behalf of consumers.

All the money raised under that act
was Intended solely for Toronto—the
act plafnly says so—and yet. in addi-
tion to sinking it in usgeless plant in
Toronto, it wastes it in miles of un-
productive mains to Eglinton and To-
rcnto Junction, beyond the city limits.
There can be no defence or excuse of-
fered for this fraud on the consumer
and this money will have to be paid
back and the company will not be al-
lowed for it, At the same time it re-
fuses gas to many consumers in To-
rcnto unless guaranteed a revenue
therefrom—this is inconsistent with
tha extensions beyond the city limits,
which are unprofitable and for which
no guarantee was asked. .

The company is called the “Con=-
sumers’ ” Gas Company. The charter
was conferred on it to sup~-
ply citizens = of Toronto with gas
—it was formed for their bene-
fit, and not for outside places, such as
Hamilton, Eglinton, etc., or merely to
pay dividends to shareholders. The
l company exists and pays dividends be-
cause citizens pay their gas bills. It
is an outrage that any citizen should
be refused gas. The profitable portions
of the city pay for the unprofitable.

Execuse for Breaking the Law.

Was that peculiar. construction
which has brought so much trouble
upon the company placed on the- act
under legal advice, or was it overlook-
aed and left to some person whose ig-
norance is only equalled by his offi-
ciousness ?

The company gives a reason for dis-
obeying the act, that it was better for
the consumer to Invest money in
plant than in debentures—and also
that if the money raised under the
act had not been used for plant and the
business, it would have been neces-
sary to borrow other money elsewhere.
But certainly this excuse will not ap-
ply for using money intended by the
statute for Toronto to make unprofite
able extensions beyond the city limite,

If more money was needed, a’ good
financier, instead of disobeying the
law, would have raised #t on deben-
tures, making a large saving for the
consumer.

The company’s borrowing power is
limited to - $200,000, aend £ I8
desired to increase this, it should
have applied to the Legislature.

A Double~Barreled Fraud.

It misappropriated the $850,000 ree
serve, which was a trust for the com~ |
sumer, and which should be in debems !
tures. But if it claims that #t borrowed
this money, and that it 1Is
ready to pay it back, then is it in the
position of & trustee, who, in fraud of
his beneficiaries, uses trust money fer
his own purposes. This is not un~
known in the law courts, which
promptly revoke the authority of the
delinquent trustee—and now, under the
criminal code, even if he repays the
trust money, he is guilty of an indict~
able offence. :

In addition to, misappropriating the
reserve and other money belonging to
the consumer, jtcharges him five per
cent. annually for it—charging him
for the use of his own money—a
double-barreled fraud ! o

Ly y's C pt for the Law.

Had it obeyed the law, it would have
continued to be one of the strongest
corporations in Toronto, and its posi~
tion and ten per cent. dividends would
have been secure for all time.

If ignorance of the law excuses no
one, what possible excuse camn be
made by an offender for breaking &
law passed at his own request T
