OFFENCE IS HELD TO BE SERIOUS

R

Board Was Un!u_vorl'bly Impressed
With Testimony of Defendant’s
Witnesses.

After listenting to the complaint of
George Weston Wrigley against Policeman
Welch (144), of No. 6 Diviston, the Police
Commissioners yesterday afternoon dismiss
ed the officer from the force. Nearly three
hours were occupled in dealing with the
charges, five witnesses being examined for
complainant and eight for the policeman.

Facts of the Case.

The facts of the case are these: On the
night of Aug. 21 Wrigley was arrested by
Welch on a charge of disorderly conduct,
and next day In the Police’ Court the con-
stable swore that between 11 and 12 o’clock
he saw Wrigley gitting on the curbstone
near the junction of King and Queen-streets
in Parkdale. Forty minutes later, he said,
he found Wrigley asleep, and awoke him,
whereupon defendant aileges that Wrigley
called hun a Har and was arvested.

Wrigley’s Statement.,

The defendant, who was subsequently dis-
charged, swore that he had not bewn situng
on the curb over 10 minutes. ‘Weleh, he
snid, knocked him down, punched him and
banged Bim agalnst the patrol box. The
officer’'s breath smelt of liquor.

The investigation yesterday afternoon was
conducted in camera, altho the complainant
made a request that the press be admitted.
Mayor Howland was not present. At the
close Chief Grasett handed out the finding
of the board in the case, as follows:

Extreme Penalty Imposed.

wPhe commissioners, having heard all the
Lestimony in reference to the charges
against Policeman Welch (144) for Impro-
perly arresting and assaulting Mr. G. W.
Wrigley, an inoffensive citizen, on the night
