Washington, Oct. 29.—U, S. Immigra-
tion Agent Watchorn, in Paris, Fraace,
reports that Europeans who, obvious-
ly, are ineligible to enter the United
States, for several years have been
directed by designing agents to Cana-
éian ports, with a view to effectiag
a surrgptmous entrance into the Unit-
ed States across the international
boundary. Intending immigrats,
