SHAKESPEARE AT THE GRAND.

The performance at the Grand last
night proves that Shakespeare and
cheap prices are mot incompatible.

President— Proposition to Pass the
Eight-Hour Law Defeated.

Colorado Springs, Oct. 16.—The In-
ternational 7Typographical Union, af-
ter a 'warm discussion, voted to strik2
from the minutes, the following reso-
lution:

“Resolved, by the I, T. U, in con-
vention assembled, on the summit of
Pike’s Peak, on this 14th day of Octo-
ber, 1836, that we believe in the free
and unlimited coinag= of silver at the
ration of 1§ to 1, a1l the adoption
of laws restoring siker to. its right-
ful place,. as the same existed prior
to 1873, and this witaout waiting for
consent from any other nation.” The
supporters of Bryan and free silver
were largely in the majority, but
they thought the adoption of such a
resolution would injure the union.

Yesterday’s session was the most
important that thas been held since
the convention opened, four days ago.
The business of the election of officers
and the consideration of the adoption
of the mine-hour labor law ran the
session late into the nignt. The elec-
tion of the officers of prasident, vice-
president, and secretary and treasurer
were all hotly contested.

The following officers were chosen
for the ensuing term: President—W.
P. Prescott, of Toronto, Ont., re-elect-
ed; secretary and treasurer, John W.
Bramwood, of Denver; first vice-pre-
sident, Theodore Perry, Nashville,
Tenn; second vice-president, George
W. Williaams, Boston; third wvice-pre-
sident, Hugo Miller, of Indianapolis,
re-elected.

Amn effort to pass an efght-hour law
was defeated. The nine-hour law has
now ito be voted on by every typo-
graphical union in the country before
its final adoption. In 188§ such a law
passed the international convention,
but was defeated when presented to
the wvarious typographical unions.

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The Bank'RobbeFy in Colerado—Was

the Most Daring Ever Perpet-
“  rated in the ‘West.

Occurred in Broad Daylight With Many
People in Sight.

Denver, Col.,, Oct. 16.—According to
the iatest:advices from Meeker, Col,
the three men who were Kkilled there
after robbing the bank have not been
identified. The one who lived two
. hours after being shot gave names
which are believed to be fictitious. I_t
is believed that one of the robbers is
Thomas McCarthy, who aided in rob-
bing banks at Teluride and Delta.
Those killed in the battle between the
citizens and the robbers are:

Charles Jones, leader of the banf
dits, aged 45, shot through the lungs
and chest.

Willlam Smith, robber, aged 21, rid-
dled through the lungs and Cthest,
shot through the heart, and a num-

J ber of other wounds, any of which

would have been mortal.

George Harris, robber, aged 35, shot
through lungs and chest.

The wounded: Game Warden W. H.
Clark, bullet in right breast, not fatal;
Victor Dikeman, shot through the
arm; C. A. Booth, scalp wound; W. P.
Herrick, finger shot off.

The robbery was one of the most
daring ever perpetrated in the west,
occurring in broad daylight and at a
time when there were twenty or more
people in plain sight. George Rooney,
clerk of the Meeker Hotel, had step-
ped into the bank to make a deposit,
and stood talking to Assistant
Cashier David Smith. As he turned to
leave he felt a heavy hand on his
shoulder, and glancing up was looking
into the muzzle of a revolver. The
man with the wvevolver commanded
“Hands up.” At the same instant two
shots rang out, and two bullets whiz-
zed by the head of tbe assistant
cashier, David Smith, who threw up
his hands. Meantime the two other
robbers had covered the crowd in the
store, compelling them to assemble
in the center of the room and guard-
ing both doorways. Then ~ Cashier
Moulton was called ,and one of the
men said to him: “Open the safe, and
be quick about it.”

At the point of tHe gun he was con-
ducted to the safe, which he opened,
and the contents of the drawer, $700,
were emptied into a sack the robber
had brought with him. Not a word
was spoken, the robbers going about
their business with a deliberation that
was astounding.

After getting the money in the till
they quietly gathered in all the fire-
arms in the place, helped themselves
to the cartridges, and then the leader
addressed the crowd, bank officials,
employes of ithe store and custom-
ers who thappened to be in the place,
gaying their horses were standing
hitched outside the rear door, which
opens on a side street, and that for
their own sake they would request all
to go outside with them. The crowd
filled through the doorway, followed
by the robbers. The robbers were not

until all were out. The crowd that
they had ~digiven: from the store
broke and ran for cover. The citizens
of the town had been warned by the
two shots fired in the store, anu arm-
ing themselves to ithe teeth, surround-
ed ithe bank and quietly awaited the
appearance ©of the robbers.

PRESBYTERIAN PROGRESS

Important Statement by the
Warden.

Toronto, Oct. 16.—Rev. Dr. Wanden,
general agent of the Presbyterian
Church, says that the Presbyterian
Church has three urgent needs, name-
ly: Money, men and a greater mis-
sionary spirit, but that notwithstand-
ing the financial problems, the
progress is most remarkable. While in
1871 there were only 470 Presbyterian
ministers and missionaries in the Do-
minion, there are now 1,270. The mum-
ber of congregations has increased
‘from 830 to 2,800, and the total mem-
bership has risen from 68,000 a quar-
ter of a ecentury ago, to 169,000. The
annual contributions have risen cor-
respondingly, from §50,000 then to
$360,000 now. Indeed, while the mem-
bership has only increased three-fold,
the contributions have 1increased
sevenfold. The Presbyterian Church,
Dr. Warden points out, spends as
much in sending ‘the Gospel to the
heathen, as upon home missions. The
home mission work mow engages the
efforts of 419 missionaries, and last
year $98,000 was given to this fund.

‘When robbers saw that they
were cornered Charles Jones raised
a rifle and fired at Clark. The ban-
dits were commanded to hold up their
hands, but answered swith a fusillade
of shots from a dozen different direc-
tions. Jones and Smith fell to the
ground, literally riddled with bullets.
They had been killed in the act of
firing. Harris, mortally wounded, held
his revdélver, and still staggering, con-
tinued the battle until he fell. The
dead men were removed to an under-
taking establishment, where an in-
quest was held, rendering a verdict
of justifiable homicide. The money
was all recovered.
