U. S. to Prosecute to the Limit In 
Chicago Rebate Cases.

Chicago, July 26.—When the Govern- j 

*' aient gets ready to present Its case j 
«gainst the Standard Oil Company, ! 
«nd some of the railroad; for recetv- j 
tng and granting rebates and unlaw- j 
1ul discriminations In rates, to a fed­
eral grand Jury In Chicago, It will 
be prepared to carry the case through 
to a finish with confidence of obtain­
ing Indictments. The Cleveland ex-1 
perlenee of the Government attorneys, 
they are sure, will not be repeated.

Attorney-General Moody has taken 
personal charge of the case. Following 
his Instructions Special Counsel Oliver 
E. Pagln is here. District Attorney 
John J. Sullivan, of Cleveland, and 
Special Agent T. C. M. Schindler, of 
the department of commere and labor, 
both arrived yesterday. District At­
torney Morrison Is working on the 
case, although he will act only In a 
■supervisory capacity, and Assistant 
District Attorney Hanehett has cut his 
vacation short to begin work on these 
Standard Oil cases.

Mr. Schindler worked under Mr. Gar­
field in his Standard Oil investigation 
And his services will be valuable in In­
forming the attorneys what evidence 
they may expect to get to show that 
rebates have been paid, and where 
such evidence may be obtained. That 
part of the Cleveland case which re­
ferred to the rebating of storage 
charges Is familiar to Mr. Sullivan and 
Hr. Pagln.

There Is no doubt the session of 
the extra grand jury which will be 
called to make this Investigation will 
be prolonged. Owing to the proxlmity 
of the Whiting refinery, much of the 
alleged violation of the law centered 
there.

A CHANGE OF BILL

"The Gambler’s Daughter’’ Produced at 
Springbank Theater Last Night

A change of bill was given at the 
Springbank Theater lost evening, when 
the Lyceum Stock Company produced 
“The Gambler’s Daughter” before an 
audience that almost filled the theater. 
The play Is full of interest throughout, 
and is considered one of the best given 
at the park this season. It will be re­
peated tonight and tomorrow. The spe­
cialties this week are exceptionally 
good.

The weekly meeting of the board of 
works, held last evening, was very brief, 
the business docket being light. Aid. 
Gerry (chairman), Saunders and Gar- 
ratt. Assistant Engineer Kirkpatrick 
and Secretary Bell were present.

A statement submitted by City En­
gineer Graydon showed that during the ! 
two weeks ended July 24, a total of 13,- j 
739 feet—or nearly two and a half miles j 
—of cement walks had been laid In the 
city, at a cost of 35,812 69. The cost of : 
the cement curbs and gutters laid dur- j 
ing the same period was 32,896 37, j 
while tile sewers cost $1,190. These 
expenditures bring the total outlay on 
permanent works this season to $63,- 
951 83.

The bridges on King and Dundas 
streets are In need of attention. Both 
need repainting, while the King street 
structure also is In need of a new 
floor. But the committee has not got 
the funds necessary to have all the 
work done, and it is proposed to have 
both bridges painted and the floor on 
King street repaired. The cost of a 
new floor would be over $1,000. If the 
committee of next year finds Itself 
‘‘flush,’’ it may succeed In getting a 
concrete floor for the bridge. The cost 
of such a work would be In the neigh­
borhood of $3,000, but it would be money 
saved.

A petition will be circulated for a ce­
ment sidewalk on the west side of Ade­
laide street, north of the C. P. R. The 
walk was Initiated last year, but It 
was knocked out by the largest prop­
erty-owner Interested because a street 
had not been surveyed. The latter 
work has since been done, and there is 
no objection now to the walk being 
put down.

A resident of Wellington street north 
appeared before the board with a dou­
ble-barreled complaint. He wanted a 
new sidewalk and he also was anxious 
to have the roadway put in a proper 
condition. He was more concerned 
about the walk, but it appears that it 
cannot be laid until the street railway 
company has some work done to the 
street, and the company cannot make 
a move until It gets other work now 
under way completed. The ratepayer 
was assured that the walk would be 
laid at the very earliest possible date.

Parks Commissioner Pearce com­
plained to the committee that a large 
dog owned by a resident of Central 
avenue, near Richmond, had done con­
siderable damage to the flower beds In 
Victoria Park, and that the owner had 
been billed for $5 to partially cover the 
loss. Mr. Pearce told the aldermen that 
he had been approached by the man In 
question, who had paid him a few 
“compliments,” one of which was to tell 
him that he was a stranger to the 
truth.

The committee decided that the com­
missioner should be backed up In his 
efforts to keep the park what It should 
be—the most beautiful spot In the city 
—and the secretary was instructed to 
write the owner of the canine that he 
will be held liable for all damage done 
by the dog, and that the latter must 
be kept out of the park.

Clerk Who Bought Panama Bonds Can 
Supply the Five Million.

New York. July 26.—It was learned 
today that J. S. Bache & Co., bankers, 
had purchased the $5,800,000 of Panama 
Canal bonds which were recently al­
lotted by the treasury department to 
Samuel Byerly, an express company’s 
clerk of this city. Bache & Co. have 
In turn disposed of the bonds to Fisk 
& Robinson, who were the successful 
bidders for the great portion of the 
issue.

Through his knowledge of the pecu­
liar status of the money market 
Byerly secured $5,800,000 of the new 
Panama Canal bonds and all they 
cost him was a two-cent postage

Paris, July 26.—The King of Cam­
bodia and his suite of 150 persons, In­
cluding the famous ballet corps, left 
Paris on Wednesday for Marseilles to 
embark for their native land. The 
dusky king wept real tears at quitting 
Paris, where, it may be said In vernac­
ular terms, he had the time of his Ufa
