MY ACTION ON POMEE

Aldermen Say They Haven't Had
Time to Consider— Boy Loses
Leg Under Car.

HAMILTON, June 15.—(Special.)—
Bruce Henderson, Leeming-street, a
seven-year-old boy, had his right leg
cut off by a street car this evening.

It
18 expected that the new street railway
deal will be ready then also.

The offer of the Cataract Company
does not begin to compare with the
centract offered by the hydro-electric
commission. The Cataract’s offer is to
supply power for only civic purposes,
and expressly stipulates that none of
it shall be used for any other pur-
poses, 'while the commission’s offer is
for power for all purposes. One of
the main objects of going into the
scheme is for the city to use its power
plant to supply light for houses and
stores. This the city intends to do
unless the company greatly reduces its
present rates. The company offers to
supply power at $16 a horse-power or
ten per cent. below the commission’s
price, not for Hamilton, but for To-
rcnto and places west of Hamilton.
