It fill-
ed and sank and Bolton and Hipwell were
left struggling in the water. Hipwell is a
good swimmer and he assisted his'com-
panion to within 10 yards of the shore and
then Bolton’s hold relaxed on his should-
er, and he sank before Hipwell eould as-
sist him. Hipwell lost his presence of
mind and, unable to struggle further, was
dragged to the shore.

Hipwell, who is 10“years old, said last
night that he and his companion left the
city shursday night to fish the eastern
lakes. They tried during the night, but
being unsuccessful, they went to Lake
Latimer, reaching there about four o’clock
yesterday morning. They went to a camp
and shortly before ten o’clock put out in
a boat which leaked, but the young men
felt that they could bail her out easily.
Opposite the water pipe ‘line they put
down the anchor and immediately the
water began to pour in. They pulled in
the anchor quickly, but had bardly taken
a stroke when the boat began to sink:
Both were encumbered with heavy cloth-
ing and Bolton at most could swim only
& couple of strokes. Hipwell said:

“I called out for Bolton to hold on to
the boat while I got ‘him an oar,” con-
tinued the survivor, “but he appeared to
have lost his head and was striking out
end kicking. I could have swum iashore
quite easily myself,” said Hipwell, “but
as I knew he could not swim I called out,
for him to hold on to my shoulders and
he placed his  hands there. 'We had
