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1The Superintendent and matron, Mr. & Mrs. Campbell, 

have discharged their duties to the entire satisfaction of 
your Committee, and indeed without Mrs. Campbell’s long 
experience and skill in detecting cases of imposition 
it would often be impossible for your Committee to deal 
with some of those applying for assistance.

In conclusion your Committee desire to express their 
thanks to the rest of the Office-bearers of the Society for 
their hearty co-operation when ever called upon. It is
only those who take an active interest in the Society that 

tell the amount of good it is doing, and the amount 
of misery that it has to encounter, and your Committee 
would warn their successors that the prospect for the 
coming winter is anything but cheering.
