Canadian Counsel Now in
Cases in London Write to
Times. il

London, Dec. 18—(Canadian = Ass’d.
Press)—A joint letter appears in Sat-
urday’s Times from Wallace Nesbit, F.
Wegenast, Thomas Moss and B, Clark,
counsel now appearing before the privy
council in Canadian cases, wherein they
declare that the opinions of John S.
Ewart, K. C, of Ottawa, recently ex-
pressed on the subject of continuance of
dominion appeals to tke privy council,
would be discounted by informed pub-
lic Canadian opinion because of his pro-
aounced anti-imperialist views.

The writers of this letter think that
popular Canadian opinion as distinct
from professional opinion has not been
engaged on the matter but say that the
Ontario board of trade have flassed a re-
solution opposing the abolition of the
appeal to the privy council.

The writers finally assert that the
privilege is most valued in regard to
constitutional questions although cases
sometimes reach the council which do
not fall under this classification.

SAY TIA JUANA

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Geneva, Dec. 18—Military control of
Danzig by Poland has been recommended
to the council of the League of Nations
in a report from the military commis-
sion. This recommendation, should it be
adopted, would be in line with a request
from the Polish government made some
time ago, it being alleged at that time
that military control of the port of Dan-
zig was necessary to insure the trans-
portation \of food ,munitions and raw
materials to Poland.

The council has decided to refer the
report, along with a suggestion by Vis-
count Ishii, of Japan, that a military
commission study the best means to de-
fend the town, to the high-commissioner,
who will be asked to send in a report.

Separate action by the premier of
France and Great Britain on matters be-
fore the assembly of the league are made
the subject of sharp comment by the
committee gon admission of new. states.

Newton W. Rowell of the Canadian
delegation, Lord Robert Cecil represen-
iative of South Africa, and Dr. Nanzen
of Norway agree in criticizing the action
{of these governments in announcing pol-
icies: regarding such questions as the
admission of Armenia throught other
channels than their representatives at the
¢assembly meeting here, who are charged
with such problems.

Rene Viviani of France, who has been
