The statements of Commissioner Mc- 

Lellan at the session of the inquest into 
the deaths of Alfred Johnson and Jude 
LeBlanc, in thé Grand Union fire* last 
evening were of interest with regard to 
matters of public safety. The inquiry 
was finished lait night but the jury will 
not return their verdict until Thursday, 
March 19. The peed of better fire equip­
ment was emphasized last night and the 
question of authority or duty In different 
matters of public safety was considered. 
Coroner Roberto presided.

Commissioner McLcllah said he was 
“supposed” to be in charge of the de­
partment o# public safety but he had 
no charge over some of the sub-depart­
ments- He thought the fire department 
compared favorably with any other in 
the dominion, but was lacking in equip­
ment. He said there were three localities 
in St. John where, if a fire should occur, 
it would be bound to bum out Several 
hotels were within one of these zones. 
'Increased apparatus would diminish the 
danger of losstof life, Ihe said, but better 
regulations In; building should also bé 
enforced. These had been a misunder­
standing as to who had charge of the 
spcction of hotels with regard ' to sug­
gesting alterations but existing legisla­
tion gave the building inspector power 
to alter fpr the common safety.

As to responsibility the commissioner 
said he would place it on the citizens 
themselves for allowing the departments 
to be half riitt, and undermanned. Thé 
commissioner outlined various schemes 
which he had had in view for the im­
provement of building regulations but 
said they had been knocked on the head 
by the defeat" of the “three decker” by­
law on plebiscite bÿ 1,400 voters. Poli­
ties also interfered in the matter of 
civic legislation.

A. N. Nixon, a fire department fore­
man énd‘ O. D. Thompson, district en­
gineer, gave evidence similar to that al­
ready given previously., John Sime, own­
er of the building and "Wm. H. McQuade, 
proprietor of the hote).,jjave evidence 
with regard to complying with the build­
ing regulations, John Kenney, factory 
inspector, told of his duties wieh regard 
to inspections. Fire Chief Blake, recall­
ed, said that, improved fire apparatus
