Toronto, Nov. 27—Hon,
M. P, for Beauce, a former member of
the Laurier cabinet, was _ seriously
wounded in taree places by a German
shell during the defense of Antwerp.

Letters to Sir Wilfrid Laurier and E.
M. MacDonald, M. P. for Pictou, N. S.,
from officers of British Marines who es-
caped to Holland tell of the former
French-Canadian minister’s bravery and
devotion. They pay glowing tributes to

. his service and sacrifice.

J Hon. Dr. Beland was, according to the
letter received by Mr. MacDonald, min-
istering as a medical men to four British
marines who had been wounded in the
German hombardment of Antwerp. De-
spite the British officers’ caution he went
forward to the field to dress their
wounds with the comment: “I am here
to serve”

The bombardment at the time was
“very severe” and a saell bursting with-
in a few feet of where he was dressing
a blue jacket’s leg struck him in three
places inflicting ugly, but it is hoped,
not fatal wounds.

Dr. Beland was carried back and the
“marines were anxious thathe should ac-
company them to Holland. He absolute-
ly refused, however, saying that he want-
ed to stay at his post. He was, when the
Britisa forces, left Antwerp, in the St.
Elizabeth hospital, Antwerp.

“Tell my friends at home not to wor-
ry,” was the message sent by the brave
parliamentarian from his bed. “Tell them
I am all right.”

: ) Nov. 4, 1914.
. The day dawned with no promise of
change from the steady darkness, . driz-
zle and downpour of the past two weeks
and the whisper, gradually went around
that the great review would be ecalled
off for it seemed as though the rain
must surely fall. But as the moment ar-
rived for us to fall in, the sun sijone
through a ragged blue patch in the
cloud-bank and the steam began to rise
from the soaking tents,

We marched away over the Downs
toward Bustard and soon found our po-
sition on the north side of the main ‘road
with the divisional ammunition column
on our right and the Fourta Infantry
Brigade on our left. Across the - road
from us was a mighty array of artillery
with the big 60-pounders in the center
and the lighter field-pieces to right and
left of them.

Eleven o’clock found us waiting anxi-
ously silent and expectant and from that
hour, little false alarms kept us spring-
ing to attention only to relax after a few
minutes of silence and immobility and
go on with the tiresome occupation of
waiting,
