Gnat Duck Island light will be a flashing?red 
light of the fifth order, showing a flash every ten 
seconds, and visible approximately from the bear­
ing ofS W J8, through N to S by E | E; in other 
directions it will be obscured by trees on the 
island. The light will be elevated 66 feet above 
high water, and should be seen in dear weather 
from a distance of 14 miles.

THE BOARD OF TRADE.

Action Token in Regard to the Pro­
posal to Introduce the Sinking of
Blushes and Krooms In the Pcne-

-Wharf ractlltlee Talked
of.

At the meeting of the Board of Trade 
yesterday afternoon, Mr. McMillan 
moved, seconded by Mr. Schofield, the 
following resolution :

Resolved, That the letter of Messrs. T. 
S. Simms & Co., read today, be referred 
to the manufacturers’ committee; and 
that said committee be instructed to take 
up the matter at once.

An amendment moved by Mr. Fisher, 
seconded by Mr. Jarvis, was adopted as 
follows :

Whereas, the introduction of such 
manufactures at the penitentiary would 
seriously interfere with the manufacture 
of brooms now carried on at St. John and 
elsewhere iu the maritime provinces;

Resolved that the manufacturers’ com­
mittee be requested to institute enquiries 
as to the probability of any such recom­
mendation being adopted, and should it 

that such manufacture isappear
contemplated, to represent to the proper 
authorities the danger of its proving 
detrimental and even destructive to the 
industries already existing and referred
to.

J. Roy Campbell and LeB. Robertson 
were balloted for and admitted members 
of the board.

Mr. Schofield,after notifying the board 
that the city council had generously 
done all in its power at present to pro­
vide the Furness line with better ware­
house facilities, brought up the necessity 
of the I. C. R. providing a warehouse on 
the end of the government pier (as it has 
already done on the side) for the accom­
modation of sugar and other freight 
now coming to this port The case of 
the Loauda.not long ago,was well known* 
A recurrence of that difficulty, would 
settle for all time the matter of the 
Moncton sugar refinery importing its 
raw sugar by this port. There was ac­
commodation at Halifax for fourteen 
sugar vessels; in St John, but for two. 
If the L C.R. intended to deal fairly 
with St John he felt that it would 
act on the request of the board as 
freely as the city council had done.

The president recognized the im­
portance of this matter, and suggested 
the board appoint a committee to 
proceed to Ottawa and interview the 
government on this and other questions 
bearing on the welfare of the port, such 
as subsidies to steamships, railway rates, 
the C. P. R terminus, and the exten­
sion of the railway around the harbei 
front. As to the last named question, 
he was informed that the government 
were anxious to complete it at once.

On Mr. t-chofieid’s motion the matter 
of better freight accommodation at the I. 
V. R terminus was referred to the 
harbor committee.

Mr. Schofield stated that by law 
no vessel can clear outwards with­
out furnishing the collector with 
full manifest of all goods, while 
the exporters have to do the same. 
It was practically impossible to have 
such manifests prepared in time for sail­
ing, and delay was thereby caused. This 
law has been abandoned in England, 
where six days time after sailing is now 
allowed to owners and exporters in 
which to make these returns. He bad 
full information about the English law 
and would be happy to lay it before the 
board or a committee thereof. This was 
a matter affecting all ports in Canada. 
He moved that the matter be referred 
to the committee on legislation.

George Robertson endorsed Mr. Scho­
field’s utterances and added that if the 
change was made the government would 
find their statistics of exports much 
more accurate.

The resolution was then unanimously 
adopted.

Mr. White suggested that the trans­
portation committee urge on the C. P. R 
and LC.R, the necessity of putting on 
heated freight cars at least once a week 
out of St. John. At present fruit and 
other perishable freight used]in country 
towns is largely imported from Boston, 
whence heated cars run regularly. 
Country traders cannot buy these goods 
in St John solely for this reason.

Sailed.—The new schooner Moskwa 
sailed to-day for Bordeaux.

Survey on the Etta Stewart.—-The 
portwardens held a survey on the bark 
Etta Stewart yesterday, on Wilson and 
McLaughlan’s block, Carleton.

They found on deck, windalss bitts 
started and broken and windlass strained; 
mainstay bitts broken; foremast head 
spring, two back stays on port side fore 
rigging parted ; main rail on both 
sides in wake of . fore rigging 
started up; scarfs strained, waterways 
on both sides strained ; forward house 
started and doors broken ; rail on star- 
1 card side and wake of main chains 
started up and two stancheons broken ; 
rail on starboard side main 
rail on port side and wake of main 
chains started and broken ; freeing ports 
gone ; sheet stroke started.; pin rail brok­
en and started ; main hatches gone ; 
main deck capstan broken, and deck un­
der same started.

On poop one bit gone and one started, 
rudder head broken, shatters amd win­
dows in after bouse broken and gone, 
doors in forward part afterhouse broken; 
bulkheads and part lions in after house 
damaged and partly down.

In lower hold they found, forward 
hooks all started and two broken, a 
number of iron knee-bolts started and 
loose; pump well started and broken, 
one beam stancheon started and broken, 
etancheon straps started and stancheon 
pressed up into beams, one beam for­
ward of fore hatch broken, forward scarf 
of keelson strained.

Between decks, they found both main 
hatch beams broken ; a number of iron 
knee bolts strained and started ; topsides 
and sheathing on port side chafed and 
main channels broken and bilge in wake 
of fore chains badly chafed, topsides 
and sheathing on starboard side badly 
chafed.

On bottom they found two rudder 
braces broken and brace bolt strained 
and broken; gripe broken and destroyed, 
fore hood ends started ; stern started 
forward piece of shoe gone and vessel 
badly strained all over.

They reccomended that the metal and 
wood sheathing be stripped off and all 
the damage made good, also that the 
vessel be resheathed with metal and 
wood, painted and all lost material be re­
placed by new.

In her damaged condition the port- 
wardens consider the vessel be to worth 
$2,000.
