DOWN BY THE SEA.

PORTLAND ANNEXED TO ST.JOHN.

The Remarkable Fall on the St.Johm
River—A City of Ships and Com-
merce in Many Seas.

{Special Correspondence of the Montreal Star.]

The express trains for St. John and
Halifax, by the Canadian Pacific, leave at
8.30 p. m., and therefore,unless the moon
be out,the traveller will miss the magnifi-
cent view from the bridge as he crosses
the St. Lawrence. One is sorry also to
miss seeing that portion of Canada neat
the boundary line which has just
been opened up. It has been an un-
known corner hitherto. On rising early
I found that we had crossed into
Maine and were skirting Long Pond a
very pretty sheet of water sunoundeq by
hills which were well wooded mostly
with spruce but sprinkled with maple.
The train soon after crossed a beautifuliy
clear pebbly stream. It was the head-
water of the Kennebec and the outlet of
Moosehead Lake. Arnold, in his ad-
venturous expedition in 1775, did not
follow the Kennebec as far as this. He
diverged at the Fork where the Dead
River flows iuto it, and ‘followed up "the
Dead River to its source at the present
boundary. There by a very short portage
asmall stream which falls into Lake
Megantic is reached. Down this he
passed and through  the lake and down
the Chaudiere to Quebec, where he
arrived on Nov. 9, 1775. Moosehead Lake
is touched by the Short line at its ex-
treme southern end. gIt a magnificent
sheet of water 40 miles long and from one
to 18 miles wide, clear and bright, with
pebbly beach, and surrounded by moun-
tains. The station isata very pretty
village called Greenville—the resort of
sportsmen for whom this wilderness isa
favorite haunt. There are several hotels
at Greenville and a large new summer
hotel appears from the train to be nearly
completed. Several small steamers ply up-
on the lake to take visitors to the Kineo
House, situated up the lake at the foot of
Mount Kineo, from whose summit a pan-
oramic view may be had of the Maine
wilderness and of our lost territory. As
the train passes, the blue water of the
lake is crisping with a light breeze.
Some few clearings are made round the
setflement and the cottages look pretty
and neat. Altogether Moosehead Lake
with its bold wooded shores,rising some-
times 800 ft. out of the water, with its
long promontories and frequent islands,
is a place for a person of quiet habits to
fall in Tove with excepting in mosquito
season.

RUGGED BUT INTERESTING.

The country in this part of the route is
absolutely wild ; but being wooded and
studded with lakes and very mountain-
ous it is varied and interesting. At
Mattawamkeag the C P Railway con-
nects with the Maine Central Railroad.
The hills sink and the country is level,
but excessively poor and thin. The
Penobscot river 1s crossed at this point,
and there are saw mills running and
lumber of various kinds in large quan-
tities is piled up. But the land in this
part of Maine cannot grow trees; boul-
ders only seem to flourish and abound.
Alder bushes and poplars struggle out
here and there ; but the trees attain no
size. The train continues on the Maine
Central line to Vanceboro, the frontier
town of the United States. Here
the river St. Croix is crossed;
and on the. opposite side is MacAdam
Junction, in New Brunswick. There the
New Brunswick railway commences and
one may branch off to the north to ‘Wood-
stock on the upper St. John, or to the
south to St. Andrews on the sea; now a
very fashionable seaside resort.

The land is very poor until Harvey
station is reached when it rapidly im-
proves. At Westfield the river St. John
opens up, and we skirt the Grand Bay
and may look up the long reach of the
main river or the broad stretch of the
Kennebecasis, both bright and blue, and
deep and clear. with bold shores, hem-
med in by ranges of lofty wooded hills,
reminding one of the Hudson river at
the Highlands. The scenery is the
game in kind, but the mountains are not
so high.

THE NEW BRUNSWICK GOATS.

