17.—Champion
James J. Corbett passed through Tex-
arkana this ‘afternoon, en.route to-Hot
Springs. About 300 people were at the
depot to get a glimpse of Corbett. They
were disappointed, however, as Corbett
remained closeted in the sleeper, and
did not show himself. A reporter went
in, and, being personally aequainred
with the’ champion, obtained an audi-
ence. Corbett looked like a gladiator.
and says he feels able to vanquish Witz-
simmons without ‘another day’s training.
“I'am disgusted with the business,” hc
said. “I am ‘losing valuable timie; and
don’t believe we will. “fight at’ Ilct
Springs.

over. The winter was;,of course, oy
fgu' the longest season, so they had iore
time to trap than to mine. = They were
sucgessful in their trapping operations,
.takmg a number’ of “marten and mink,
but ‘beaver  they were not allowed . io

for the aboyigines. The reason of this
is that the beaver remains in one 'plade,
‘and~‘when other game are searce the In-
dians know wheére to get beaver.
