BULKLEY VALLEY AS
A FARMING SEC ION

Arrivals From the North Bring Report
That Are Not Very En-

couraging.

“No part of the Bulkley valley is faror-
:able for general farming,” was the
rather sweeping statement made this
-afternocon by Joseph MeClay, a member
of an exploring party which set out from
Montana early this spring to make a

selection of the best land for sertling pur-
poses. He arrived from the North by.
the Tees last evening, being accompanied
by Joseph Mateyke, James Mateyke and
Adolph Mateyke, all of whom were dis-
appointed in their hope of finding satis-
factory farming property in the Bulkley.
Supplementing the remark quoted, Mr?
McClay said that although the valley
was uot luxuriously rich and verdant as
described in the pamphlets circulated,
1h«.'r|~. were portions that would dg for
«dairying or chicken ranching. part
from tl.lese lines it was useless. It was
impossible, and he made the statement
only after havine thoroughly explored the
-cuumry, for anyone to set up stock pro-
-dueing or rais zeneral products with
any hope of financial success.

When called upon by a Times repre-
sentative this morning, Mr. McClay told
of the hardship of his trip into the in-
terior. His party had chosen the over-
land route, via Asheroft, and the Cari-
hoo road to Fort Quesnelle, thence by
way of Fraser lake to their destination.
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They had experienced the greatest diffi-
culty in keeping the horses alive owing
to the scantiness of the growth. In fact
| several had to be turned loose before the
|

trip was completed.

On reaching the valley he and those
} with him had instituted a systematic ex-
ploration, and their discoveries were, to
say the least, most unsatisfactory. One
of the first things noticed was that. it
was located between two mountain
ranges, the tops of whicHh were <covered
. with“glaciers .of about 300 féet thick.
This had given them the impression that
the valley would prove rather cold dur-
ing the winter months. The conjecture,
Mr. McClay said, proved correct, for on
| the 23rd of June it was freezing quite
| hard, and the horses could be traced by
their hoof marks in the frost. . The
ground, Mr. McClay says, is not fertile,
but it is hard and dry, while the. only
prevailing growth is the ' pea-vine, a
i weed very unsuitgble for stock feeding
purposes. Aad tms only grew on the
best land, oiher pa -is being covered for
the most part with small willow and
poplar trees. Seaitered here and there,
according to Me. Mc¢Ciay, are small areas
of property moce ¢1 less favorable for
agricultural purposes. But these com-
prise at the most 50 acres, making ‘it
impossible to secure a really decent sized
farm in one section. “Last winter,” Mr.
MeClay continued, “hay was worth over
$100 a ton. The few settleds who have
taken up their residence there found it
difficult to keep the small amcunt of
stock they had alive until spring. There
is not the slightest doubt that anyome
*who dttempted to keep more than 100
head; of stock-there would fail utterly.”

Heé went onfto say that of the one
hundred or more intending settlers who
had found their way to the Bulkley, only
a very small percentage had decided to
stay, These had taken up all the best
locations, although there were a number
of others comparatively good but un-
available because held by script. In the
neighborhood of ninety young men had
turned away in disgust, after having
found out the truth in rTespect to "the
Bulkley. Many of these had spent their
last cent in order to reach the “paradise”
of which so much had been heard, and
now were stranded in different northern
ports, some of them unable to raise the
money necessary to pay their passage
south. The Mateyke brothers alone had
expended $1,600 on the yenture, and had
absolutely nothing to show for the in-
vestment. ;

The weather is
perfect, and if present conditions con-
tinue for a couple of weeks the greatest
yield in the history of Western Canada
is assured. ‘“I’ve just come from seeing
1,275 acres of the finest land on earth
turned over,” said Mr. Wishart, of Min-
nesota, to-day. “We had a steam plough
and worked double shifts with the other
plonghs, and we have done it all since
the 25th of June. Yes, we'll harrow it
and disc it and put in the crop next

spring, and then we'll be able to show |

Strange Movement in Wheat.

Fort William, Ont,, July 26.—~To-
morrow at noon the, steamer West-
mount and tow schooner Selkirk, of
the Montreal Navigation Company, are
expected to arrive at the Empire ele-
vator with about 90,000 bushels of
wheat fromy the elevators at Kingston.
This grain, which will be the first to
be unloaded out of a boat into an ele-
vator at Fort William, is caused by a
shortage of some thousands of bushels
to fill an order here for an Eastern ele-
vator company which is bent on making
the parties’ from whom they bought fill
the order at Fort William, notwithstand-
ing that an offer was made to ship the
wheat from Kingston to whatever port
the buyers wished to sell at.

Standard Oil Company Asked. For Ad-
judication of Claim For Lost
Cargo.

