
OTTAWA, Feb. 18,—Another dull 
Monday, with a large amount of rou­
tine work to Its credit, largely In the 
matter of providing eupplles to His 
Majesty to carry -on the business of 
the dominion. Private members were 
unusually Inquisitive today and kept 
the government busy for a while an­
swering questions.

Dr. Daniel was Informed that Lyons 
and White were constructing the break­
water at Dipper Harbor, N. B., their 
tender being $45,485. There was an­
other tender of $45,800, from Flood & 
Bates.
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Mr. Ganong learned that the govern­

ment had no Intention of Issuing any 
more lobster canning licenses In Dis­
trict No. 1, New Brunswick.

Emmerson told Dr. Daniel that the 
I. C. R. purchased 1,246 tons of coal 
from the Beersvllle Company during 
1904, at $3.25 per ton. The Inspector had 
not yet tested It, but engineers and 
firemen said It was fairly good steam­
ing.

Dr. Sproule was Informed by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier that the main prin­
ciples In issuing blank ballots for the 
dominion elections were as follows:

First—To deal with no one but the 
returning officers.

Second—To have no broken pack-
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ages.
The ballots were Issued In sheets of 

four and two, direct from the printing 
bureau to the returning officers 
throughout Canada, without the Inter­
vention of the clerk of the crown In 
chancery. The sheets are carefully 
counted before being packed. They are 
sent out In closed packages of three 
sizes only, viz.: Packages of 2,000 In 
/ours and of 1,000 and 500 In twos. The 
packages are not opened after being 
counted. No communications from 
other than returning officers were en­
tertained.

Among motions passed was one by 
Mr. Martin ordering copies of all cor­
respondence re survey and construc­
tion of branch lines lp P. E. I., and 
another ordering correspondence re 
proposed new winter boat on the 
Strait, and for engineers’ reports re 
condition of steamer Stanley.

A motion made by Mr. Boyce of Al- 
goma, asking for plans deposited by 
G. T. P. Cp., blowing proposed ter­
minal on the Pacific coast, was turned 
down on the ground that the plans had 
not yet been approved and their pub­
lication at this time might gratify 
speculators, but would not be in the 
public Interest.

The house then went Into committee 
and resumed consideration of steam­
ship subsidies. Under the item of 
$12,600 for the summer service between 
P. E. Island and the mainland, Mr. 
Martin, endorsed by McDonald of 
Pictou, made complaint against the 
Inadequacy of the Plctou-Charlotte- 
town service. They asked the gov­
ernment before renewing the contract 
to see that better and more commodi­
ous boats were put on, and Mr. Mc­
Donald also Insisted on a dally return 
service. The subsidy for this year 
was passed and subsidies for the South 
African line and Australian service, 
and for communication between Cape 
Breton, P. B. Island, and Newfound­
land, were stored pending an examin­
ation into the use of the civil services. 
On th(s point Mr. Foster suggested 
that the government should Investi­
gate the value of all subsidized lines 
and have a report ready before the 
subsidies were passed next year. Dur­
ing the afternoon the usual subsidies 
were passed for services between St. 
John and Grand Manan, St. John, Hal­
ifax and Minas Basin, Pictou and 
Georgetown, P. E. I., and threat' Bri­
tain, Manchester and Canada, Bad- 
deck and East Bay, ports on Bras 
d'Or Lakes, Gaspe and Dalhousle or 
Campbellton, Port Mulgreve" and Can- 
so; Sydney and Wycrcoirtgh, St. Ste­
phen and Campobello, Sydney and Bay 
St. Lawrence, Halifax and Canso.

During the evening session the pass­
ing of subsidies was continued. On ap­
propriation for a service on the St. 
Lawrence gave Mr. Fowler a text ter 
an argument In favor of subsidizing a 
steamer to run from St. John to ports 
of St. John and Albert counties. The 
matter will receive the government’s 
consideration.

He then arranged the body and 
clothing of Mrs. Raisinger to make It 
appear that she had been assaulted and 
murdered.

1 confessed.

MARRIAGE ANNULLED.

Bridegroom Was 29 Years of Age and 
the Bride Only 71.

PORTLAND, Me., Feb. 9,—A sensa­
tional Bowdoinham marriage of five 
years ago was annulled today by Judge 
Strout of the Cumberland supreme 
court.

The case came up on petition of Mrs. 
Eliza A. Sedgerly, of Bowdolilham, and 
her. daughter and guardian, Mrs. Mar­
cia A. Adams. The petition alleges 
that when the marriage took place Mrs. 
Sedgerly was of unsound mind and that 
the contract, therefore, was not legal.

The daughter testified that when the 
marriage occurred the bridegroom was 
29 years of age and the bride 71. She 
had a pleasant home In Bowdoinham, 
was drawing a pension and was living 
comfortably.

Richard Sedgerly came there to work 
as a farm hand and after being there 
a short time he and his employer, 
whose name was then Mrs. Eliza A. 
Williams, left town and made a trip 
to Boston and Chelsea. The wedding 
took place In Chelsea. Thee lived to­
gether three or four years, a part of 
the time in her home at Bowdoinham 
and afterwards In Brunswick.

The daughter testified that Mrs. Sed­
gerly was a smart old lady until a few 
years before her marriage. She was 
then taken sick and her mind has been 
seriously weakened ever since; that at 
the tÿie of the marriage she was very 
susceptible to Influence. z

Two nlghbors testified in the case 
corroborating the statements of the pe­
titioner.
