Wages were good, and business brisk, i
and the Yankee contractors.made the best |
of it.

One of the men who went from Lewiston,
Me., was John F. Murphy. lle was born
in Carleton, but left for the States long
before he was able to appreciate the ad-
vantages of a one cent ferry or the eloquence
ot a West End alderman.

Mr. Murphy is now State factory in-
spector for Massachusetts, and an out-
spoken politician with influence enough to
allow free speech.

When he went to St. Jobn it was to take
charge of the mason work for a building
being erccted for Mr. MeGivern, the coal
man.

While there be met a feliow contractor
named Webb, who bad made considerable |
money, but lost heavily in business trans-
actions in Chicago, and had arrived in St. |
John without a cent.

HOW SOME BOOKS END.

THE FANCIES OF AUTHORS IN THE
WAY OF CONCLUBIONS.

and Are the
Tasks for Novelists—The Style in Old Time
stories — Metheds of Some of the Most
¥Famous Writers.

Not a little depends on an attractive
commencement to a book, it is true, but it
is also not without intercst to comsider in
what manner some of our famous literary
works finish.

+Nothing so difficult as a beginning!”
exclaims a celebrated poet in his best
known work, but immediately adds: *Un-
less, perhaps, it is the end.” Most experi-
enced writers will indorse his opinion.

Some authors take much greater pains
than otkers in elaborating a good opening
or closing sentence. In that peculiar but
instruetive work, ¢*Rasselas,” Samuel John-
son winds up his moralizings on mortal
troubles by showing his no‘.ﬁe hero’s difti-

culty in making the best choive of lite to |
the bitter end: **The Prince desired a little |

kingdom in which he might administer jus-
tice in his own person—but he could never
fix the limits of his dominions. and was al-
ways adding to the number of his subjects.”

A still more famous work, ** The Vicar
of Wakefield,” finishes with a pleasant
domestic picture. ** Accordi.g to my cus-
tom," says our old friend the Vicar, *-1
had the pleasure of seeing all my family
assembled once more by a cheertul ficeside.
I had nothing now on this side of the grave
to wish for. . . . . itnow only re-
mained that my gratitude in good fortune |
should exceed my former submission to |
adve ssity.” f

‘I'hat tormerly overrated etfusion, ** Paul
and Virginia,” ends with an apostrophe to
sentiment and scenery, as suits its stilted,
old-fashioned style. Another foreign book,
** The Sorrows of Werter”—once lamous—
has an unusual termination in the suicide
ol the melancholy liero, and ends with the
cheerful information that **the body was
carried to the grave by labourers, and no
priest attended.”

That tavorite of our young dayx, ** Gul-
liver's ‘Travels,” mostly has tor conclusions
descriptions of the extraordinary wanderer's
occasional returns to the bosom of his
tamily, who show singular forbearance con-
cerning his {requent long absences, which
remind one of ** Sindbad”™ and ** Crusoe.”
The latter, it we recollect rightly, ends
with an encomium on **the blessings ot
ending our days in peace."”

The shy humorist, Sterne, closes his
“‘Sentimental Journey” by an unfinished
sentence which breaks off with a dash—
suggestive of an adventure in accordance
with the title of the book.

That master of fiction, the Great Un-
known, often hurricd up the completion of
bis wonderful narratives at a hint from his
publishers. Yet the concluding sentences
of most of his books seem as happy as any
portions of his marvellous positions

what you think of me with your own lips.

**He stooped and kissed her.”

Few, we think, of our more recent au-
thors take the trouble to compose so strik-
ing a conclusion as that, or one so charac-
teristic of the author, and appropriate to
his subj as our luding example.
It is thus Thackeray takes leave of his
admiring readers before adding the word
*‘Finis ' to his masterpiece, **Vanity Fair”
—*A novel without a hero,”: *‘Ah!
canitas ranitatum! Which of us is bappy
in this world? Which of us has his desire?
or, having it, 15 satisfied? Come children
let us shut up the box and the puppets, for

Some, it is true—notably **Guy Manner-
ing,” ** Antiquary,” ** Betrothed,” and “*Rob
Roy"—end, alter an old custom, in the
words of the novels' titles. The first vol-
ume, which gave its name to the famous
series, finishes with the drinking of a toast—
+*A tear mingled with the wine which tbe
Baron filled, as he proposed a cup of grati-
tude to Colonel Talbot, and the prosperity
of the United Houses of Waverley. Honour,
and Bradwardine.”

One ot Scott's great admirers—the gifted
Charlotte Bronte —breathes a religious
spirit in_the concluding sentences of her
famous novel,where it records the approach-
ing end and farewell message to the heroine
of St. John Rivers, clergyman and mission-
ary.

Washington Irving, in his *: Sketch
Book,” shows, like Scott, a reluctancy to
really come to an anchor, and so adds post-
scripts, one of which closes with the sent-
ence: *** Faith, sir,” replied the story-
teller, ‘ as to that matter, I don't believe
one-halt of it myselt.’ ”

Kingsley's clever book, ** Hypatia,”
takes farewell ot readers in the words*
**Let him who is without sin among you
cast the first stone, whether at 1lypatia or
Pelagia, Miriam -pr Rapbael, Cyril or
Philammon.”

Dickens finishes one ot bis ** (bristmas
Stories” in a sentence characteristic ot his
beliet in the innate goodness of human
nature, where Mrs. Lirriper says: *‘ Ah,
Maijor, treachery don't come natural to
beaming youth; but trust and pity, love
and constancy—they o, thank (zod !”

A reminder of Disraeli's love ot Imperial
grandeur may be found in the conclusion
ot **The Rise of Iskander:" ‘- It isto
thee, great Iskander, that Epirus owes its
national existence, and its holy religion.
All that we have to do now is to preserve
them . . . . by entreating thee to mount
the redeemed throne of thy ancestors. And
all the people shouted, * (iod save Iskand-
er, King of Epirus!' "

Grim Carlyle comdescends to terminate
that extraordinary work, *Sartor Resar-
tus.” with a grim apology to his ‘‘weary
readers”: **To one and all of you, O ‘irri-
tated readers, he, with ourtstretched hands
and open heart, will wave a kind tarewell.”

As effective a finish to a novel as any we
can call to mind occurs in Wilkie Collins’s
“No Name.” The lovers, after many
