The problems of the west, he 
pointed out, were largely the problems 
of the church as the demand for min­
isters who “can build the country 
right” was never so great.

The most reasonable solution of 
the problem and the one that he 
thought must be adopted, was the 
taking of young men from other pro­
fessions, giving them a short course 
In English, rhetoric and the English 
Bible, with attention to economics 
and the science of preaching and put­
ting them in the

"In all the eastern cities," said Dr. 
Gordon, "there are many younç men 
well educated and qualified with a lit­
tle training to go into the west land 
and do great work for the country, 
for .with the constant influx of new 
people It le a problem to hold the 
country true."

Dr. Gordon here remarked upon the 
great Immigration from the United 
States into the west, and said that 
while the Americans made excellent 
settlers they did not average up to 
the standard of Canadians In moral 
life. The Sabbath meant less to them, 
and although there were very many 
fine Christian men among them, there 
was still a need there.

It had been de­
cided to have the drying house close 
to the power plant, Instead of on the 
other side of the railway tracks.

Mr. McGowan added that he under­
stood that Mr. Craig was now in New 
York, making,«rangements to secure 
machinery for the plant, and that he 
would probably arrive here in a few 
days and start building operations.

Decorators' Hall on Charlotte street 
last evening, at which the report of 
the sub-committee appointed to draw 
up a constitution and by-laws was re­
ceived and adopted. All the delegates 
were present, and the proceedings 
were characterized by an air of en­
thusiasm and determination rather 
unusual in labor circles In St. John.

One of the clauses of the constitu­
tion which will be submitted to the 
various local unions for their approv­
al, provided that on a date to be 
specified later all building contractors 
and other employers should be given 
ninety days notice that the members 
of the unions represented 
building trades’ council would refuse 
to work on any jobs where non-union 

employed.
