Interegting Item of Canadian Export
Business to South Africa, South
America, and Australia,

&. H. Flint, of the Linotype Company,
of Montreal, is in the city. He is the man
who sold Paul Kruger two linotype ma-
chines for the Transvaal printing bureau,
just before the South Africam war broke
out. Qom Paul did not need them, and
‘fhad to cancel an order he sent for more§

ordered fittings for the machines, to put
them in operation. Selling linotypes to
South Africa is quite a business. The
Montreal company has sent nearly or quite
fifty machines there. Pretoria, Johannes-
burg, Blomfontein, Pietermaritzberg, Dur-
ban, East London, Port Elizabeth and
Cape Town all have printing done by ma-
chines made in Momtreal. ;

South America is another market. They
have sold linotypes in Chili, Uruguay,
Buenos Ayres and Rio Jareiro. T.ey
have sold twenty-three machines to Aus-
tralia, and four to Holland. The output
of the factory is now two machines ner
week, and as there are 6,000 pieces in each
machine, it means a lot of work.

The Linotype Company also make the
Oliver typewriter, and thesé they also ex-
port quite largely. They have shipped
typewriters to 'Chili, Peru, Ecuador and
Venezuela, and have lately received orders
from all the Central American states,
through their New York agency, for these
machines. Mr. Flint has visited South
America, and will go next to Central Am-
erica, to look over the ground.

The Linotype Company have mnow 250
hands' employed, so that the industry has
grown to large D! ions. As each ma-
chine represents quite a large value the
total, output runs jnto a good deal of
money. -

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THE SUMMER SCHOOL;
TOPICS OF INTEREST,

Prof, Pease Discussss-the Elements
of a Right Method,

PR

The session of the summer school was
continued  Friday morning i St.
Andrew’s church. Rev. Dr. J. A. Morison,
of St. David’s church, continued his lec-
tures on -the WGeography of Palestine.
These lectures are scholarly and compre-
hensive and it speake well for the revei-
end gentleman that in two or three lcc-
tures so much information should be given
in such a clear and able manner.

Rev. A. 8. Morton, of St. Stephen, fol-
lowed with an excellent address on the
History of the Missionary ldea in the
Nineteenth Century, and he was tendered
a vote of thanks.

The seesion was brought to a close by
the addresses of Rev. J. C. Robertson, of
Milltown on Jewish Religious Life.

Prof. Geo. W. Pease resumed his series
of lectures last evening, the subject being
The KElements of a Right Method. The
functions of a teacher are three in num-
ber. In the first place, a truth must not
be driven into minds of children. Every
gtudent must recreate for himself each
idea presented, and the teacher works by
proper method in a way adapted to the
pubils. Again the teacher must take the
mind and stimulate it to activity, and
lastly to guide the active mind step by
step to the discovery of truth.

The Sunday schooi should not be 2
place to memorize a great mass of ma-
terial nor for moralizing, but a place
where the students may be led to the
discovery of morals.

A woholar very soon forgete another pes-
son’s digcoveries, for in the last analysis
action ynjakes us what we are. The teacher
should' fnspire’ the pupil to live out the
truth, ahd,in so doing must obeerve the
principld of a right method. .

The firsf step or element of this
method lis the jpreparation of the wmind
for what the' teacher is afterwards |, {o
present.’ One, of ;the. functions  of this
method is fto clear the brain of irrelevant

ideas, since children’s minds “are “fitled |

with everything bt the lesson, especially

if an exciting event has occurred the pre-

vious day. ®

Teaching cannot possibly proceed until
the mind is ready to assimulate the new
idea. In order to draw the attention,
something attractive must be prepared.

Pupils should be asked questions to
bring them into sympathetic contact with
what is to fbe presented, and feelings of
curiosity -and interest should be aroused.
The aim must be stated at the beginning
of the lJesson, so that the concerete
prcblem which is to be solved may be
laid fbefore the student mind.

