Fredericton, N. B., July 1—(Special)—
Dominion Day was generally observed by
the  citizens of Fredericton as a public
holiday, although cloudy and threatening

| weather interfered to eome extent with

the celebration. Nearly all the business
houses were closed and flags floated from
the city ball, post office and other public
and private buildings.

I'he number of visitors was emaller than
usual, less than 300 coming in during the
day by the trains and steamers. A base
ball game and a yacht race dfurmished
amusement during the forenoon and the
dominion bicycle meet at the driving park
was the principal attraction of the after-
moon.

This evening the firemen gave a street

parade and afterwards held a yerz suc-
cessful festival in Scully’s Grove,
The bicycle Taces and sports. were at-
tended by about 800 persons and were
wvery successful in some respects, though in
most events the timeé was wretchedly
slow. Provipcial riders were practically
shut out in the principal competitions, the
struggie for first place being between Mec-
Neill of Boston, Norton of Toronto, and
McCarthy brothers of Stratford.

MaNeill, who is a mative of Charlotte-
town, and had to race under protest, on
account of now being a resident of Bos-
ton, proved himself a wonder, capturing
no less than five firsts and a second.

The mile open race had to be run twice
owing to the failure of the winner to come
within the limit of 2.30 fixed by the we-
feree.

In the second race five seconds was add-
ed to the limit and the actual time was
239 3-4. Louis Rubenstein, of Montreal,
officiated as referee and discharged his
duties in a satisfactory manmer.

There was only one mishap during the
afternoon, a young man named Gorman,
of this city, being thrown from his wheel,
but escaped without serious injury.

Fatal Accident at Murray &
Gregory's Mill on
Saturday.

INQUEST HELD MONDAY.

Archibald Craig, Aged 17 Years, Was
the Victim —Deal End Flew from
the Trimmer and Struck Him on
the Head - Death Was instant-
ansous ‘

\

Archibald Craig 'was almost instantly
killed Saturday afternoon in Murray &
Gregory’s lumber mill. He was seventeen
years of ege, and lived with his mother,
2t Merritt street, off Straight Shore road.

The lad was struck on the head by a
flying deal end, and its velocity was so
great that after striking the boy it hit a
post and rebounded fully fifteen feet.

The deal end had been passed along to
a machine known as the trimmer, but the
wood, in some incomprehensible way,
mounted up on the edge of the revolving
saw and was whirled away with the speed
of a shot.

Young Craig was standing not more than
forty feet away, and it is probable that
he mever knew just what happened to him.
The block struck him behind the ear, and
he dropped instantly and did mot regain
consciousness. -

The body was carried fto the mill office,

Nova Scotia Lobsters.

Close time on lobsters in Nova Scotia
began Friday. During the time since the
Nova Scotia season opened in April, there
have been received in Portland from Port
Matoon and Digby 219,138 lobsters, valued
at $28,174. During the season of 1903,
237,685 lobsters were brought from Nova
Scotia into Portland, with a value of $29,-
000. The total value of the lobsters
brought to Portland last year was not $300
more than the value of those brought this
year, and yet in count more than 18,000
lobsters were landed. The prices this year
have been unusually high, averaging a
little more than twelve cents apiece, but
some have arrived that have brought six-
teen cents and seventeen cents apiece.—

Dr. Cox, of Chatham, gave an address
in the morning on “Functions of Normal
School in a System of State Education.”
All agree that it is necessary to eend out
teachers posscssed of the' largest amount
of professional ability possible, and inspir-
ed with a desire for progressive study. In
the early stage of the school history of a
country, the functions there are two-fold,
not only to correct the bad habits of the
common school, and thus give professional
skill. There must then be a lot of ‘acade-
mic work done. : Ay

But when a student-teacher has gone
over academic and school work-for 13 or
14 years he does not then expect to g0
over the same work again, Hat looks for
something to help him
veach, and that, otherwise than only by
example. Now that our high schools are
capable of giving thorough academic train-
ing, it is quite time for the Normal school
to devote its time to professional study.

It is quite necessary that the teacher
be acquainted with the piled-up knowledge
of great minds, though this alone is not
enough. Experiment, too, is quite as
necessary; but truth always is to be found
not in any extreme, but in the mean.

The work of the normal school in a state
possessed as it is of an excellent system
of education and efficient schools, is to
open up to the student-teacher the mys-
teries of the child-mind, the devices prac-
ticed for overcoming difficulties which are
likely to arise in the pupil’s mind. The
teacher should, just as well, as a doctor,
be possessed of the best knowledge, right
»n to date, in regard to the ways of deal-
ing with young minds.

1f students come to the normal school
ill equipped with the academic knowledge
necessary, by all means send them back.
Do not do the work of the superior or
high school, nor lower the usefulness of
the normal school by spending time or
work that ought already to be completed.

In reference to our own normal school,
we.find a large number of student-teach-
ers, many of whom do not intend to
make a life-work of teaching. Right along
side the Normal school is our own excel-
lent and growing university, where courses
are given in metaphysies and natural sci-
ence.. The work of the Normal school at
present is too great for the staff. The
work might be spread and some arrange-
ment made to give the university advan-
tages to at least the Superior and Gram-
mar school teachers.

The Normal school peeds, above all, pro-
gressive men as instructors—not men
chained to the past. Old theories may be
good, but will wear out. The men at
the head ought always to be alert to intro-
duce new ideas and new advantages.

