The Genz:ﬁs had ten guns to our
‘one and they had big ones too; ithey had
everything from a 25 inch to a little 15
pounder. - The gir seemed .full ‘of shells
all the time.  To any one standing oﬁ
from the place they wouldn’t think any-
one could live in_it. We had to retire
the first night of the battle. The Ger-
mans wetre about 800 yards behind us,
when we went back aways and got ready
for action again, but 'we didn’t need to
fire as the tide was turned, the Germans
were being driven back; then we' lim-
bered up again and went back into our
old place.
