The Oregon was owned by
Messrs. Ross & Co., of Quebec.

20 W., and was
supplied with medicine. The 8. C. ar-
rived at her port of destination on the
7th inst.

The ship Almora, of London, which ar-
rived at Liverpool on the 29tk ult. from
this port, encountered a gale on the 12th
ult. in lat. 48 N., lon. 68 W., and after-
wards a very high sea, which caused her
toroll violently, atarting deck, stanchions,
waterways and deck seams; nearly the
whole of the deckload was thrown over-
board to ease the ship.
