England annually consumes, at the rate of 4s.
6J. pe. head. Ireland at the rate of Ss 11d. ;
and Scotland at the rate of 20s. 64.

‘Che smaller consumption of spirits in England,
is explained by the fact that in England and
Wales the value of the beer annually consumed
is put down at sixty millions ; whilst in Ireland,
as yet, beer is not generally used by the people.
But what must we tkink of the driaking babits of
puritanical Scotland whose people drink at the
rate of about five dollars per head ner annumn !

This can best be done through
Mr, Buchanan, the Chief Immigration Agent, who
ghould be furnished with pamphlets and charts of
the ieading sectivus for distribution, showing the dis-
tance and means of uccess to railway stations. But,

determine upon their destination before leaving
Europe; such information should be scattered broad
cast through leading trade centres, not only with re-
gard to our lands, but also the great resources and
advantages of vur Procince genernlly.
