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Indore College Prize Distribution, ™

The annual prize distribution at the In-
dore College and School, which was held
on March 18th, was attended with more
than usual ceremony. The agent to the
Governor-General with his suite. member.
of council, the principal of Daly College
for chiefs, and many other officials wers
nresent.  On the platform were Major and
\frs. Dalv, the Prime Minister of Tndoe,
Rev. W. \. Wilson and the principal, Rev.
R. A King

The Princiral in welcoming Maijor Daly
wnoke at length on the Government's edu-
cational policy.  The adverse criticism of
the native press had heen concentrated unon
the matter of higher education. which did
not hold the most prominent place in the
policy. Infinitelyy more important were
primary and secondary eduncation, and it
was astonishing to find that the broad,
<ane foundation which the Government had
taid, had been almost overlooked The
paragranhs dealing with thig showed a splen-
did grasn of detail and an intimate knowl-
edee of what was best in methods of teach-
ing.

To nut these suggestions into effect,
organization was a necessity.  This alsa
was provided for in British India whete
Government had full control.  But (his
conld not be urged in the case of native
states where each regulated its own intei-
nal affairs Here was one of the peculiar
eduneational nroblems of Central Tndia. A
uniformity of grading, of examinations, of
interschol laws might commend itself to
all, but it conld not be effected without
arganization

The Principal thought that much might
be done in this direction by mutual agree
ment.  The week before, he had presided
at a meeting of the headimasters of Central
India They recognized that one had ao
authority over the other a. representing
different states, but they also recognized
the necessity of coming to an understand-
ing on many subjects If one might take
the unanimity and good feeling which ex-
isted as an indication of the future, he
might safely say that much could be done
along this line e trusted that all in
anthority  would look favorably on  this
effort to further the caunse of education in
Central India

The agent in reply said that as a new-
comer he must be guided mainly by what
his predecessors had left on file He
found it recorded that the mission at In-
dore had done efticient work, medically
and educationally Renlying to the Prin-
cipal’'s remarks on the Government’s policy
he stated that the Viceroy had the matter
of education very much at heart and it
followed that all officials must do what
was in their power to put into effect.

Mrs, Daly then distributed the nrizes
won in college and school on the year's
work, The proportion of these captured
by boys in the Christian Hostel was very
gratfying.

The greetings of the presbytery were
conveyed by Mr. Wilson who seized the
opportunity to give the students a word
of advice on success in school and out of
i,

The college enters upon another ses-
sion's work. It has been decided to give
no mid-summer vacation, but to continue
classes until the annual plague outbreak in
August.  Then holidays will be taken and
a serions loss of time prevented. It
means, however, trying work for the statl
during the hot months,  Lectures now b
gin at half-past six in the morning.

In another way the work of the mnext
session is going to be particularly heavy.
Avplication for affiliation  with the U
versity of Allahabad was made according
to the new Universities'  Aet  and was
granted unanimously by the Syndicate and
Senate.  Those who begin the course now
wil take that of Allahabad.  But those
who are in the college alrcady must finish
their work in Caleutta.  This means prac-
tically the teaching of two courses during
next session—not a very light undertaking.
