‘Washington, June 23.— During 1913
the Appalachian oil field, embracing
New York, Pennsylvania, West Vir-
ginia, southeastern Ohio and Kentucky,
showed a slight decline, 1.72 per cent.,
in the production of petroleum, falling
from . 26,338,516 barrels in 1912 to
26,885,640 barrels in 1913, a dec e
of 452,876, barrels. The value, amount-
ing to $63,619,677 in 1913, was, on the
contrary, increased by 48.5 per cent.,
about the same proportional increase
as was shown in 1912 over the
vious year. The largost amount,
307,422 bar;els, was produced in April;
the smallest amount, 1,963,460 barrels,
in February. The average price a bar-
rel increased from $1.63 in 1913 to $2.46
in 1913, according to the United States
Geological Suryey.

Increased Activity in New York.

The increase in the price of petro-
leum which began at the end of 191:
had the effect of stimulating

in all the Appalachian
W York this took the
form chlefly of cleaniz out old wells
with an immediate inerease in produc-
tion. In January, 1913, the product
rose from a monthly total of 72421
barrels to 77,020 February, besides
being a short month, alw shows low
production because of severe weather
but the product in 1913 was slightly
greater than for the same month in

1912,

The usual course of production ir
New York for several years has beer
a decline of about 7 or 8§ per cent., sc
that the change to 3.21 per cent. in-
crease is really significant. The tota
value increased from $1,401,880 to $2,-
169,367, or 54.75 per cent., which was
phenomenal. The average price for
the year 1912 was $1.60 and for 1917
it was $2.40 a barrel of forty-two gal-
lons.

Cause of Decline.

The conditions in New York werc
true also of Pennsylvania and in this
State also the stimulation by  higl
prices was so great as to change @
usual decline of 5 or 6 per cent. intc
a very slight increase, 1.01 per cent
A total of 7,927,137 barrel was pro-
duced in 1913, against 7, 48 barrel:
in 1912.  The gain in total value was:
very great. The total value was $19,-
716,148 in 1913 and $12,886,752 in 1912
at an average price of $2.49 in 1913
compared with $1.64 in 1912,

The oil regions spread over so muct
territory in western Pennsylvania, in-
cluding pools scattered from the New
York to the West Virginia and Ohic
boundaries, that the productive con-
ditions vary considerably in different
pools.

All have long passed their prime
but they differ in their stages of ex-
haustion. Those in Venango County
and the Bradford and other northery
pools include the pools which origin-
ated the oil industry in the Unitec
States and international oil commerce
although Canada's oil production he-
gan at about the same time, and Rum-
ania also was a productiye ' country
before the Drake, the first Ameriear
well, was drilled. The wells in the
southwestern counties of Pennsylvania
have been drilled more recently.

West Virginia Nearly $29,000,000.

Petroleum is produced in twenty-
three counties of West Virginia, from
Harrison County on the east to the
western State line, and from Pennsyl-
vania southwest to Mingo County
This State, which is the home of the
anticlinal theory, as developed by Dr
L C. White, State Geologist, possesser
ideal structure for the storage of oi}
over so. large an area that many pools
have been developed and the drilling
of wells yielding as much as 1,000 bar-
rels a day of initial production i tin
frequent. Conditions are still favor-
able in the State for the development
of new prolific pools that would bring
the total yield of the S ate beyond the
maximum. In 1912, for example, the
development ‘of the Blue Creek pool, in
Kanawha - County, increased the total
production for that year to 12,128,06¢
barrels.

" While no pool equivalent to the Blue
Creek was developed during the year
,drilling was more active than ever be-
fore owing to the high prices for oil.
The.tot@l yalue Increased 44.67 per
cent., or from' $10,927,721 in 1912 to
$28,828,814 in 1913.

Increase in Value in Ohio.

Interest in oil development in Ohio
was aln_pjst entirely confined to the
eastern and central parts of the State,
where drilling was most active in Bel-
mont, Hocking, Perry and Fairfield
countfes. No considerable pools were
develpped, and in spite of a drilling
campalgn skilfully planned and car-
ried out with great energy by the
‘l £er companies the production de-
clined ‘from “ 8,969,007 barrels in 1912
to 8781468 barrels in 1913, or about
2.09 per cent. * Both the Lima dis-
trict and ‘the southeastern district
shared ‘In the decline, which amounted
to 48,685 barrels in the southeast and
to 138,854 barrels in the Lima district,
The average price for the two dis-
tricts increased from $1.35 in 1912 to $2
in 1913, and the wvalue of the State's
total product increased 45.1 per cent.

CLEAR UP ACROPOLIS

Undesirable Buildings To Be Demol-
ished and Others on Model Hous-
ing Plan To Be Constructed—First
Class Hotels.

London, June 23.—Thomas H. Maw-
son, the landscape architect and city
planner, who has just returned from
Athens, has given the following infor-
mation-as to his great town planning
scheme.

“I had the honor of placing certain
tentative prunosul%pe{nre their Majes-
ties, the Premier and the Mayor, and
the suggested developments were ap-
proved. These were the result of three
months study and work, and the ideas
are now to be embodied in a prelim-
inary set of plans which I hope to sub-
mit in three months,

“I have made a thorough study and
investigation of the archaeological pro-
blems, becdues archaeologists are those
with whom a modern town planner has
chiefly to contend, I have studied the
matter with Dr. Karo, the famous ar-
chaeologist responsible for the exca-
vations of the German School of Arch-
aeology in Athens and a leading auth-
ority on ancient remains, 1  spent
considerable time with Dr. Karo go-
ing over every yard of the ground like-
ly to be affected by the new city plan
and have mapped out with him the
area over which excavations will be
conducted.

