arose as the result of the initiative of
Innocent III one of the greatest and as
is usually the case with great pontifls
one of the most maligned and mis-
understood of the Popes.

Fope Irnocent 111, realized the needs

He looked round for a model hospital
and, finding one at Montpelier called
the Superior to Rome and asked him to
establish a model hospital there. The
ground was provided for him in what
is known as the Borgo, the old hospital
of Santo Spirito which still exists as
one of the Roman hospitals on the same
location. Guy of Montpelier was made
the Suaperior of the congregation of
The Holy Spirit which was to devete
itself to hospital work throughout the
world.
