THE IMMACULATE CONCEPIION,

On Saturday, the S hinst, the Oburch
will celebrate the fenst of the Immaculate
Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary,
Mother of God, The doctrine of the
Immacnlate Conception was soleruly
promulgeted by cur Holy Father, the
late Pope Pius 1X, in a decree of faith on
the 8th of December, 1854, in the prefeuce
of about 200 Bichops of the Church wko
assembled io Rome for the ocession on
h's invitation, Before promulgaticg this
decree, the Holy Father coneulted the
Biehops of the Church throughout the
world regarding the Catholi¢ tradition on
the sulj:ct, and received a unanimous
enswer that such belief was undoubtedly
beld by the Cauvrch throvghout the world
both in the present and in past ages, and
the Bishops strongly urged His Holiness
to set at rest, cuce for all, every contro.
versy on the subject by proclaiming the
doctrine, by bisinfallible autherity, to bea
dogma of (Catholic faith,

St Jamer, Bichop of Sarug, declared iu
his writinge on the Blessed Virgin that so
great 1s the horror of God towarde eln,
that “if the Blassed Virgln Mary bad ever
been stalned with the guilt of original ein,
Jesus Corlst on becoming man would
heve chosen another mother whom He
would havs preservod free from this stain
from whon He would bave obtalned
a pure body wkich had never
b:en contamisated with the etain
of eln” The reason for this
view of tle subjcct s that the dlvine
maternity s a dignity so great and so
intimately conuected with the eanctity of
our divine Saviour that we cannot recon.
cile 1t with the relations of Jesus to His
mother that having the power to preserve
her from the coutaminstion of sln, He
should permit her, even for a single
moment, to be under the power of Satan
through origlua: eln., At the moment of
her conception, Mary was regatded by our
Lord Jesus Christ ae His mother, whose
co-operation was necessary that He might
falfil His intention to redeem mankind,
She was merked out for this oflice when
Alwigbty God)in the fiat loetance, prom
issd to mankind a Redeemer, aud to her
these words of God are applled by the
universal Interpretation of the Obrlstian
Fathers: “I will put eumities between
thee and the woman, and thy seed aud
ber seed : she ehall cinsh thy head and
thou ehalt liein wait for ber heel.” (Gen,
i, 15) This text is called by the
ancients the Protevangelion, or firat gospel,
b:causeit promises the future advent of a
Redeemer ; and it equally announces the
shire which the Blessed Virgin was to
have in the work of Reademption, in
unfon with our Lord Jesus Christ
Hence there Is an enmity between the
Blessed Vugin and the devil, Identical
with the enmity bestween Christ and the
devil. This enmity is perpetual, which
admits of no preceding friendship on the
part of elther Chilst or Mary, and it
proves besides the positfon Mary always
had in the mind of Coarist, as His mother,
destined to co operate with Him in work-
iog out the salvation of mankind, The
same {s clear from the prophecy made by
Isuina to Achsz, when this king, threatening
evil, the prophet warned him of the con-
scquences of his wrong doiog and sald :
“The Lord Himeself shall give you a sign.
Behold a virgin shall conceive and bear &
gon, and his name shall be called
Enwmanuel,” 4, ¢, QGod with us, Here
Cordst is meant under the nsmo of
Exmoanuel, and His birih of a virgin ls
foretold, Tha® virgin must therefore have
always been regarded by Him as a mother,
and He always loved her es such, Could
wareconcile it with His love, if we suppose
that He permitted her to remsin, even for
a moment, in the power of His enemy, the
enemy of ail mankind? The love of
Chorlst for Mary demands, therefore, that
she should, from the moment of her con-
ception, be protected from the wiles of
Satan, Her digoity requires it also, To
fulfil her duty as Mother of God, and as a
partner in the work of Redemption, which
Mary really was, ehe required more than
ordinary grace. It was requisite that she
should be entlrely free from ein, that she
should, with her divine Son, crush the
serpent’s head, as the Protevangelion fore:
tells that she shall do.

