EXPLANATORY.

VERSE 9. THRONES WERE CAST DOWN.
This may refer to the four great empires
of the world, destroyed before God’s king-
dom. But some of the best recent autho-
rities suggest the translation, *‘ set up,
established,” instead of ‘‘cast down,” as
the origigal words permit either render-
ing; and the passage would then refer to
God’s throne of judgment on the nations.
