Columns
might be written on their beauty and the ele-
gance of every arrangement, but much more
might be penned in relating the xnuﬁmnph
works of religions charity and education
which the Sisters of Mercy are eglecmzk out-
side and hourly performing within the walls.
1t is delightful to sce the erowd of children
. for whom they so unceasingly care gathered
in bundreds on the grounds, or to behold
those little orphans congregated in their
schools. or busily engaged in their work in
their rooms, or actively per(ormmi their
suitable tasks in the lsundries, the Kkitchen
or elsewhere, rosy with health and radiant
with happiness and intelligence. Nor
are we now going to , enumerate all
that is done for the safety of their tender
charges by the nuns, even while they sare
secure withjn their conventrefuge, or bow after
they legys s they are sent abroad into the
world to yrovide for themselves. Our notice
willbe limited to some account of the awe-
inspiring apparitions which hbave been seen
within the convent grounds during the past
fow days, and that have caused intense ex-
citement throughout the eity. Within the

We have given these particulars that
the facts we are about to relate should be
better understood, snd to show, too, that
what was seen could mot be produced by
accidental ner by artificial means, such as
magic lantérns or such like appara-
tus. It will be remembered that on
Sunday, the feast of Our Blessed Lady,
though the weather in this Jocality was mag-
nificently fine, yet the thunder pealed with a
crashing sound, and the* lightning flashed
with startling vividness.
