SUGAR

The production of bheet sugar in
France this year has been est‘mated :
at only 207,000 tons, as compared |
with an average annual production |
during the five years before the war
(1909-13) of 762,542, Normal con-
sumption in France iz 704,830 tons.
The beet sugar production of Italy
hag wliso been redmeed from 'a  pre-
war averaze of 211,050 tons to 75,-
000 tons. The pre-war annual con-
sumiption ¢ sugar ' in' the - United
Kingdom was 2,056,000 tons, all of
which had ‘to be imported. Alout
70 pét ‘cent. of the supply  of the
Unitel Kingdom cafe from coun-
tries from which it is now cut ofi by,
the war. Great Britain, France and
Italy would require to import about
2,700,000 ‘toce before the mext crop
—and most of it irom new sources
—if they were to maintain theiri
normal consumiption.

But ihe necessity of conserving
supplies: of sugar, which  was em-
phasized by the shortage ¢! ship-
piniz, had resuited ‘in sterr, econ-
omics among the allies. Before the
war, England had the largest per,
capite consumption pf sugar of any
nation—93 1-3 pount per person;
