and proper equipment of our railway
systems should be urged in every
practicable: way  in order that the
movement of population towards our
province may not be checked, and
that our people may not be hindered
in their work by lack of those means
of transportation without which ‘no
country can be prosperous.

The fact that a large percentage of
the crop of last season is still in.the
hands of our farmers is a condition
that. cannot be looked upon with
equanimity. I trust that the Grain
Commission, appointed by the Do-
minfon Government to inquire into
the disabilities wunder- which 'the
grain trade labors, may be able to in-
dicate a solution of the problem

The experience of the recent fuel
situation in‘the province should never
be allowed to be repeated if it can be
avoided. In order to assist our people
in their necessity my Government
took prompt and energetic action to
secure from every ' available source
supplies of fuel, and it is a matter for
congratulation that the combined ef-
forts.of all engaged in ameliorating
the situation were successful in pre-
venting general distress.

Last year my Government was in-
vited to be represented at a confer-
ence at Ottawa with the Federal Gov-
ernment to take .into comsideration
the financial relations of the provin-
ces with the Dominion. The docu-
ments relating to the matter will be
laid before you and ‘it will be seen
that if effect is given to the resolu-
tions agreed to the annual subsidies
of our . province will be. materially
inereased.

At another conference the views of
the. several provinces interested in
the division of the territory adjoining
Hudson’s Bay on the-south and west
were presented to the Federal author-
ities. The documents setting forth
the ‘claims preferred by my Govern-
ment to a considerable portion of the
territory ‘will be submitted for your
congideration, : it

Your ingtructions to inguire into
the guestion of providing adeguate
measures under which our people can
better govern themselves with respect
to. their own local interests have been
complied ‘with, ; For the  purpose of
ascertaining the feeling of the coun-
try in the matter, I issued my com-
miggion to a number of gentlemen,
selected for their ' experience and
knowledge of the various phases of
the subject, and who have been én-
‘gaged in .meeting | representatives
from all ‘the various municipal or+/
ganisations created under our laws.
This work, although not yet conclud-
ed, 18 being proceeded with as rapidly
as circumstances permit, ‘and = when
completed it {s hoped that the report
of the commissieners will be of such

an inexpensive and comprehensive
scheme of local self-government suit-
ed to the actual conditions and re-
quirements of our province.

The Address in Renly.

Amid loud applause Mr. Sutherland
rose to move the address in reply to
the speech from the Throne. He did
so, he said, with feelings of pleasure
mingled with regret. He was sure
every member of the House shared in
the feeling of regret that the leader
of the House had been afflicted for
many weeks with a very serious ill-
ness, and they were glad to have the
assurance that he was now in a fair
way to complete recovery, and he
hoped that in the course of a few
weeks he would return from his jour-
ney in quest of strength to his place
in the House completely restored to
health.

The inability of the railways to
cope with the transportation needs of
the province was also a matter of
anxiety and uneasiness and regret.
Throughout the province, as well as
in all the Western provinces and
North-Western states, the fuel situa-
tion was such as to cause a great deal
of uneasiness, to say the least. Deal-
ing -with the causes of the shortage,
Mr. Sutherland pointed out that sev-
eral things contributed to it. People
had got into the habit of leaving the
purchase of their coal supply until
the winter instead of laying it in
during the summer. Another habit
was that of looking fer their supply
to the output of certain mines, prin-
cipally the Galt mines. During the
past summer the representatives of
other classes of coal,’equal in quality
to the Galt, had endeavored to place
orders, but were unable to do so, as
the people, relying on getting Galt
coal, would not buy. Coupled with
this was the strike at the Galt mines
during the summer and early fall,
and people were waiting for it to end.
During the fdll the provincial gov-
ernment communicated with the fed-
eral government relative to the strike
and sfeps were taken which led tg a
settlement. Later came the extremely
severe weather, and the almost com-
plete breakdown of the railways, and
their utter inability to cope with the
situation and ‘transport the coal.

‘The Great Question.

This, said Mr. Sutherland, 'is the
great question for Saskatchewan.
There is plenty of fuel in these West-
ern provinces to last our people for
practically all time to come, but
something must be done to ‘make it
available for the people when they
peed it. A conference might be ar-
ranged for between the owners of the
mines, the railway companies, the
coal dealers and representatives .of
the government, and in this way
means might be devised by which a
sufficient supply of fuel could be
brought into the province before the
coming winter. They might have a
‘commission to inquire into the whole
question. There was one reason alone
which would justify the appointment
of such a commission. It was report-
ed that the Lethbridge mines would

ent time. We are rapidly approach-
ing the time when Saskatchewan will
be the bread basket not only of the
British Empire, but of the world.
(Cheers.)

In 1905 there were shipped from
the Western provinces 55,000 head of
beef cattle, while in 1906 the num-
ber shipped amounted to 86,000 head.
The late rains caused a fresh crop of
grass to grow, and cattle that other-
wise would have to be carried over
till this year were fattened and
placed on the market. !

The pop@lation of the Province in
1901 numbered 91,279 souls. In 1906
it amounted to 257,763 persons.

An ever increasing number of im-
migrants were from the United States,
which was most gratifying, as they
were particularly well adapted to
this country, as they were accustom-
ed to conditions very similar to those
existing here. It was also gratifying
that a large proportion of the other
immigrants were of British origin.

Railway Construction.

Another pleasing feature of the
past year, continued Mr. Sutherland,
is the amount of railway construction
that has been performed. Two new
lines have been advanced well across
the province, constructing 400 or 500
miles of road. The C.P.R. will have
their line in operation to Edmonton
by August of this year, while the
G.T.P. will be in operation during the
next year. The value of these roads
in opening up the country and induc-
ing settlement will be very great.
The territory through which they
fun is agricultural land from side to
side of the province, and will be prae-
tically settled when the first train
,runs.

It is interesting to recall prophe-
cles of two great British statéSmen
made twenty-five years ago. Labou-
chere, the merciless critic of London
Truth, published it as his opinion
that the C.P.R. would run, if ever it
was finished, through a country frost-
pbound for seven or eight months in
the year, and would (connect Eastern
C.anada with a province which is as
forbidding as any on the face of the
globe. This opinion deprives him of
all honor as a prophet. Today this
railway company has thousands of
miles of track in the West and is
pushing construction in Saskatche-
wan of extensions and branches to the
utmost limit of their ability.

The other prophecy was made by
that prince‘of statesmen, W. E. Glad-
stone. He said that in fifty years
the population of Canada would con-
sist of 50,000,000 people, half of
whom would live west of the Great
Lakes. Minnesota is not thickly peo-
pled, but when the Canadian West
contains as many people to#the square
mile we will have a population of
8,000,000 people.

The Telephone Question.

Another matter. that requires se-
rious consideration, is- the question
of telephones. Some time ago a roy-
al commission was appointed to look
into this question and from the evi-
dence it does not appear to be in the
best interests of the public to allow
a large corporation to secure control
of the telephoné system of a province
because, as in the case of the Bell
Company, they are big and strong
enough to enter into agreements
with trailway and other companies,
and having control of ‘the long dis-
tance lines are able to kill out all
competition and to .fix rates at a
figure which they may consider fair
but which the public do not. This is
a matter 1 have no doubt will be tak-
L en up by the Government.

Mr. Sutherland touched briefly on
the eonference at Ottawa re provin-
cial ‘subsidies and also the second
conference on the extension of ‘boun-
daries toward® Hudson’se Bay. In
regard to the latter he said that in
view of the regent debate in the
House of Commons he hoped that
when - the ‘Hudson’'s Bay railway is
bailt it would be part, of a great
