Not many members of the Irish Parlia­

This 
gentleman is one of that vast numbe» of# 
the Irish race who by their genius have 

' won distinction in foreign lands, which 
it would have been impossible for 'them 
to win in their fatherland. John Diltion, 
in a speech at a St. Patrick’s Day ban­
quet in London on March 18th, quoted 
the following from a London Times ar­
ticle some years ago:

“Send an Irishman «to Australia, or 
America, or to Great Britain evefi, and 
there he will distinguish himself, and 
will make a career for himself in com­
petition with all the other nations of the 
world, but keep him at home in Deland 
and he becomes a discontented rebel, and 
-can never make a career for himself.”

Of course ithe Times threw the blame

The following letter appears in the Syd­
ney Morning Herald, addressed to the and Chitrai, and relieve the belea­

It must be remembered that British rule 
in India depends on the instantaneous 
wiping out of disaffection and revolt. 
That is, cf course, one of the responsi­
bilities of the Indian Government.

gary Herald as follows: In Friday’s | 
Herald you had an article beaded Pro- j 
tection for Farmers, and in It you 
went to efhcww «how protection benefited j 
the farmers ot Alberta. Your first j 
point is that as there is a duty of 4 
cents per lb. on butter, therefore the 
farmers of Alberta are benefited to 
«that exterpt. You then quote creamery 
buttter as toeing worth 25 cents per lb. 
at Innrtsfall. At 4 cents per lb. the 
duty on this would toe only 16 per 
cent- How does this compare with 
the 30 and 100 per cent- given too manu­
facturera? As tihe duty is not likely 
to toe put under 20 per cent- for some 
years to come, farmers would gain 
rather than lose on this line. But tf 
you wlM look up the authorities I tihink 
you will find that the duty on butter 
was 4 cents per lb- under the old re­
venue tariff, and that it was not
