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AGAINST THE

McPhie Won Suit to Recover 
Money Paid For Stock-

Biggar os. McBrayne Was Dis 
posed of Yesterday.

/. R. Cambden Won Suit Against 
Amusement Co.

The non-jury High Court sitting was 
completed this morning, having lasted 
only two days. The important case of 
the list was that of Stewart McPliie vs. 
Universal Signal Company, and it was 
disposed of this morning.

The plaintiff sought to recover money 
he had paid for stock and for cancella­
tion of his stock. Mr. McPhie said 
when he first expressed his intention of 
going into the deal Mr. G. T. Stewart, 
of John A. Street & Co., brokers, Toron­
to, had explained the matter, pointing j 
cut the cost of installing the apparatus \ 
required for signals and the amount of j 
stock which had been sold. He had paid . 
for 200 shares in the company, and had 
taken a receipt from the representa­
tives of the company.

Col. Logie, counsel for the plaintiff, 
read a letter to the plaintiff which slat 
ed that the stock would become invalu­
able. Another letter notified him that 
his note for the stock was due.

The witness said lie had a second in­
terview with Mr. Stewart, in which he 
asked him to take out more stock, and 
offered greater inducements than be­
fore. but the offer was not accepted.

G. M. Clark, counsel for the defend­
ants, objected to all the conversations 
being gone into, but Col. Logic contend- ; 
ed that misrepresentations were claimed 
and all the conversations had something ! 
to do with it. The objection was up- I 
held.When cross-examined Mr. McPhie said ! 
he had not seen Stewart prior to the , 
time when the application was made. | 
He had been shown the device, and con- . 
side red it all right, and still thought it j 
was all right in itself. When he had j 
gone to see it he was in the office for j 
about a half an hour talking over the ( 
contract. He had been told of a propo- . 
sal to instal a signal system on the j 
Michigan Central which was to have 
cost about *300 per mile. Other railway 
companies, it was explained to him, weie 
going to have systems installed, but it 
was the Michigan Central deal which 
made him think it a profitable invest_ 
Lent. He had received the amount of 
stock he had been promised for *UKK).

Mr. W. S. Wallace -aid Mr. St war . of 
the John A. Street Company, had inter 
viewed him and endeavored to sell him 
stock in the company. Mr. Stewart had 
made the representation that the corn- 
pan v had about completed the deal with 
tie Michigan Central Railway and hail 
invited him to go to Toronto to see the 
system, which he did. He hail then pur­
chased stock in the company.

Mr. Thomas Ramsay said lie had also 
bought, stock, on the representations of 
Mr. Stewart. He had bought 200 shares. 
After some time had passed he inquired' 
when tilie deal with the Intercolonial 
Railway would he effected, but could 
get no satisfaction.

C. GeHs said he had also been •stcir- 
ed,? down to Toronto to see the signal. 
He had been told that it was one of the 
best things put on the market, and the 
Michigan Central intended to install the 
system, he was told, but it had not been 
done, lie had invested $.300 in the stoek.

Mr. John V. Street. President of the 
John A. Street Company, said Mr. Stew­
art was the superintendent of agencies. 
They had a deal to sell the stock of the 
Universal Signal Company. All money 
received for the stock of the Signal Com­
pany was paid over to them.

Hon. Richard Harcourt, treasurer ' of 
the company, said if money had been 
paid over for the stock, the shares had 
been given out. He identified the trans­
fer book of the company, which showed 
that certain shares had been transferred 
to Stewart McPhie. He (witness) had 
interviewed Mr. Lumsden, of the Michi­
gan Central, who arranged that he meet 
the chief engineers. He had interviewed 
them on a number of occasions. The 
company had expressed themselves pleas­
ed with it. They ha Id told him that it 
had cost considerable to avoid accidents, 
and they were willing to *p«-nd more to 
get something better. They asked for 
maps and other things. About ten days 
after that conference; Mr. Price, the m 
ventor, and himself were again requested 
to interview the officials of the vniv 
pany. These interviews had been very 
encouraging. All he had asked was that 
Mr. Price be given an opportunity of iry- 
iptig it on eight or ten mile* of ‘heir 

• line. They promised nothing - except :vn 
investigation. He had a<ked the chief 
engineer for an opportunity to try the 
signal on two miles of the company’s

Mr. Logie requested that the letters 
Mr. Harcourt wrote to Mr. Webb. Chief 
Engineer of the Michigan Central, and 
also all letters Mi. Webb had written 
to him. be submitted, but Mr. Parker 
objected, stating they had uot been 
called for. Mr. Logie said he had given 
Mr. Parker notice that, they would be 
called for.

