My very dear ——

A short time after I arrived at Eramanga, I wrote you
a fow lines—rather hurriedly—to forward to you by a
vessel which made & swallow visit to this island ; and |
shall now endeavor to supply their defect, by supplying
you with a little more satisfactory information about the
work of God in this part of the mission field.

In the first place, I am happy to inform you that some
formidable obstructions which we found cast in our way
