SINGLE TAX IN
WESTERN OANA.A

“The s'ngle tex idea, which
swept over Western Canada, had
the eéffect, which its friends pre
dicted. It not only killed the
boom in real estate, but strikes
at private ownership in real es
tate and worked out in the di
rection of confiszation. The
worst feature of the confiscation
is that the lands will not be held
by the municipslities tut will be
sold to those who are fortunate
enough to be able to purchase
them for the amount of the tax
es. In the city of Edmoenton
alone there are no less than eigh
teen thousand lots of land ad
vertised to meet unpaid taxes,
varying from $3 to $4¢ on each
lot. The tragedy of this lies in
the fact that it is not the svecula
tors in the land wio are suffer
ing, but the innocent people who
bought the land.”"—Moncton

This is a peculiar sample of logic.
The Transcript tells us that the laad
tax in Western Canada “strikes at
private ownership in real estate and
wo-ked out in the directica of con
tiscation” because land owners there,
\uucludmg that it is unprofitable to
hold their lacds, allowed the cities to
take them for taxes due thereon. The
land, by this process is released from
private ofnership, and becomes pu~e
ly public property. But, The Tran
script also tells us that “the lands
will not be held by the municipalities
