A meeting of the Liberal mem­
bers of the Legislature and the 
Liberal candidates already in the 
field was held in Charlottetown 
last evening when it was con­
cluded to bring on the Local 
elections, on Tuesday or Wednes­
day, the 6th or 7th of December 
The Legislature will be dis­
solved and the exact date for 
the elections chosen at 
meeting of the Executive to-day. 
The latest of the dates mentioned 
places the elections just four 
weeks from to-day. This is not 
n very lr>na *itTW* *9 (tiennes the 
public issues involved ; but should 
be quite long enough to prove to 
the most casual observer of the 
trend of public affairs that the 
Peter's Government should be 
driven from power without much 
ceremony. The Government 
themselves know that they are 
completely discredited before the 
Country, that the heads of the 
public departments are utterly 
unfit for the discharge of the 
offices they assume, and that un 
der their control matters have 
run riot, and that every sera 
blance of political decency has 
been thrown to the winds. In 
the face of their solemn pre­
election promises, the Provincial 
debt has been piled up to about 
three quarters of a million of dol 
lars, notwithstanding the hun 
dreds of thousands of dollars of 
taxes collected. Debt deficits and 
deceit have been the principal 
features of the public record of 
the Government now in power in 
this Province. Their record has 
been one of such political disgrace 
that no hone'St man can be found to 
siy a word in its favor. Had the 
members of the Government and 
their supporters any sense of 
shame they would not have the 
temerity to ask the people for 
further support. But in the face 
of all this they go to the counrty. 
What shall the people’s verdict 
be? ^ ^ ^

The Federal Elections
The federal elections, held on 

Thursday last, resulted as our 
readers are already aware in favor 
of the Government The Gov 
.emment’s majority is apparently 
somewhat increased from what it 
was in the last Parliament The 
exact number of members elected 
by both parties will be better 
known after declaration day ; but 
there is uo doubt about the Gov- 
ernments majority being very 
large. All the Provinces except 
Ontario and Prince Edward Island 
gave Government majorities. We 
must say, we are very much dis­
appointed at the general result, as 
we certainly expected the Govern­
ment would have a close call, if 
it would not be defeated. Our 
own Province did splendidly, elect­
ing three Conservatives out of a 
possible four. At the same time 
we must confess that the result in 
King’s County is a disappoint­
ment. All through the campaign 
it looked as if Mr. McLean would 
be elected ; but, as the figures show, 
he was defeated by a small major­
ity. It was hoped that the Island 
would have elected four Conser­
vatives, and in view of the small 
majority secured by Mr. Hughes, 
the only Liberal elected, it seems 
altogether too bad that Mr. John 
McLean has not been returned 
along with Messrs. Alexander 
Martin, A. A. McLean and A. A. 
Lefurgey to complete the Conser­
vative contingent from this Pro­
vince. Queen’s County did itself 
credit by the manner in which it 
responded to the call of duty and 
elected Messrs. Martin and McLean 
with such splendid majorities, 
while in Prince County the young 
and energetic Mr. Lefurgey won a 
magnificent victory against very 
heavy influences. We extend to 
Messrs. Martin, McLean and Le­
furgey our most hearty congratu­
lations on their splendid triumph 
at the polls. In anothèr column 
we publish the figures for the dif­
ferent polls in this Province, to­
gether with the results in the same 
polls at the latest previous elec­
tions. These figures are subject 
to some correction on declaration 
day.

vinces the Government’s greatest 
success was in Nova Scotia, where 
first accounts give the Liberals the 
whole representation of the Pro­
vince, 18 members. Later advices 
seem to indicate that in the Riding 
of Cape Breton and Victoria the 
Conservative may be elected. The 
most regrettable feature of all is 
the defeat of Mr. Borden, Leader 
of the Conservative party, who 
went down with the other Con­
servatives in Halifax. The means 
used to defeat him may be ascer­
tained later. Mr. Borden's defeat 

a decided loss to the public life 
of the Dominion. His absence 
from Parliament we feel sure will 
be regretted not only by Conser­
vatives, but by many Liberals as 
well. The statesmanship of our 
country can ill afford to be de­
prived of Mr. Borden’s eminent 
services, and we hope his retire­
ment may ‘be but of short dura­
tion.

