He drew a comparison
between the material perils of the
Franoce that Jeanne helped to deliver
and the perils that, at the present
time, threaten its very existence ag
a Catholic nation ; concluding that
the Blessed Maid must again be
oalled upon to save her oountry |
The procession then took place,
but it was less numerous than usual,
The municipal Counneil took part in
it, but the civil and local societies
and associations kept aloof, while
the army had a separate military
function in the afternoon. “One
freely realized the want of union
thet exiate,” says a newspaper re-
porter. By its narrow gectarian
prejudices, the Government has
shorn & unique celebration of its
picturesqueness and originality, be=
gides inflicting a gratnitous insult
upon the Church. Since Jeanne 'd
Arc bss been raised to the altar she
has become a *“olerioal” and her past
gervices are ignored by the atheists

Io Paris, preparations on a large
soale were made, and, as early as
the morning of May 7 blue flags
with Jeanne’s portrait, the Papal
standard, white and yellow, the
familiar tricolor and fac similes of
the Maid’s famous banper with its
magic words: “Jhesus, Marisa,”
were flying gaily from many win.
dows, Then came, like a thunder-
bolt, the news that Edward VII
had died the mnight before. This
was followed by a notice sent to the
newspapers by the archbishop, re
questing Catholies, as & mark of
sympathy with the mourning of a
friendly, pation, to abstain from
decorating and illominating as they
had intended to do, but to be &ll the
more zealous in celebrating the feast
within the churches. Tue arch-
bishop’s tectful act mnst appeal to
the Boglish people, and in many a
Paris chgroh prayers were offered
up in private for the dead king.

It the feast of the beroine was
thua deprived of Bome of its oute
ward splendor in Paris, the churches
were orowded throughoat the day.
They had been appropriately decor-
ated with banners upon which were
insoribed the most glorious dates of
her short life and the places most
closely connected with her memory ;
Vaunconleurs, Qrleans, Reims, Rouen
Rome. At Notre Dame, her
panegyric was preached by 'abbe
Sertillanges, in presence of the
archbishop snd of the principsl
leaders of the Catholic party.

In the provinges, fetes in bopor
of the national heroine continue to
take place and often assume a
picturesque form, appealing strong-
ly to the emotional and artistic side
of the French temperament, These
manifestations have a twofold ad-

form of publication by which the
popular mind can be reached,

Anu evil Press, largely oironlated
and read by many who suspect no
evil, is rupidly sapping the faith of
the maultitades,

Unfortupately there exists in our
nature & propeosity to evil. What-
ever flatters our passions or vicions
inclinatioos we, as a rule, are readier
to follow than what is googd and vir-
tuous,  Heooce we find that bad
books are more generally read than
good ones, and that newspapers
wherein religion and morality are
ountraged, have a very wide ciroula-
tion. If anything more than bad
example tends to propagate vioce, it
is bad reading. Vice in itgelf ig
odious, but whgnydecked out in the
false.coloring of a cleverly written
book it becomes enticing. Young
inguisitive people-—and young peo
ple are generally inquisitive—are
tempted-

After persuing such & book their
horror of vice is much lessensd, they
take up another; and so, by degrees,
their ideas  become perverted.
Nearly all men agree that it is the
faggiliarity with viee which develops
all the immorsl and vicious propen=
sities of human nature, and it is this
familiarity with the face of vice
which is 80 contagious, and drews
80 mAany inta the vortex of erime in
the large oities while its absenoce
keeps country life so pare and un-
tarnished.

It is indeed hard to say which is
the more dangerous among hooks—
ihoge whioh are wriiten professedly
against Christ, His Church and His
laws, or the furtive and stealihy
literature which is penateated
throggh ang through with unbelief
and passion, falase prinoiples,
immoral whispers and inflaming
imaginations. To read swoh books
is & moral oontaglion—it is to im-
bibe poison—it is certain spiritaal
death.
