I wee very g led to eee in looking 

over your local columns, that you h 
celled the ettention of the Council to e 
much neglected subject, end e much 
needed reform in the matter of the 
town adopting e systematic method of 
abode tree planting, which ought to 
commend itself to everybody. Let any 
oee who takes the least interest in the 
question take a walk around the town, 
wad view the different streets, and see 
flow many there are which are almost 
bare of trees of any description what­
ever, streets which one weald imagine 
would he filled np by private enterprise. 
Goderich it famed for its beautiful, wide 
attests and there is hardly a single one, 
but what might be converted into e 
beautiful avenue by the aid of shade 
trees. What would Euclid avenue in 
Cleveland be, were it not 1er its beauti­
ful shade trees I and if a beginning bad 
never been made on that magnificent 
street by planting trees it never would 
have become the charming place that it 
is. And the sa see in regard to every other 
avenue in «ties. Supposing Elgin street 
had been planted seven or eight years 
ago, with elm trees from one end to the 
other, what a lovely "eaue it would be 
todty ; and it count have been done 
then juat as easily as now, and now, 
just aa may as ten years hence. The 
experiment has been tried on Bast and 
West street and the square with splen­
did results. What earthly reason is 
there that it should stop there ! It is al­
most a tin that a town like Goderich,with 
so many natural advantages, and which 
could so easily be beautified e hundred 
fold by a system of tree planting, ii left 
to the mercy of those only who are 
willing to plant trees in front of their 
properties. Where one does this, ten 
neglect to do so, the consequences being 
that there is »n indiscriminate planting 
of trees all over town, but no streets 
except two or three, where there it any 
attempt at regularity. It is very strange 
that one hundred dollars can be blown 
up in the air every 1st of July in fire­
works for the sake of a few moments 
pleasure, when the seme amount of 
money invested by the town in 
judicious planting of shade trees would 
confer benefit» beyond comparison. 
Suppose the experiment of buying shade 
trees was established, instead of voting 
grants of money for trivial celebration 
purposes it ought to commend itself to 
the intelligence of every reasonable 
man. It is said by granting money for 
celebration a crowd is sure to come to 
town, but for how long, only one day. 
By devoting money f-,r permanently 
beautifying the town instead, people will 
be more and more induced to stay with 
us all summer ; and what cheaper way 
of doing it than by planting trees. Let 
ns displsy a little common sense, and 
when we get the trees all planted, we 
trill never «ant to go back to the tire 
works' I could respectfully ask every 
councillor to wake up to the importance of 
this matter.and votes special grant every 
year for this purpose. It is not money 
thrown away but money invested in 
good security, by the benefits which will 
be derived, Hoping to see the question 
raised at the next meeting of the 
council and discussed intelligently.

In the spring the stomache of a great 
many people seem to go on a "•trike." 
There ie little appetite, little relish for 
food, and yet the demands for strength 
to labor ere increased as the season ad­
vances. Resort in many such cases is 
had to tonics, stimulants, bloed-perifiere 
and nostrums of various sorts, in the 
hope of betterment, sometime* with ap­
parently good results. These results, 
however, are often like those attained 
by applying the lash to a horse whoie 
load ie to heavy for him. Under the 
•pur of the whip he may rally hie force» 
and start up and keep up for a time, but 
the whip hai-not given him any strength 
and the spasmodic effort has increased 
hie exhaustion. '

There are a variety of causes that 
prod wee the leaeitude from which so 
many suffer during this period of the 
year. In winter our main care is to 
keep warm, and warmth is often secured 
at the expense of ventilation. The 
blood, imperfectly oxygenated, becomes 
loaded with effete matters (which are 
deposited along the tissues) end deprived 
of iti normal vitality. When the stimu­
lus of frosty air ie withdrawn the whole 
system droops until it becomes adjusted 
to they change. The food eaten 
the winter is largely ef a heat producing 
character, and one is more liable to over­
eat in winter than in summer, and over­
eating with lack of exercise in the open 
sir causes laatitude in the epriqg.

Those who are habitual to the use of 
tonics and stimulants all the year round 
are often at alose, when the first warm 
weather comes, whet to take to spur up 
their flagging energies This ie the 
penalty they must pay for the continual 
use of the goad. There is no food in 
tonics, no strength. They simply make 
available such resources of the body as 
it already contains, and their tendency 
is alwsys to bankrupt these resources. 
Those who depend on tea and coffee, 
quinine, opium, alcohel, tobacco, for 
strength, grow thin, sallow, nervous and 
weak. The stomachs of such people lose 
their power of craving aud assimilation 
of .a sufficient supply of food to keep the 
body in good condition, end this state 
of things naturally tends to get worse 
rather than better. All this is alpha­
betical, but there are thousands of 
people who have not learned their abo’s 
in hygiene and need just this kind uf in­
struction.

The eagerness with which at this 
season we welceroe early vegetables end 
acid fruits of all kinds is very significant 
of their value to us as articles of that 
diet. Lettuce, spinach, dandelion, greens 
radishes, cold slaw, are in demand, and 
the reason doubtless is that they con­
tain just the salts the body needs for the 
purification of the blood. By the use of 
these foods end of the cereals and the 
lighter fish and flesh feeds the volume 
of food can easily be kept up, while rich 
and heavy meats, pasties and puddings 
retire into the background. By judicious 
feeding medicines can be almost entirely 
eliminated from the necessary family 
supplies. If all the money put into 
patent medicines and quack nostrums, 
which are often worse than useless, were 
spent in obtaining suitable food and rest, 
the health of our people aa a nation 
would be vastly better.

Those who have during the winter 
obeyed the fundamental laws of health 
will have alight difficulty in adjusting 
themselves to the changing condition of 
temperature, and by continued recogni­
tion of hygienic and sanitary laws 
through the coming season they will 
largely escape the ills of various sorts 
that lie wait to destroy. “It is not in 
stars but in ourselves that we are under 
lings. ” It is not in the order of Livtne 
Providence that we are weak, sickly and 
diseased, but because we or our parents 
have transgressed that order and we aie 
of necessity suffering the penalty 
transgression.
