Thai Slabbing Case.

After Patrick Clarke had stabbed 
the unfortunate man John Hudson in 
the manner related in yesterday's 
Telegram, he walked quickly to the 
head of the Smith Co.'s pier and hold­
ing the blood besmeared sheath knife 
with which he had committed the 
deed in his hand foY awhile, again be­
gan pacing the wharf to and fro. When 
the employees heard of what had oc­
curred they quickly left the premises, 
and the man until the arrival of Con­
stables O'Neill and Tulk had all that 
part'of the wharf on which fcc paced 
to and fro to himself. When the of­
ficers reached him he had replaced 
the knife in the sheath which hung 
to a belt at his waist but he seemed to 
be in a very ugly mood. The officers 
pounced on and handcuffed him quick­
ly and then dispossessed him of the 
knife. He was warned on being arrest­
ed that any statement be would make 
would be used as evidence against 
him, and he kept quiet and uttered no 
word. Shortly before the stabbing 
occurred the man went into upper 
Know ling’s hardware store and pur­
chased the sheath knife which he used 
on Hudson. The clerk who served 
him took hiin to be a seaman and no­
thing about him struck the man be­
hind the counter as being peculiar. 
On taking the knife he tried its edge 
on his thumb, seemed satisfied with it 
and placed it in the sheath at hit 
waist. He put down, more mone; 
than the article was worth, but seem 
ed to be in a hurry and left the shot 
without waiting for the change which 
the clerk was procuring for him 
When he got the money the clerk ran 
out to try and catch him and saw him. 
go quickly down the archway lead­
ing to the Smith Co.’s premises 
Shortly after he committed the des 
perate act which may iioeeibly cul 
minate in his victim's death. Both ht 
and Hudson were good labouring men 
and seemed to he always on the best 
of terms. If there was ah unpleas­
antness at any time between them 
none of their friends knew.it. Though 

;the victim's name apears on the pay­
lists where he was employed as 
Samuel Hutchings, he war generally 
known especially when he lived on the 
King's Road as John Hudson, and his 
family also went by the name of Hud­
son not Hutchings. An ante-mortem 
statement was yesterday taken from 
Hudson at the General Hospital, the 
prisoner, Clarke, being present. To­
day the man is much improved and it 
is now expected he will recover.
