Keeping Kiel 
Canal Clear.

Co listant tiare is Necessary to Keep 
. Artificial Waterways in Working

Order. Jl
In this war canals are perhaps of 

more .frequent importance than rail­
ways, the Kiel Canal to the Germans 
and the Suez Canal to the British Gov­
ernment in Egypt. It is not generally 
known what enormous difficulties have 
to be faced in the endeavour to keep 
these cariais clear.

The Germans have spent a gigantic 
sum on their Kiel Canal, which car­
ries their ships from the North Sea 
to the Baltic. uJdst before they made 
this war they had widened it at a cost 
of fifteen "millions.

Our American friends have great 
anxieties over the Culebra Cut, in the 
Panama, but not more so than the 
Germans over their boasted water­
way. For the ground through which 
the latter is cut is in most places 
nothing but. peat—rotten, black stuff 
which keeps on breaking up and fall­
ing back into the Canal.

Also thé bottom continually “bumps 
up.” fhus lowering the depth of the 
passage. The craft that use the Kiel 
Canal have to crawl along. They say 
that if a cruiser were to make a dash 
through at top speed it would take a 
yèar and seven millions of money to 
remedy the damage done by her stern 
wave.

' Small Boats Unable to Pass.
Leave any canal alone for "eVen a 

year, and it would no longer be fit 
for navigation. Within five years 
small boat would be unable _to pass 
through it. 1 .

Each canal has its own special trou­
bles. That of the Panama is land 
slides. Many have taken place dur­
ing Its construction, many more will 
have to bé dealt w ith in coming years: 
Even at-fche .present moment-the Canal 
is completely closed to traffic because 
of an enormous landslide.

In the Culebra Cut alone nearly 
seventeen million cubic yards of ex­
tra material have had to be removed 
on account of slides since the open­
ing of the Canal. This cut is 375 feet 
deep, and at any time, if the Isthmus 
be shaken by earthquake, millions of 
tons of rock may break loose and roll 
down into the mighty ditch below.

To 'help you realise what a million 
tons of rock means it may be explain­
ed that it is enough to load three 
thousand trains.

The German-led Turks are said to be 
about to attack Egypt. If their arm­
ies ever manage to cross the water­
less desert of Sinai they will find them-- 
selves on the far bank of the broad 
Suez Canal, which will he .patrolled 
by British warships mounting guns 
beside' which the Turkish artillery will 
be mere toys.

But the Suez, Ike the Panama Can: 
al, could never afford passage for 
these great ships unless work went on 
constantly to keep it clear. It is es­
timated that, if the dredging work on 
the Suez were abandoned, within less

else could cross it dry-shod.

On both sides of the Canal stretch 
miles of dry desert,' from which every- 
wind that blows lifts the sand in edg­
ing spirals, and carries it in great 
clouds. A single storm may drop a 
thousand tons of sand into one mile 
of the Canal.

Blew Up Half Canal Bank.
Of late years a great quantity of 

trees have been planted along the 
banks in order to prevent the sand 
from drifting into the water, yet even 
so, great steam dredges are always at 
work scooping from the bottom the 
blown in sand, and dumping it along 
the shore.

Another trouble of those in charge 
of the Suez Canal is caused by "fresh 
water springs, which burst up in its 
deep bed, and pile the sand in ridges.

Worst worry of all is a ship that 
sinks in the Canal. Some years ago 
a tramp, the Chatham, sank in the 
Suez about twenty miles from Eprt 
Said. "Of course she entirely blocked 
the Channel, which is only 140 feet 
wide, hut to make matters worse, she 
had. 600 tons of dynamite aboai-d.

They coiild hot raise her, they had 
to blow.her up. The roar was heard 
over a thousand square miles, and 
about hâîf ït’jntle of the Canal bank 
went up with her remains.

The second lecture under the aus­

pices of the Patriotic Association off" 
Bonavista was given on the night of 
Feb. 5th in the S. U. F. Hall, which 
had been suitably decorated with flags 
and banners by the members of tjiat 
order.

Starting from 
the origin of the German Empire, he 
rapidly sketched the growth of this 
great federation of states and pro­
vinces, giving statistical data as to 
population, area and resources', tend­
ing to prove we are facing a formid­
able foe. Tiie amount of detail involved 
in the mobilization, training, equip­
ment and support of the millions of 
men engaged in the conflict was 
treated at length by the speaker, who 
used local references in order to more 
'fully impress his hearers. In his re­
ference to the British Navy special 
emphasis was laid on the protection 
afforded Newfoundland and the dire 
results if disaster overtook these sil­
ent watchers. Britain’s “contemptible 
little army” was not forgotten and 
the lecturer was able to show that he­
roism is as much the characteristic of 
the British Army and Navy to-day as 
it was in the ddys of Nelson and Wel­
lington. Dr. Rutherford is to be con­
gratulated on his excellent presenta­
tion’ of the subject and ably sustain­
ed his reputation as an orator. At 
the close a hearty vote of thanks was 
proposed by Rev. A. Hffltor arid sec­
onded by Adj.' Braee, both of whom 
emphasized the needs of the Empire 
arid dwelt especially on the duty o: 
the young men of Bonavista at this 
time. Other members of the Patriotic 
Association followed in the same 
strain and although no volunteers of­
fered, still it was apparent that seed 
had been sown which would bring 
forth fruit at an early date. Bonavis­
ta owes much to men like Dr. Ruther­
ford who have given time and talent 
to bring before us aspects of the 
struggle developing from time to time.

Abe Allied Fleet.
Admiral You Koester Says Fleet 

Must Only Accept Battle When it 
Can Reckon on-Victory.
Berlin, via London, Feb.,7.—Gram 

Admiral Von Koester, President of the 
German Navy League, iti -ah address 
at Kiel University to-day, declared 
that the relative strength of the Ger­
man fleet, compared to the Anglo- 
French-Russian fleèt, is perhaps one 
to four.

“We are full of the firmest confi­
dence in our fleet,” said Admiral Von 
Koester, “but we know that a sea 
battle means , death or victory, and 
that a destroyed fleet cannot be re­
placed in' the’ course of the war!' even 
if it lasts for years. We must, there­
fore, under all Conditions, -fee cautious 
in our procedure and not alldw our­
selves to be incited to no deéd which 
might eventuate in our defeat.

“For what would he the situation 
if a sea battle took place to-morrow 
in which each one of our ships took a 
hostile ship to the bottom with it, and 
perhaps some others? Then we 
should he without a fleet and England 
could proceed gradually in its attacks 
against our coasts. Our coast from 
Emden to Memet would be most sev­
erely threatened. Landing attempts, 
if they were sufficiently well prepar­
ed t could succeed at places most un­
comfortable to us. - ■ '

“Our fleet must protect us under all 
conditions, and may accept battle 
only when it can reckon on victory,”

In conclusion, Admiral Von Koes­
ter said the fact that Admiral Fisher, 
the British First Sea Lord, had not 
changed the plans that were being 
pursued by Prince Louis of Batteri- 
burg. the former First Sea Lonj, 
“can be taken as showing England's 
intention to dictate terms of peace 
eventually with its fleet.”
