Fires in the Country.—The Orange­
ville Sun says huge fires are raging in 
the townships of Luther, Amaranth, Me- 
lancthon and Nottawasaga ; the soil in 
some places being burned to the depth of 
four feet.

Messrs. Bench 
aud Huston had their barns and stables 
completely destroyed ; while the fences 
and a great portion of the crops on the 
farms of the others were reduced to ashes. 
Mr. Her~y Carter is also a heavy loser by 
the fire. The property destroyed was 
mostly un’nsured, and valued at $8,000.
In Nottawasaga the pineries have been 
burning for a week. In thia connection 
we may add that a fire last week destroy­
ed twelve tons of hay, belonging to Mr. 
McIntyre, of Puslinch, despite the vigor­
ous efforts of the proprietor and neighbors 
to save it ; and the dwelling of the Rev. 
Mr Barrie, Eramoea, was in such danger 
from a conflagration in the swamp, 
on Saturday la#, ti*t it required almost 
constant watching.

Exploded.—The merchants of Hamil­
ton have cancelled their silver bond. A 
meeting of the dry goods men and cloth­
iers took place on Monday morning, and 
after some of those present had stated it as 
their belief that the arrangement had 
not been properly carried out by all who 
had signed the agreement,and that petty 
tricks were resorted to in order to evade 
a direct breaking of the agreement, it 
was thought that a small minority of the 
merchants were determined to let the 
present agreement fall through, it would 
be useless for the others to hold out any 
longer. The following resolution was 
then carried unanimously : “ That in
consequence of a minority of the meeting 
having expressed distal isiaction at the pre 
sent working of the silver movement,and 
owing to the refusal of the other trades 
to co-operate with them, the ai range­
ment entered into on the 13th^ ult. cease 
from this date.”
