Berlin, March 12.—With reference to 

the report that the Boer republics are
Ejlng for peace, the Berliner Tage- 

Uutt says: “Hitherto there has been 
bo Indication that any great power is 
Inclined to fulfill President Kruger's 
Wish and to intervene. Anyway, this 
new-fledged love of peace is a sign that 
both presidents consider the war lost.” 

IN THE COMMONS.
London, 'March 12.—In the House of 

Commons, Mr. A. 3. Balfour, replying 
to a question as -to whether, consistent 
With public interest, he could state 
the essential condition on which alone 
the government would entertain peace 
proposals from the South African Re­
publics, promised that papers in this 
connection would shortly be presented 
to the house.

It was learned that the papers prom­
ised 1% Mr. Balfour confirm in every 
respect the news cabled on Friday last, 
that the peace rumors were founded 
on the fact that President Kruger had 
appealed to Lord Salisbury for a ces­
sation of hostilities, - and offered at 
length by cable the terms which he 
was "Willing to accept. Also that the 
cable dispatch to the premier was 
signed by President Steyn, as well 
as by President Kruger. The answer 
was an emphatic rejection by Lord Sal­
isbury, who also said that no such at­
tempt to retain the Independence of the 
Transvaal -could be considered for a 
moment by the British Government.
