The most successtul Exhibition of
Agricultural and Horticaltural Products
and Colonial Manulactures ever held in
British Columbia, came off yesterday.
Wheh we say: the most successtul, we
8peak not alone of the pecapiary results,
(which were good,) bat of the fresh im~
petus which the vigorous competition de-
veloped yesterday, will impart to every
productive interest in the Colony. The
attendance was very large. There were
visitors and competitors from the Main~
land and Washington Territory, from
the Hast Coast, from the districts lying
around Victoria, and from Victoria her-
self. The turnout was general, and the
fair gex, in point f number and attract~
iveness completely threw into the shade
those cast 1n & sterner mould. Barring
a little dampness under foot, and a slight
shower at noon, the day was all that
could be desired.

At an early hour the animals and arti-
cles were all ayranged—the fruits, vege-
tables, etc., in the pavilion and the live
stock in the cattle yard—and the judges
commenced their duties. At one o’elock
the gates 'were unbarred and in came
the multitude, like' a mighty human tor-
rent, filling every nook and corner of the
spacious pavilion and yard and feasting
their eyes on- the wonders of nature
placed on Exhibition. - It soon beecame
