Had they anything further to 
offer these importing merchants more 
than the other unes Î He thought they 
had, for the Canadian Pacific would be 
able to carry the teas cheaper and quicker 
than by San Francisco, and would be in a 
position also to tell merchants in England 
that they would be able to land teas in 
that country ten days sooner and much 
cheaper than by the Suez canal. He 
thought in consideration of this that it 
would be their duty to assist the railway 
in making their line a success and help 
them in securing this large trade. The finest