Now just here I would like to remon-
strate with one of the lively visiting
editors from the “premier province” who
has discoursed to his readers concerning
New Brunswick goats, informing them
that no other domestic animals flourish
there and thateven the solitary specimen
he saw appeared to be depressed and
discouraged. The same observant
journalist suspected the milk at the St

John hotel to be goat’s milk. Without
stopping to en%uire as to the liquid he
was drinking, I would remark that, if a
traveller were to enter Ontario at Algoma
and argue as to the agricultural capacity
of the province from what he found
there, it would be as reasonable as to
gauge the agricultural resources
of New Brunswick from the appearance
of the country between McAdam Junc-
tion and Harvey. Itisthe very worst
part of the province. Seriously, corres-
pondents ought to distinguish, and even
to sacrifice a little brightness of style for
the sake of precise statement. - The
temptation 1o “expand” that goat over
the whole province was, from a literary
point of view, immense: but it should
haye been resisted. The fact is that
New Brunswick was settled by a mari-
time people, the loyalists of the Eastern
States of the Union, and they love ships,
and the sea, and all that pertains to the
sea, This is one of the secrets of
the quick recovery of St John
from the great fire. Such a
catastrophe would have overwhelm-
ed any other city of the Dominion, but
this people rose to the emergency with-
out a complaint. Their rents were not
so much from the land as the sea. The
strength of St. John was not in 1ts shops,
but in its ships ; and the merchant, who
for the time was driven intosome ruined
archway to conduct his business, manag-
ed his ships with the same skill and re-
ceived his freights, from Hong Kong,
Shanghai, Valparaiso or Sydney, with
the same regularity as before. Therefore
the agricultural resources of New Bruns-
wick have not come so much to the front
as they should have done. They have been
underrated even in the province. The
country which has produced so much ex-

excellent farm crops. Professor Sheldon
of the Agricultural College of Salisbury,
ngland.) states that “it 18 probable in
fact that, with the_exception  of Prince
Edward Island, New Brunswick has a
larger proportion of cultivable soil than
any of the older provinces of the Domin-
jon” The best land is in the north and
centre and east of the province ; in the
valleys of the innumerable streams
which vein the map of New Brunswick—
on the borders of the myriad lakes which
stud its surface, in the teaming marsh
lands of the upper Bay of Fundy, and
ALONG THE SHORES
of the Straits of Northumberland and the
Bay des Chaleurs. “There is not,” says
Major Robinson (of survey fime), n
country in the world so beautifully woad-
ed and watered.” Joseph Sparrow (one of
the farmer dele§ates in 1880) says: “I do
not think that New Brunswick can be
excelled in any part of the Dominion of
Canada except by some of the choice parts
of the Province of Ontario.” I think it
only right to say this much of the agri-
cultural rescources of New Brunswick
because the Short line runs tbrough a
prolongation into the province of the
poor country which we meet at Matta-
wamkeag in Maine on coming down
from the mountains. Prof. Johnston (the
celebrated agricultural chemist) made a
gpecial report upon the soil of New
Brunswick, and estimated that it would
support an agricultural population of five
tosix millions. When the route by
Riviere du Loup and Edmonston is more
known the tourist may pass down to St.
John along the valley of the “¥iver and
through some of the loveliest and most
fertile tracts upon the continent. That
wonld not be a “short line,” but the valley
of the St. John is very beautiful, and the
country round Woodstock, Fredericton
and Sheffield is most productive. It is
not sufficiently known in the West, and
the importance of agricultural pursuits
is not sufficiently recognized in New
Brunswick. The young men go
away and follow their ships over
all seas. The restless enterprise of
the Anglo-Northman race is in
their blood, and no port in the world is
without New Brunswick ships in its har-
hor, and New Brunswick youth in its
merchants’ offices. But the quiet French
Acadian goes on hissteady,plodding way,
“ Emparons-nous du sol—let us take posses-
sion of the land,” is his motto. The total
gopulstion of the province in 1881 was
21,233, of which 56,635 were of French
origin. The annual rate of increase of
population is 12.4 per cent. less than that
of any other province in the Dominion,
and this increase is chiefly among the
Acadian French, who increased 11,728 in
ten years, or 26 per cent., and who do
not emigrate, but cling to the soil. Un-
less the New Brunswick people turn
their attention more to the agricultural
development of the country, either by
themselves or by settlers from the British
Islands, the descendants of the United
Empire loyalists will lose control of the
destinies of their beautiful province.
THE ST. JOHN RIVER.