‘St. Petersburg; July 26.—Acting on
United States Ambassador Meyer's re-
commendatior, in . order to  obviate
months of delay as in the case of the
steamer Arabia, the Standard Oil Com-
pany, consignors of the cargo of the
British steamer Oldhamia, which was
seized by a Russign warship and burned
off Sakhalien Island, have placed their
cage in the hands of a local attorney,
who is empowered to ask the prize court
to act as adjudicator. The cargo was
valued at $123,000. The British ambas-
sador is making representations in behalf
of the British owners of the ship.

Opposing Bands of Roughs Are Carry-
ing on an Incessant Row.

St. Petersburg; July:i26.—The disor-
ders at Nizhni Novgorod have now con-
tinued for four days with- daily collisions
between the rival camps imto which the
werkmen and the rioting roughs have di-
vided, but there has been no general
rioting since Sunday’s five hours’ affray.
According to the government advices
twelve men were killed -and three were
fatally wounded Monday and Tuesday
night,

On Sunday night a bomb was thrown
against the schoolhouse in, the suburbs
of Sormovo where a détachment of sol-
diers were quartered. ' The thrower of
the bomb was killed. No advices have
heen received of to-day’s events. A reg-
ular blood fued appears to exist between
the Socialistic workmen’in the Soromove
¢istrict and the stevedores, brickmakers
and cab drivers. The ‘fdctions ‘invade
each other’s territory and fight on" sight,
using revolvers and. clubs.

London, July 26.—During his: ab-
sence from America, Mr.”J. Pierpont
Morgan has added a whole' Fragonard
room to his London residence, the in-
trinsic value of ‘which i -estimated in
hundreds of thousands éf 'pounds ster-
ling, besides being of infinite historical
importance. Some appréciation of the
value of the collection may' be gathered
from the fact that while'a Fragonard a
fcot squere is worth $5.000, the Iargest
room in Mr. Morgan’s house is walled
with the great artist's pictures. In all,
there are twelve of these'paintings, each
measuring three yards “high ang two
vards wide. In order to embrace the
whole collection in a single Toom, it was
necessary to remove the twall separating
the drawing rooms of Mft. Morgan’s ad-
jacent houses at Prince’s Gate,

PROVIDING A v:KING.

Emperors Are Said to Have Had Nor-

way's Crown Under Consideration.

London, July 27.—The 'correspond-
ent of the Daily Mail '‘at” Stockholm
says: “The object of \ Emperor Wil-
liam’s interview with Emperor Nicholas
was to obtain the consent of the latter
for a prince of the house qf Hohenzollern
to ascend the throne of Norway. It is
possible that the Russian émperor will
consent, provided Russia be permitted to
slightly rectify her frontier on the Arc-
tie.”

The Daily Mail suggests that “the
rectified frontier’”™ means’ that Russia
wants to acquire the strip of Norwegian

territory which parts Finland from the
Arctic ocean, thus gaining a seaport.

LEMANDS EXPEC1£D
AS PRICE OF PEACE

Japan Will Probably Ask for One Bil'ion
Indempity and Ceding of
Territory.

Washington, July 26.—Whether there
is 'to be peace in-thé Far East or con-
tinuance of war will be practically de-
cided at the first business meeting of the
Washington conference, which will con-
vene at the navy yard, Portsmouth, N.
H., about August 5th. Baron Komura
will communicate to M. Witte the essen-
tials of Japan’s peace terms for further
negotiations.. 'This, it is declared, will
not be done in a spirit of defiance; in-
deed, there are many evidences in the
possession of the neutral governments
that Japan is coming to the Washington
conference nof imbued with a desire to
humiliate Russia, But only exact terms
which will purchase a lasting pedce «in
the Far East, and which will "in a
measure compensate Japan for’ the
financial losses in the present conflict.

The War Indemnity.

It is known that Japan will demand
indemnity that will approximately cover
the war to date. The amount is still a
secret. Ao
-t will .not fall far short of- ome-billien
dollars, decording to advices' reaching
here from well informed soureces.

Japan’s other essentials to the - con-
tinuance of the negotiations is believed to
be the handing over to Japan of Sakha-
lien, of the Lia Tung peninsula, and of
the railway as far as Harbin, the recog-
nition of Japanese predominating influ-
ence in Iorea, in the return of Man-
churia to China, ?

If the Russian plenipotentiaries are
prepared to accept these essentials the
officials Lere are confident that the basis
will be laid for negotiations sure t6 lead
to the signing of the treaty of ‘Wash-
ington, bringing peace in the Far East.

A second subject for the .plenipoten-

tiaries' to settle will be the surrender - of 4

all the Russian ships now interned in
neutral ports. Some persons believe that
this demand will form one of the ‘esser-
tials, while otners claim grotind for be-
lieving that Russia may - induce Japan
to take these in part payment of the in-
demnity.

AGAINST GAMBLING.

New Chief of Chicago Begins a Crusade
Against Practices in That City.