The old method of teaching was to
state the relation and then prove itwhi
the modern mode is to lead the .ﬁ
gradually to the truth amia concludoil.
The related experience of ¢hildren shouid
be- recalled by questions, dnd the teacher

This gives value to the truth, the appica-
tion of which is based upon and deduced
from the psychology of teaching.

Mr. Blair's Position.

Mr. Blair mediiwhile bears himself with
dignity. If comparisons were not odious,
it might be said that he carries himself
more gracefully in a difficult rituation
than does another cabinet minister who re-
tired wome time ago. Mr. Blair is not
peevish, He does not deal in reproaches
or veiled allusions. He knows the value
of an honorable silence, and he wins re-
spect for his self-restraint. When he
made his statement in the ‘house (he had
a magnificent opportunity to destroy him-
eelf. That he did not do so shows mot
only his sagacity but his good taste. [He
acquitted himself well. He grew in es-
teem for his personal character. Old mem-
bers said that his performance reminded
them of nothing.ro much as D’Alton Me-
Carthy addressing a hostile house on the
Jesuit estates bill. His words were wve-
ceived with the same respectful attention,
and his conclusions with the same polite
but unequivocal dissent. Whatever humili-
ation Mr. Blair may have thought he suf-
fered he is too big a man and too discreet
to be venomous. He has forborne to
threaten, or to say inferentially, “what T
could divulge if I wanted to.” (Conse-
quently, he has lost mo friends. His re-
lations with the Liberal party in every-
thing but the point of difference are most
amicable.—Toronto Star.

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New Brunswick® Earliest Newspapers

The first newspaper in New Brunswick
wag the Royal St. John Gazette, estab-
lished at St. John in 1873 by Messrs.Louis
and Ryan. Wihen in the following year
New Brunswick was detached from Nova
Scotia for political purposes the name was
changed to the Royal New Brunswick
Gazette and General Advertiser. In" 1875
/Christopher Sower became King’s Printer
and took over the publication again. alter-
ing its title to that of The Royal Gazette
and Weekly 'Advertiser. Sower had been
exiled from the Amenrican’ colonies be-
cause of loyalist sympathies and his ap~
pointment was the reward of his faithful-
ness. : :

The early New Brunswick mnewspapen
strongly resembled those of Nova Scotia
in general character. They published of-
ficial documents in full, gave lengthy sum-
maries of foreign affairs of little real im-
portance to the colony itself, reports of
appointments to office and military and
civil promotions; but with the exceptions
of the movements of ~general trade, they
practically omitted all mews of a local or
personal character.—Canadian Printer and
Publisher-

James Gordon Bennett.

Grand, Manan Cable.

Cable communications are again estab-
lished between Eastport and Grand
Manan Island (N. B.), after being out of
repair for several months. The Canadian”
cable steamer Tyrian, Capt. Thomas
O’Leary, was in Passamaquoddy bay Fri-
day, after completing the work, and was
hauled in at B. F. Milliken & Son’s wharf
for water. The steamer had arrived in
the Bay of Fundy early in June, and in
a short time the break had been located,
about twe miles out from Grand Manan.
The heavy cable was hoisted on board and
three breaks were found in the nine miles
of wire, and after splicing on five mues cf
naw cable it was again lowered and ready
for use. The landing for the cable at
Campobello had been formerly at Liberty
Point, but owing to the roughmes- of the
tides’ it was recently® changed to Herring
\Cove, further up the island. The cable be-
tween Bastport and Campobello is in good
condition, and no repairs were ed.

Bricklayers Not Scarce.

An article appeared in Saturday’s issue
of the Globe and in the Monday issue of
the Sun regarding the I. C. R. round
house. It stated ‘that the work was great-
ly delayed on account of the difficulty in
procuring bricklayers.

The secretary of the bricklayers’ union
gaid last night that there was not any
shortage of bridklayers in the city at pre-
sent, as several good mechanics are unable
to procure employment and are walking
he streets. He says some of these men
applied to the contractors at the round
house for work and were told that there
were enough men at work—in fact more
men than could be worked to advantage.