Paper on Drawing.

The next address, .on  drawing, was

given by H. H. Hagerman, of the Normal

school. No argument 18 necessary to show
that drawing is important to¢*'the school
cours¢. A pupil ought to be able to ex-
press himself quite as well by drawings as
by good langudge.. To look at the present
status of drawing in otf schools, we must
admit that it is far teo' low.
time is devoted, and that ill-spent. The
pupil is told to.turn to a certain page and
draw, while the teacher has been at other
work. The pupil makes not a real, but
only a mechanical copy. This is not
teaching drawing. Books cannot instruct
in drawing. The best drawing book ig a
blank book. He thought that present
drawing books could be replaced with’
much-better ones.

Many a teacher readily admits that he
or she does mot know anything about or
can’t draw. Teachers must learn first
how to draw and teach themselves. Can
they do this by themselves? Yes, un-
doubtedly; yet it requires persistent ef-
fort. Any pemson can learn to draw.
Mr. Hagerman never yet had found a
pupil who could not progress in drawing.
It ds natural for children to draw. They
do o efore they go to school: - Reading
of books will not teach how ato: dygw.

We should cultivate the aesthetic ‘taste
of the child, that he may know what is
and appreciate the beautiful.

In connection with drawing a good deal
of manual training can well be combined,
for instance, cutting and folding papers
and making of models.

We must have first of all free-hand
drawing. Our object in teaching drawing
is not to make pictures, but to give the
pupil the ability. to represent and the
{raining for the mind. Before the pupil
draws a line, he should have some men-
tal conception behind that line.

Mr. Hagerman then gave, in a good,
practical way, just how he would proceed
in the first lessons.

Aim to attain rapidity. ‘A sketch can
be made just as well in a minute as in
an hour. The next question is how to
help the pupil to see correctly, how to
get the ideas of fore-shortening, etc. One

Mr. Keyes' Closing Words,

Mr. Keyes was then recalled, and refer-
red again to the subject of child-study.
He wished to take exception to Dr. Cox’s
jdea of reading the productions of old
closet psychologists. Read, of course, one
book. No more is of any goed. Our own
interest is in the particular child we are
teaching. i

" Mr. Keyes then spoke on “Study of His-
fory.” 'Englishmen especially have an ex-
cellent ‘opportunity to study history. His-
tory. is the story of men and making of
pations. History teaches us to profit by
advances and mistakes of certain policies,
end #0 make men wise. Patriotism will
be best instilled by learning the story of
our country. History is the story of the
great liveg of our world. Nor are we to
be afraid of the stories and incidents of
men. Even though they may not have
encyclopedic veracity, yet they illustrate
the character of thd man better than
pages of real fact. Our business, ‘then
in history, is to hold up to pupils the
characicrs of the past. He deprecated the
fact that so many United States teachers
teach the story of the battles between the

.U. S. and Canada, and especially those

which turned out favorably to Americans.
This only breeds race-hatred. The part
that refers to settlement is never thought
of. ' The successes and mistakes ought
equally to be taught. Teach the truth.
Thig will mever result in race-hatred, but
will draw countries together.

He emphasized the importance of pre-
senting an attractiveé appearance in the
school room. Let the children have be-
fore them a lady-like woman and gentle-
manly man that they will like.

At the afternoon session, H. H. Hager-
man was elected a member of the Univer-
sity Senate.

Nature Study.

His Honor, Mr. Justice Landry, not be-
ing present, John Brittain was called on
to give his paper on “Nature Study and
School Gardens,” which had been shut
out at a previous session.

The introduction of nature study does
not mean to shut out the course already
on the syllabus, but rather to supplement
and give an explanation and introduction
to the others. This study will offer good
subjects for compositions. We may re-
‘member that the great poems of Tenny-
son, Wordsworth and others cannot be
fully understood unless we are close ob-
servers of nature.

Five school gardens have been estab-
lished in Carleton and Victoria counties.
These have been in operation only a few
weeks. These have been started by Mr.
Brittain. Only a few hours are taken,
which would amount to only four or five
days all together in a year. Nearly every
boy acquires tastes and these cling to him
throughout life. A good many complain
that we have too many subjects on the
syllabus. But if we analyse our daily life
the same thing will be found. Surely
national environment should claim and be
given a place, and if done at all, done
well. Al other subjects, as arithmetic
and algébra, have a set course. In nature
studies the same ought to be true.

Mr. Brittain would ask for no more
than one-tenth of the time for nature
study. Nor would he require any home
work. This should be given to the other
studies.

Very little teaching is really required,
but the children show great interest in
knowing the reasons for simple facts. For
instance, as any one will notice in hunt-
ing for angle worms we will find the earth
under a board much more moist than else-
where; hence showing that hoeing and
making the earth loose around a plant
acte just as the board would and so hoe-
ing would be just as good as watering the
garden several times. As soon as the
pupils understood this reason they were
found to show much more care in hoeing
"their gardens.

In a few closing remarks Dr. Inch said
he felt glad that the present institute had
been quite up to the average. He felt
grateful to Charles H. Keyes for his val-
uable assistance; and hoped to meet the
teachers in many future similar meetings.

The Institute adjourned singing the na-
tional anthem, also my Country 'Tis of
Thee, in deference to Chas. H. Keyes.