“The scope of the work of recon-
structing the city will be even more
extensive than was originally expected,
as the largely increasing population
that .is flocking into Athens demands
very extensive street planning for the
future.

“It is now agreed that there must
be very considerable clearing of unde-
sirable property in the neighborhood of
the Acropolis, aroupd which a great
boulevard is to be constructed. Before,
however, much demolition takes place
it is proposed by the Mayor,, M. Ben-
eckes, who has lived a great deal in
“ngland and has been much intcrest-
ed in the question of the houisng of the
people, especially in Bournville, Port
Sunlight and other garden citics, that
an extensive housing scheme shall be
developed—a scheme planned on the
latest English models, but adapted, of
course, to the climatic conditions' of
Greece.”

Mr. Mawson went on to say that he
has submitted to the authorities rough
suggestions for dealing with the new
Government  centre, saying that the
starting point of the plan will he the
new union railroad station, into which
it is proposed to bring the several lines
of railway npw running into Athens.
The suggestion respecting the site of
the station has met with general ap-
proval and probably will be adopted.

“It will afford a panoramic view of
great beautys of the most interesting
portion of ancient and modern Athens
and will give a visitor a fine—and pro-
bably lasting—impression of the city,”
he continued.  “One view will includc
tne Temple of the Winds. another the
Acropolis, another the Temple of The-
seus, and another the new Governmert
centre. The Lycabeting will form an-
other view, while still another vista
will lead up to the beautiful park.

“The new, Houses of [arliament, ‘the
various ministries, and other impori-
ant buildings in ‘the Government cen-
tre are now receiving. much careful at-
tention. I have had several inter-

ws recently with M. (iennadius, the
Greek Minister in London, who has tu-
ken great interest in this part of the
work, which is generally admitted tc
offer quite unique opportunities for the
city planner. M. Gennadius is keenly
interested in other aspects of the re-
planning of the ancient city."”

Provision is made in the gcheme for
well placed first class hotels, and it s
antncipated that the extended Sugges-
tions will lead to the removal from
ancient Athens of numerous small fac-
tories and the grouping of them in a
new area, where they will be'in direct
communication  with the rallways.
Thus' heavy traffic will largely be ta-
ken from the roads in the anclent city.

Mr. Mawson helieves that the popu-
lation of Athens will in ten years reach
half a million, and that the railway
traffic will have increased five-fold. He
also  contends  that the replanning
scheme will be on the lines, of economic
as well 4 *sthetic development.

$265,967 Paid Out in Salaries to Civic
Employes During Week End-
ing June 13.

For the week ending June 13 the
city of Montreal paid out in wages,
according to a statement read at the
meeting of the City Council yester-
day, the sum of $265,967 to 14,374 em-
ployes of all descriptions. This was
declared to be the highest record in
the history of the city. A great deal
of the expenditure is, of course, due
to the extensive public works now
going on in. all parts of Montreal,
In fact, one-half the total was em-
ployed in municipal public works of
various descriptions. In street paving
8,373 men were engaged; in the sewers
department, 1,070; in the roads, 2,709;
and in the water department, 1,835,

king. It is anticipated that the de-
partment will change this form of
branding and have the cigars labelled
vither  “hand  made” or “machine
made.
The hand made cigars would include
those made by team work, Spanish me-
thod, or German method, provided the
‘igars were made wholly by hand. The
machine made cigars would include
those made wholly by machinery or
partially by machinery, as where molds
ire used.

It developed at the hearing that on-
¥ the “Spanish method” cigars are be-
ng made in bonded factories and that
practically only the Tampa and Key
West manufacturers have availed
‘hemselves of the bond provision of the
tariff law. S. G. Salomon of New York
submitted to Mr. Malburn that *‘char-
acter” in a cigar is not determined by
the manner of making, but by the kind
f tobacco used in the cigar. Cigars
made of Cuban tobacco, he said, should
be characterized " by the mixtures of
the different Cuban tobaccos used in
the cigars.

Some of the cusctoms experts pre-
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sent suggested that if this procedure
were adopted it would be necessary
to have the label designate. the per-
entages of the accepted Cuban types
used in the cigars. This, they said,
would require a multitude of labels
wind lead but to confusion. - Mr. Salo-
mon, however, contended that to com-
pel the bonded manufacturer to em-
ploy Spanish workmen would be ex-
tremely expensive in' New York and
Chicago. On the other hand, he said,
Spanish workmen are cheap in Tampa
and Key West, which makes the pre-
sent label discriminate in favor of the
Flprida manufacturers.
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Mr. Salomon contended that in the
trade the character of cigars is not dis-
tinguished by the méthod of making,
but only by the grade of tobaceo used in
the article. A similar stand was taken
by Charles Fox, president .of the Na-
tional Cigar Leaf Tobacco Assogiation,
and By Jacob Benner, of Chicago, J.
B, Farrell, representing the Cigar Ma-
kers' Union, also contended that the
character of cigars has never been de-
‘termined by the kind of labor used.

E. C. Berriman, of Tampa, precipi-
tated the argument into a heated dis-
cussion. He contended that “origin”
means the country from which the to=
bacco comes, and *character” means
the method of putting the cigars to-
gether. Mr. Berriman submitted the
union labor prices to show that the
Spanish work is more expensive than
ordinary hand work or team work.
Under the Spanish method, he said, the
binder is not furnished the workman,
but the one man makes the . whole
cigar. Teéam work, he said, 18 cheap-
er than Spanish work, and the reason
the New York manufacturers refuse to
bond theijr factories and use the Span-
Ish method is because the labor Would‘
cost. about 38 per cent more than lhelri
preegnt team work. |

The Tampa manufacturers insisted |