The sanctity of Chrlst Himself also
demands this grace for His mother., His
horror of sin is 8o great that ein

{s Ithe ouly iofirmity of humanity
which He did not take upon Himself.
“And you know that He appeared to,take
away our ¢lns: and in Him there is no
oln.” (I Jobn,fil, 5 ) And “He hath borve
ell our iufirmities, sin ovly excepted.”
The Blessed Virgin is one of thoke whom
He bas redeemed, but she s of #ll the
most perfect among His creaturcs, To
suppoee that she has not been cxempted
frow the power of Satan eutirely, is to
suppess that the power of Chbrlst fu the
Redemption of man has fallen short of its
object. 1cisto suppoke tuat the Redeemer
could not counteract the mischief which
the devil brought into the world; for,
surely if there is one who chould, through
Redemption, be exempted from that 1o-
firmity of man which Christ so detests
that one is His mother) the Blessed Virgin
Mary,

The salutation aldressed to Mary by the
Apgel Gabriel, “Heil, full of grace,” fs
couched in terms which deecrve special
sttentlon, It ia translated “full of grace,”
but the word ueed by the evaugelist h:s a
peculiar force which is not at first slght
perceived in the Engllsh translation, It
presents the sigoifiestion of “formed in
grace,” and undoubtecly refers to her
immaculate origin and conception, Tae
language in which it is recorded by St
Luke, (i, 28), 18 Greek, and the perfect
participle of the verb charitoo, to make
gracious implies formed in grace, Thus
Oiigen underetood the word, for he makes
kuowo that It slguifies a degree of grace
not given to any other. He eays: “Ido
not remember to have found this expres-
sion elsewhere in Holy Scripture: thie
ealutarion bas not been addressed to any
other human being: it was reserved for
Mary alone.” Other anclent Fathers of
the Church bave in every sge expreseed
thameelves clearly to bo of the beltef that
Mary wae always without the least stain of
sin, The litargy called St. Jobu’s Chrysoe-
tom’s, which is more enctent than the
dnte of St Jobp, saye thet Mary is “In
avery respect without stain.” Si Am.
philochus, Bishop of Icomium, io the
fourth century,sa'd that * God formed the
Blersed Virgin without elain or ein,”
and St. Ambroee in his commentary
on the 11@h
wes exewmpt from every etain of ein,”
St. Andrew ot Crete, whose lav guage, like
Origen’s, was the lapguage in which S¢,
Lnke wrote, interpreis the Apgelical
Salutation in a manner similar toOrigen,
He eays : “Fear not, thou hast found
grace with God, namely, that grace which
was lost by Eve, , . thou hast found
grace which no one from all time bas
found like un‘o thee,” St, Ambrose also
eays . “Sheis properly called fuil of grace
who alove sattained that grace which
none other merited, to be filled there-
with by the Auinor of grace” Other
patristic testimonies to the same cflect
are numerous,

It is owing to this constant faith of
the Church, founded upon Scripture and
ecclesiastical tradition, tbat the Council
of Trent ¢ xpressly excepted the Blessed
Virgin when defining the universality of
original ein, The doctrine of the [mmac.
ulate Conception meane, therefore, that
‘the Blessed Virgin Mary, in the first
instant cf her conception, was, by a
special grace and privilege of Almighty
God, and by virtue of the merits of Jesus
Christ, the Saviour of the human race,
preserved free of all stain of original
gin,” These are the words in which our
Holy Father Pope Pius I1X. proclaimed
the dogma,

It has been frequently stated by Pre-
testants, who cannot, or at all events do
not distingulsh the essential purity of
God from the purity of a creature, who
{e pure by the grace and glft of God, that
the doctrine of the Immeculate Concep-
tion makes the Blessed Virgin equel to
God her Son, Tha distlnction is, how-
ever, perfectly clear to any one who will
give the matter serious thought, Christ
as God incarnmte Is immaculate by His
nature, the Blested Virgin {s immaculste
by the grace and favor of Carist, Chriet
is immeculate as our Redeemer and
Saviour, the Blessed Virgia as the firet
and noblest among the redeemed and
saved. Oar first parents were crested free
from &ip, and if they had not fallen by
their own fault they would have pre-
served einlessness all thelr lives, yet no
one {magines that they would thereby
have been cqual to God, or that b:fore
their full they were equal to Gsd, The
ergele who remained faithful when
Lncifer and those wkhko followed him
rebelled agalnet God, are to this day sin.
less and pure ; yet by wo means are they
equal to God. Thls argument of the
opponents of the Immaculate Con-
ception 18 therefore most faliaciones
aud frivolous; and  when we
bear in mind the fact that most Pro.
testants deny the existence of original
sin altogether, and say that all are born
in the state of grace, or at least that the
children of Christians are g0 born, their
inconsistency in thus misrepresenting
the Catholic dootrine will be evident.
They maintain that all Obristians are
conceived and born sinless, yet they ex-
clude the Blessed Virgin from this cate-
gory and make it appear that she alone
was conceived and born in sin, Such a
contention must arise from a most in-
tense hatred towards the Mother of God,

Pssim, ssys: “She

and they who maintain such an absurd.
ity surely shut themeelves out from the
catalogue of those of whom the Blessed
Virgin, inspired by the Holy Ghost, said :
“Beheld from henceforth sll generations
sball call me blegsed.”