Mr. W. T. Stewart, superintendent of 
agencies of the John A. Street Company, 
said those who had purchased stock bad 
not been told that the deals were about 
closed, but they had spoken of railways 
in general. All representations he had 
made he had received from the John A. 
Street <$: Company, whom he presumed 
had received such representation from 
the company. He had uot told McPhie 
that he believed in the scheme to such 
an extent that lie would uot be afraid 
to put his mother's or his owis money 
into it, or was likely to. McPhie had 
been iu his office shortly afterwards, 
but he had not told him that the con­
tract with the Michigan Central was 
about closed, but had said that negotia­
tions were on. He had told McPhie the 

: cost of installing the system was about 
i $300, and the charge was $700 per mile.

Mr. John A., Street was recalled and 
Mr. Logie questioned him as to the mon- 

; ey that had been paid over. He said all 
the money they' had received was paid 

I over to the company.
His Lordship said he didn’t thiuk 

; there was any doubt, by the evidence of 
! the witnesses, as to the way the business 

had been carried on. Stewart denied the 
| statements of two of the witnesses, but 
: his letters referred otherwist. It had 
; been made to appear more tangible and 
; aubstajntial than it really was. He was- 
! n't concerned with where the money
Lwent.

Hie Lordship gave judgment for the

plaintiff with costs, and refused to stay 
the execution.

The case will be appealed.
The action of McLelland vs. Guest for 

injunction in connection with property 
at 12 Napier street, was settled out of 
court, by the plaintiff agreeing to pur­
chase the property.

A PARTNERSHIP SUIT.
At yesterday afternoon’s sitting of 

the High Court the most of the time -was 
taken up with the S. D. Biggar vs. W. 
S. MeRraync action, for the recovery of 
certain accounts paid to the. defendant 
while a partner of the plaintiff, which 
the defendant claimed he had instructed 
the bookkeeper to charge to him per­
sonally. but which she did not do. The 
amount involved was in the neighbor­
hood of $500.

Mr. W. 8. McBrayne. in giving evi­
dence. said at the time the winding-up 
of the partnership was discussed by him 
and Mr. Biggar each had offered the 
other $2.000 for a release to take over 
the business. Mr. Biggar had later 
offered to take over the liabilities of 
the firm for $3.000. but he did not 
think the amount was proper, and ex­
pressed his intention of giving $2.000. 
which Mr. Biggar accepted, and the 
release was given to him.

His lordship held that the release gov­
erned all parties, but gave iudgment for 
the plaintiff, restraining the defendant 
from collecting the Coburn account, 
which amounted to about $125.

The Camlfden action against the Ham­
ilton Amusement Company was the next 
to l>e taken up. The plaintiff. J. R. 
Cambden, sought to have the accounts 
which had been incurred verified. Tie 
further claimed that rlie business of the 
Gaiety Theatre, which the company had 
originally started, on the understanding 
that they were to supply him with 
money, had been carried on at a loss 
of about $1.000. which was the amount 
of his salary, and other expenses. He 
wanted the shareholders of the defend­
ant company to share the deficit.

The first witness. J. R. Cambden. the 
nlaintiff. when cross-questioned by A. 
M. l^ewis, counsel for the defendants, 
said he had been one of the original 
promoters, of the company. He had been 
appointed a.s manager, but was really 
proprietor.

The case was unfinished when court 
adjourned.

This morning judgment was given foe 
the plaintiff. A. M. Lewis asked if the 
com pa nr would have to go on paying 
money into the business, and His Lord- 
ship said the company should be wound 
up.

GIRL SHOT.
Mysterioe» Shooting Affair m 

Toronto This Morning.

Girl Was Coming to Hamilton to 
Take a Situation.

(Special Wire to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., Dec. 1.—A curio ua 

shooting took place this morning at 43 
Osier avenue, when Jean Buckley, aged 
16, shot herself through the left breast, 
with a 22-calibre rifle. There is little 
hope held out for her recovery at Grace 
Hospital, where she was taken; The girl 
was employed in a candy factory, and, so 
far as Ht known, she had no trouble. 
Early this morning she dressed herself, 
as usual, and. after her father had left 
t-he house, put on her hat and coat, left 
her mother and brother downstairs, and 
went up into an empty attic, used a-> a 
store room, where a small rifle was kept. 
A moment later a shot was heard, and 
the girl was found lying on the floor, 
bleed mg profusely, liow the rifle had 
been fired is not known. The bullet, en­
tered the left breast and penetrated to 
within half an inch of the heart. The 
girl’s brother said at first that his sis­
ter had called to him. that she wa.» shot, 
but later he* contradicted this. He stat­
ed that the rifle wiPT not loaded, so far 
|as he knew. It was reported that the 
girl was about to leave shortly to take a 
position in Hamilton.