In Quebec there appears to have 
been a gain of only four seats, the 
parties standing 52 Liberals to 11 
Conservative* and 1 independent 
with 1 election yet to be held, 
At the general election in 1900 
only 7 Conservatives' were return 
ed. In the last Parliament On­
tario had 53 Conservatives,37 Lib­
erals and 2 independents. But 
the Laurier Government was 
anxious to change this condition of 
things, and gerrymandered the 
Province. In addition to this the 
Province was deprived of six 
members by the redistribution bill 
This left Ontario with 86 mem­
bers instead of 92, and the Liberals 
boasted that they would have 
majority of ten at the election, 
But in spite of the loss of members 
by redistribution and the injustice 
of the gerrymander this Province 
elected a majority of 9 Conserva 
lives, the parties standing : con 
servatives 46, liberals 37, indepen 
dents 2, with one place yet to 
be accounted for.

New Brunswick did better for 
the Conservatives than at the elec 
tion of 1900, returning 6 opposi 
tion members to 7 Liberals. Dr 
Daniel was reelected in St John 
by a majority of over 1,200, and 
Dr. Stocton was returned for St. 
John city and county by upwards 
of 600 majority, thus snowing the 
two liberal candidates out of sight 
Another great victory for the Con 
servatives in New Brunswick was 
in York County, where a young 
man named Crocket won hand 
somely, defeating Gibson and 
overcoming the Gibson influence, 
including the eastern railway re- 
cently bought for $800,000 by the 
Government.

Greater Conservative success 
was expected from the West than 
materialized on election day. 
Manitoba seems to have returned 
6 liberals and 3 Conservatives,with 
one election to be held later. The 
Territories seem to have gone 
almost exclusively Liberal, the 
standing of parties being 7 Liberals 
and 1 Conservative, with one elec 
tion yet to be held. British Col 
umbia returned 5 Liberals and 
Conservative. The Yukon election 
is yet to be held. This seems to 
leave the standing of parties 
the new Parliament as follows, so 
far as present information goes 
133 Liberals, 72 Conservatives, 
independents, with 6 elections yet 
to be held.

In addition to our brilliant and 
talented leader, Mr. Borden, the 
Conservatives have to deplore the 
loss of several other men of first 
rank who fell in the ffght. Among 
these are T. C. Casgrain, of Mont­
morency, Quebec, and Mr. Rufus 
Pope, of Compton, in the same 
Province. The influences brought 
to bear against these leaders by 
the Government was such as no 
man could overcome. But the 
loss of these splendid men is com­
pensated for in some degree by 
the election, of Hon. G. E. Foster 
who won in North Toronto 
by a majority of 144 
against Mayor Urquhart, the 
strongest man the Liberals could 
pick out, and Mr. Bergeron, who 
is elected for his old constituency 
of Beauharnois by 256. and Ames 
in St. Antoine division of Mon 
treal, who had a majority of 710.

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London, Nov. 6.—The ships of tbe 
Roesian Baltic squadron sailed at six 
o’clock this morning from Tangier 
Their destination haa not been disclosed.

A despatch last night said that tbe 
battleships Victorious and Magnificent, 
sailed from Gibraltar under orders to 
patrol the Straits. The battleships 
Illustrious and Jupiter, were ordered to 
put to sea immediately, and it is be­
lieved they will proceed westward.

Washington, Nov. 5. —The Japanese 
Legation received several days ago a 
cablegram from Tokio giving offl liai re 
ports of recent operations around Port 
Arthur. Owing to the pressure of work 
the cablegram has just been tranelaied. 
Practically the entire despatch confirms 
the report that the old part of Port 
Arthur was ret on fire Oot 8th and that 
on the following day great damage was 
inflicted against the Russian mine 
clearing vessels in the harbor, two of 
them catching fice.