The New Brunswickers are justly proud
of the St. John Riyer. It i8 500 miles
long, about the length of the Ottawa, but
has some remarkable points peculiar to
itself. The old “ commodore,” who row-
ed me round the harbor, took a theologi-
cal view of the matter, and wassnre that
God had made the dam at the mouth of
the river for the sake of the people of St.
John. Theriver,as he justly said, would
be worthless without “the dam. This
nafural dam is a ledge of rock which
crosses the river, just where it breaks
through a rift to fall into the harbor.
The cantilever bridge of the short line
crosses at that very spot. ‘Over this rocky
ledge there is, of course, a fall like that
of any other dammed up stream ; but the

coliarity of the St. John is that at

igh tide there is ' fall inward; so that
while at low tide the river falls over ‘the
dam into the sea, at high tide the sea
falls over the dam into the River. The
tide rises 23 ft. in the harbor and only
3 or 4 feet in the river and at half tide
the river-level and the sea-level are in
equilibrium. Then, for a short time,ves-
sels may pass in and out. Were it not
for this happy ridge the St. John might,
like all the tidal rivers of the bay, alter-
nate between brimming estuary and an
expanse of
Canada, it might shrink in volume in
summer. Thanks to this dam, however,
the variation in volume ig small, and the
river broadens into great stretches of
navigable water, like the Long Reach
and the Kennebecasis, which
are more like lochs than
river-reaches. This dam alsoretains the
ice from passing into the harbor in
winter, and that fact, with the height of
the tides, renders it impossible for the
harbor even tobe frozen. The utility of
this natural protection to the river does
not end here. In spring it retains the

‘freshets until a fertilizing sediment is

deposited on all the intervale lands of the
river and its tributaries, rendering ma-
nure unnecessary and rewarding the
farmer with abundant crops. As far as
Fredericton, 90, miles, large river stea-
mers go up and small steamers may go
up 230 miles further to Grand falls.
There is a beautiful Indian legend about
the Grand Falls which Lord Lorne has
rendered into verse. The Iroquois were
in old times always at war with the
Micmacs, and a war party of Mohawks,

upon the upper river, placed her in their
leading canoe and, by threats of torture
and death, compelled her to guide them
to the camp of her people. Onward and
onward the faithful girl led the enemies
of her race until, as dusk lowered, she
gaw the whole flotilla of canoes hopeless-
ly entangled in the foaming waters of the
fall; when, with a yell of triumph, she
leaped overboard. The heroic sacrifice
of this female Sampson deterred the
Iroquois from further excursions down
the St. John, for not a warrior survived.
Returning from this degression into the
legendary past to the prosaic and exces-
sively recent cantilever bridge which
spans the river at St. John, it should be
remarked that it has the distinction of
being the second bridge which was built
upon this new principle. The river is
here at the narrowest point of its whole
course. The banks are rocky and pre-
cipitous, and the bridge crosses it with a
main span of 477 feet. Side by side is
the suspension bridge for carriages and
foot passengers. The span of this bridge
is 630 feet. Both bridges are on the same
level—70 feet above the highest tide.
This latter bridge was built to connect
Portland with Carleton. The topo-
graphy of St. John is not at all
simple. Carleton, on the opposite side
of the harbor and of the river which
flows in at its head, was from the first
incorporated with the city of St. John;
but Portland, betwecn the two and con-
terminous with St. John, was separately
incorporated. Why Portland wedged in
between the two remained a separate
corporation for 100 years would be
tedious and useless to relate. It seems
to have originated in the fact that the
land, now Portland, was in the hands of
three large grantees and there was a small
English settlement there before St. John
and Carleton were granted out in small
lots to the loyalist refugees. The Carni-

As between Great Britain and ourselves
the question ought to be raised, because
if these waters are declared open waters,
inless than five years the whole seal
fisheries would be destroyed, and Eng-
land has as much interest in preserving
those fisheries as we have, for she pur-
chases and prepares for the market all
the skins that ar2 taken.”

“Were the seizures maintained ?”

“They were entirely justifiable as far
as our officers were concerned, as the
law which Congress passed instructed
the officers to do so.”

“What is the way out of the difficulty?”

I think the question will be settled
bet-seen the two countries in a practical
common sense manner, diplomatically.”