Chicago, July 26.—Mayor Dunne to-

day appointed Captain John M. Collins
as chief of police of Chicago, to sue-
ceed Francis O’Neill, who resigned a
few days ago.
" John Collins, newly installed chief of
police, to-night startled gamblers by lead-
ing & cdomprehensive attack against the
largest poker rooms to be found in down-
town quarters. Headed by Chief Collins
in person, the police descended on four
prominent gambling clubs, arrested about
one hundred men, confiscated large quan-
tities of gambling paraphernalia, and de
stroyed all the furniture found in the
place. Chief Collins announced early to-
day that he proposes to suppress gamb-
ling in Chicago.

PEOPLE'S REMONSTRANCE: !
A% fe ui1qa
Misrule in Russia Detailed in the” Con-
clusions Reached at Zemstvo
Congress.

London, July 26.—The Standard  this
morning prints the full text of the re-
monstrance which was drawn upichy
the Zemstvo congress at Moscow ofor
nresentation to the Cazar. i1 7

It makes four and a half columms of
solid type. and is a most crushing indiet-
ment of Russian misrule. In calm, dis-
passionate language, a detailed presénta-
tion and expose of existing eonditions,
official oppression and mismanagement
of internal affairs is set forth for i rthe
Czar’s perusal. and the document ptom-
ises to rank with the grand remonstranece
which was presented to Charles I. by
the British House of Commons in 1641.

The remonstrance details the existing
laws of the nation and shows how they
are broken with impunity by the officials
entrusted to carry them out. Various
massacres and police outrages.are in-
stanced to show that the local officials
have no desire to enforce the laws for
the benefit of the rank and filg of the
population.

A great deal of the document is de-
voted to a discussion of the question of
the reform of local government. It shows

+hat the government has not the slight-
est desire either to strengthen or develop
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1wcal self-government throughout Russia,
and puts the question of a change in
these conditions squarely up to the Czar
aimself.

The question of religious tolerance is
discussed at Jength and numerous in-
stances- cited to prove that the state-
ments sent broadecast to the world that
all faiths were to be treated with tolera-
tion is a fallacy. The freedom of the
press is declared to be farcicai in the ex-
freme. Referring to the ukase of De-
cember 12th last, which promised an end
to eensorship and espionage, the remon-
etrance says:

“This is simply an instance of the fail-

ure of the local government officials to ;
obey:the commamis expressly given by

the Czar.”
In discussing a scheme for popular
representation, the remonstrance says:

“We are forced to arrive at the con- |

clusions that the present government is
impossible and that it has never heéen
intended by it to grant indispensable re-
forms. The situation in the country is
growing worse and a transition to con-
stitutional government is the sgle means
at hand to save the nation from ruin.
All through Russians are bound to take
action of the most decisive character to
secure a representative assembly. We
can wait no longer.”

ADDING FUEL TO FLAMES.

Russian Governor at Odessa Denounces

Jews ii Proclamation.

Qdessa. July 26.—The governor of
Qdessa has issued an - extraordinary
proclamation, which when posted in
the city to-morrow may have the effect
of increasing the already bitter feeling
against the Jews among the troops and
more ignorant classes of the popmulation.
. The governor says le has received a’
pumber of anonymous letters denounec-
ing persons as socialists and revolution-
ists, which he entirely ignores, believing
that in most eases these communications
were inspired by motives of personal
+engeance, The proclamation continues:
“Letters have also come from the Jews
charging the police with preparing for
a Jewish massacre.”

The governor then declares that such
action is impessible, and will not be per-
mitted, but he adds: “The governer is
astonished at the Jews addressing such
letters to him, seeing that it is the Jews
themselves who caused the disorders.
The police invariably found revolvers,
bombs and prohibited literature in Jew-
ish houses. But for the Jews there would
have peen no idisorders and no Kniaz Po-
temkine affair. Now the Jews have the
impertinence to bring charges against the

police.”

EDUCATIONAL CAMPAIGN.

Every Effort Being Made to Stamp Out
Yellow Fever in the South.

Washington, D. C., July 26.—In his
advices from New Orleans, Surgeon
White says that a house to house in-
spection is being conducted in that por-
tion of the city infected by yellow fever.
This section includes forty of fifty blocks.
Assistant Surgeon Goldberger has been
ordered to Vicksburg and Shrevport with
instructions to run down all rumors of
yellow fever cases in those cities, and
to conduct a personal campaign of edu-
cation among the profession and the laity
in regard to methods of destroying mos-
quitos and other means of preventing in-
fection.

Additional Mortality.

New Orleans, La., July 26.—The addi-
tional deaths from yellow fever which
were unofficially reported to the - ‘city
board of henlth to«day, made 36:ia all
since July 13th. No reports of new-eases'
were received. Most of the 36 deaths
have occurred in the neighborhood of the
French market, where the sanitary con-
ditiong have been very bad. Large
families of Italians have been crowded
into very small spaces, in one instance 2T
living in three rooms.