All Catholics should therefore honor
and invcke with confidence the spotless
Mother whose graces sre so plentecug,
acd whose power with God must in con-
sequence be o0 great when interceding
for her faithful children : for *‘the prayer
of the just aveileth much’ before God,
No eremy is to be fexrcd while she is
our protectress and patroness, Nomore
powerful protectress is in the preesence
of God than she who is the Qaeen of
Heaven and of all the Saints and Angels,

DEACONESSES.

After all the abuse which has been
heaped upon the religious orders of the
Jatbolie Church, and especially upon the
orders of religious wowen or nuas, it is
a remarkable fact that the sects which
bave been most sbusive in this respect
are they which have authoritatively
decided fo iutroduce similar orders inio
the orgarizition of their churches, The
Church of England in Eogland and
Canada, and the Protestunt Epircopal
Church of the United S'ates have long
had these Sieterhocds, but they have
never been regularly recoguized as part
of the Anglican systems, and they
have been encouraged, for the most
part, by the High Cburch party
amonget Anglicans, But among the
sects, in the Eoglish.speaking countries
at all events, it is chiefly from Presby.
terians or Methodists that most of the
calumnious steriee have originated which
bave shocked the ears of the public
respecting monastic institutions and
nunueries. Jusiin D Fulton, the latest
calumpiator of these excellent institu.
tious, met with most encoursgement
from Methodists during bis tour through
the United States and Canada, The filthy
Widdows, also, who is, even now, endur-
ing one of his meny terms of imoris.
onment for lechercus conduct, received
from ihe Methedizta his most cordisl
receptions : 50 much 8o that while he
was in this cily cne of the principal
Methadist churches was for many
months placed entirely under his con.
trol. Of course the object was “to raise
the wind,” but such, at sll events, were
the facts of the case, 1t is, therefore, a
curious spectacle to behold these most
anti-morastic sectaries most earnest now
for the establisbment of semi-monastic
communities, We gay eemi monastic,
becauee thovgh these new-fangled nurcs
are confessedly en imitation of the Cath.
olic female religious orders, they differ
from their prototypes in geveral moet
important particulars,

At the Pan-Presbyterian Council the
eetablishment of such orders was warmly
advoceted by muny of the moet ultra.
Evavgelicsal clergy present, and little if
any opposition to the mearure was €x-
pressed, thovgh we believe no positive
action was authoritatively taken, Not
80 at the General Meibodist Episcopal
Conference which met in Now York,
Here it was decided to take immediate
steps towards the establishment of such
orders under the neme of *‘Deaconesses,”
Taeir duties will be to “minister to the
peor, to visit the sick, to pray with the
dying, to care for the orphan, to
seek the wandering, to comfort the
sorrowing, to save the einning, and
relinquishing wholly all other pursuits, to
devote themselves in a general way to
such forms of Christian labor as may be
suited to their abilities,”

In all these respects, with perhaps a
single exception, their duties will be
precisely like those which are performed
by Catholic nuns., The exception is that
the lest clsuse seems to mean that the
deaconesses will be empowered to do
ministerial; work, such as preaching,
baptiziog, administering the “Lord’s
supper,” ete., aod in fact
females have belore now  been
admitted among the regular clergy of
several Protestant denominations. The
duties of the lady superintendent, it is
siated, will be almost exactly like those
of the lady superior of a convent. Thae
vocation of the deaconesses will not be
s0 rigorouely tested as that of Cathelic
puns, inasmuch as they must be on pro-
bation for three months, or more, or less—
s vagus enough period—*“according to
the aption of the Board of Directors,”
Catholic nuns are required to pass a
noviceship, in every case, of at least
twelve months before their profession,
1t certainly does not seem that this pro.
vision will tend to make these Metho
dist nuns either mors c¢flicient, or more
practieslly virtuous than the members
of Catholic religious orders, The dea-
conesses, moreover, sre to wear a special
uniform of such a character as shall
hereafter be decided on,

It is stated that if the new organization
prove as eflicient as is expected, its
operations will be extended to meet all
the requirements of hospital, asylum and
other benevolent works,