Cuicago, Fov 7.—(Snecial)— A special 
to the Chicago Dailv News fron Dalny, 
Nov 6, via Kobe, Nov 7, says : Aftei 
three days of continuons bombardment 
of Port Arthur which caused extensive 
destruction to the Sbojnsan and Nery- 
nsann forts in the west centre of the 
Russian line of defence and also to 
Keekwao fort, the right wing of the 
Japanese army assaulted Sbojnsan 
yesterday afternoon. Having carried 
the approaches to that, height the as 
sailants entrenched themselves under 
the glacis of the forte.

In the evening the left wing delivered 
an assault on Keekwanf fighting Its way 
to the lower parapet. There the Japs 
held the ground stubbornly in the face 
of Russian counter attacks. Having 
been reinforced during the night the 
Russeians charged down upon the Japs 
and a desperate band to band confl e 
ensued. The Japs beat back the enemy 
and destroyed two covered positions in 
the front moat. A Japanese suh lien 
tentant with 30 volunteers then succeed­
ed in making his way to the rear of tbe 
fort. There he engsged in a persrnsl 
conflict with a Russian officer and kil­
led him. Having discovered two more 
defences in the rear moat the sub­
lieutenant withdrew hie force with the 
loss of two men.

Later in the evening tbe advanced 
position of the Japs was taken and 
retaken twice. The besiegers succeed­
ed in holding the approaches and 
construcling trenches connecting them 
with their own army Iront parallel. 
At dawn numbers of dead vee visible 
on the elopes north of Fort Fiv, where 
the new and tld batteries in the 1 ne of 
defence were captured by ihe severe 
fighting of the night. These operations 
have driven an effective wedge into 
the Russian centre. Severe explosions 
have occurred in the fortress within the 
last few days. The total casualties o'- 
the Japanese in the late attack were 
1,100. More than five hundred were 
killed up to Oct. 29 The spirits of tbe

one of the Japanese trenches collapsed 
into a Russian gallery and the enemy 
being surprised underground fled in 
confusion.

The latest news from Port Arthur 
intimates that matters have about 
reached a criais. Tbe Japanese general 
has sent a demand to the Russian 
general in command of the fort to 
surrender. Nothin» definite had been 
decided in regard to this demand at 
latest advices.

Attempted Hold Up.

Philadelphia, Nov. 6.—According to 
the crew of the Philadelphia & New 
York express train on the Pennsylvania 
railroad, which left Washington at 6.10 
tonight, two unsuccessful attempts were 
made to hold up the train at Harye de 
Grace and Perryville, in Maryland, by 
two men, one of whom was a negro. 
The men escaped. It is believed the 
men boorded the train at Baltimore 
Just as tbe train approached the long 
bridge at Havre de Grice, the express 
messenger, Herbert Garter, saw a white 
man prying at the front door of the 
express car with an iron bar and a 
moment later the man thrust a 
revolver through the creviee which the 
bar had made. He ordered the 
messenger to let him in, but the 
messenger replied by firing his revolver 
and palled the signal cord for the 
engineer to stop. When the train cam' 
to a standstill, Conductor Sibley ran 
forward to the engine and there found 
a colored man standing on the coal in 
the lender with a revolver in his hand. 
He was ordered to come down At 
first be refused, bat after a short 
argument he lef. the tender. Going 
back to tbe express car, Sibley was told 
by the messenger what had happen; d 
but the white man had disappeared. 
The train resumed its journey, and 
when it reached Perryville, on the 
farther side of tbe bridge, the two men 
again appeared, one on the tender and 
the other on the front platform of the 
express car, which was immedistely 
behind tbe tender. The train was 
again promptly stopped, bnt before the 
twe men wonld be captured they dis­
appeared in the darkneea. At 
Wilmington, Del., the conductor 
reported tbe matter, and telegrams 
were sent to Baltimore, Perryville, 
Havre de Grace and other points along 
the line to intercept the men.

80 to 
Nov 3 inclusive, which show that the 
Jape continue to vigorously) press the 
attack and that they aie neing mostly 
artillery to batter down the Russian 
defences, following tbe artillery fire 
with valorous infantry rashes. The 
five days fighting gave the Japanese 
distinct gsine, materially shortening 
the defensive power of the gatrieon.