The sisterhood of deaconesses will be
allowed to relinquish, at any time, their
membership in the order, This being
80, it is scaroely to be expected that the

members will altogether forego the pious
occupation of flirtation, notwithetanding
that they are required by the rules to
“relinquich wholly all other pursuits,”
except the benevolent occupations to
which they are expected to devote them.
selves, It does mot require much pro.
phetic skill to foretell that these pro.
visions in the constitution of the new
order will produce some strange if not
very edifying results, but it is not necee.
sary to speculate on this subject, as the
practionl working of the scheme will soon
be visible, inasmuch &8 immediate steps
are to be taken towards its establish.
ment, We may, bowever, be permitted
to remark that the parsons under whose
auspices the order of deaconesses 18 to
be started will certainly maintein that
the ascetic Jife of the deconeeses will be a
more perfect etate than that of ordinary
Christian women, otherwise there would
be no motive for auy 10 become mombers
of the order, This betokens a great
change in the essential prineiples of
Protestantisia ; for it was stoutly main-
tained by Martin Lutber in his book on
monastic vows that “one state of life is
no better befare God then another,” but
that “‘all are equal,” Io fact, ro prectice
of the Catbolic Church has been more
violently attacked by the leaders of
Protestantirm than the monsstic etate,
which to-day’s Evangelical sectaries are
diecovering to be in wany of its features
2 most laudable condition of life, Philip
Melanctbhon c¢xpressly declares in his
“Commonplaces” that it is a “deplorable
blindnees” to speak more highly of the
observance of practices which are not of
precept, than of the fulfilment of the
Divine law, In this way of stating the
case he bas precisely in view to depie.
ciate the merit of living .in a religious
community of any kind., This lanrgus,e
ot the great Refcrmer bears rather hard
upon those who will join the deaconestes
with the hope of leading a more perfect
religious life, John Calvin eays in tle
thirteenth book of kis Iustitutions that
¢God bes mnever by a eingle eyllable
expreseed any approvel of the monastic
gtate,”

If Calvin here tells the truth, the con.
demusiion whbich be intends thereby
egainst
againet the pew Melbodist order of
desconesees. Of couree we dornotadopt
Calvic'e doctrine ob this rubject, for 8t
Augustine expressly states that the
greater perfecticn of the life in which
the Evangelical counsels are observed,
tbat is, the monastic life, is proved by
the words of Jesus : “If thou wilt enter
into life, keep the commandments, . . .,
if thou wilt be perfect go and sell that
tbou hast and give to the poor, and thou
shalt bave tressure in heaven, and come
and follow me,” St Matt, xix, 17-20:
St Mark, x, 19-21. But when large
bodies of Protesianig, such as the Angli.
cans, Presbyterians and Methodists
adopt this view, it is evidence of the
uncertainty of the whole Protestant
system which makes of its followers
¢“children tossed to and fro, and csrried
about by every wiad of doctrine.” Eph,
iv, 14 : the very thicg which the Chrie-
tian hierarchy was established to pre.

vent.
This new departure of Protestantism

is the strongest poseible vindication of
the wisdom of the Catholic Church and
Catholic institutions.

monasticism sirikes equslly

RELIGION vs DOGMA.

“Lst us have more religion and less
dogma” is a favourite expression in uze
among the liberal minded of the Protest-
sat sectarlaus. Bat the difficulty lies in
the impoesibility of sepaiatirg one from
the other. Religlon must teach, must
spread the light, must detect error, must
show the true way, but the lesson taught
is called dogma. The true way, pointed
out as leading directly to happiness here
and hereafter, 18 nothing more or less
thsn a dogmatic teaching. The man,
therefore, who calls for a rellalon that has
no dogma, wants the help of a guide who
fs blind, or of a teacher who bas
nothing to  teach, Bat religlon
wes set up as a teaching  insti-
tution, and was given to the world
as an unerring guide, as an infallible
teacher, “go and teach all pations,
teaching them all things” Every.
thing taught is an article of faith, an
object of humen belief, and, theretore, a
dogms. But the popular notion among
Protestants is, that all churches unite on
a bagis of non dogmatic religion, or on
that holy scripture without any special
definitions of the faith The Toronto
Week, referring to this Utopian idea ot
the Protestant world, says: ‘“the mean-
ing of all such talk is that tbhe mem.
bers of the Church should declare
their adhesion to the teaching of Scripture
and form thelr own conclusions as to its
coutents” But the writer, Goldwin Smith
continues : ‘““Avything more hopeless we
can hardly imagine, We do not possess
the first elements of sgreement in a com.
mon belief of the nature of Scripture
authority,” What then is Protesiantism ?
We were always led to believe that its rule
of Falth was the Bible as understood by
private ianterpretation. In other words, a
real consistent Protestaut {8 a maa who
declares his adheslon to the teaching of

holy scripture, but furms his own conclu.
sions as o its contents. And of this specics
of Christinuity the writer eays that any-
thing more hopeless can gcarcely he
imagined.

With regard to the other proposal to
upite upon the basds of & non dogmatic
religion, Mr. Smith eays: “We imagine
the proposers have ecirce thought cut
their scheme to the end, They can barily
mean a religion without aay doctrines at
all, becanee the very foundation of relig.
fon is & doctrine. We mean the exist-
ence of God, of a God who cleims our
worship, our obedlence, our trust, who
csn be known as  God, Here
we Lave slready quite a bundle of
doctriner, Aud we can hardly stop here.
For to all questions of a theological bear
ing, whether we answer in the sense of
the great Counsels, or in any other eenee,
we are practically formulatiog doctrlnes,”
Of courss Mr. Goldwin Smith admits that
it Is useless to multiply the number of d.c.
trines,that certain things need not be lncul.
cated, euch, for insiance, as would interfere
with man’s darling pawions, orimpose euch
obsolete practices as fasting, confession,
and the like, But a protest sgalnst such
Popieh doctrines ia) in the mind of M.
Smith, a different thing rltogether frouw
abolishing all doctrine, “Aud it iz high
time,” he coxcludes, *“that people ehould
undsrstaud this clearly and give up epeak-.
ing nonasense on the subject.”

MR GLADSTUNE AT BIRMINGHAM.

Mr, Gladetone, at the great Libersal
demonstration at Birmingham, expressed
himself moat corfidently of the succees-
ful iscue of the result of the Libersl
policy in reference to Irelsnd, Not only
did the Liberals win nesrly every sest
al the bye elections, but the municipel
elections throughout England showed &
most decided re-action in public renti.
ment favorable to the Liberals, which is
a precureor of the coming Liberal suc-
ceas

The municipal e¢le ot al-
waye contested on political issues, but
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it was loudly proclaimed that on this cces
gion there wos a complete amalgamsation
between the Conservaties and Libers!.
Unioniste, and that Mr. Balfour regarded
this a& the case is evident from the fact
tLet ke boasted of Conservative success,
Buat bis bousts were premature, Mr,
Gladstone points out ibat in eighty.two
places the Liberals have displaced the
Tories, whereas in only fifiy.five
places have Tories and Dissen-
tient  Liberals together displaced
Liberals. A great stress hes been
laid upon the Uagionist victory in
Birmiogham, but Birminghem is but a
contracted field, The Liberal success
throughout England is the true criterion
of the diift of popular opinion towards
the cause of Liberalism and Home Rule
for Ireland. Dealing with the oft.
repeated aesertion which is made by
supporters of the Government theat on
Mr. Gladstove’s death, the cause of
Heme Rule will die sl:0, he said :

“I most ermphatically diseent from
thoss who regard my continnance in
public life as ersential to the attein.
ment of Irish Home Rule, It is not
at all 2n cseential element. From
circumstavces ol sge end position, my
continued life may be of rpecial utility
o the cause, but tbat is the utmost
which can be raid. Depend upon it,
this great question has taken guch root
throughout the whole country, it has
tuch & hold upon the people of England,
that it is quite independent of the
support or of the opposition of this
man or that man or the other
man, It is a vast tide which, with
movement slow and eure, and strength
gigentic, is sweeping over the whole
kingdom.”

Mr. Gladstone’s death is {the only hope
left to the Tories that Home Rule may
be deferred, and they even confess that
unlees this should bappen, the cause of
Ireland must become more and more
dear to the people of Eogland, Mr.
Gladstore’s words may have the eflect
of opening their eyes to the fact that
the principle sball live, even though he
be withdrawn from the political scene.

The meeting at Bingley Hall was an
sseemblage of about 20,000 persons,
During the course of his speeck there
Mer. Gladstone pointed cut most foreibly
and clesrly several of the inequelities
which exist between law in England and
Jaw in Ireland, It bas been the constant
decleration of Mr, Balfour and the Con.
gervatives that the laws in both countries
are alike, but that a moie summary
method of putting the law in force is
requisite in Ireland, and it is on this
ground that they maintain the necessity
of the Crimes Act, Desling with this
subject, Mr. Gladstone szid :
