support of the dreibund. While France 
was isolated, he aaid, there waa a strong 
temptation for the capricious German em­
peror to plunge Germany into war. The 
rapprochement between France and Rus­
sia removed that danger. France, however, 
had mainly herself to blame, the obstinacy 
of her policy in the Egyptian and New­
foundland questions throwing England into 
the arms of Germany and the dreibund.

A moment 
later came the crash. That is all I can tell, 
except that the engine went clear through 
the caboose of a freight train and then roll­
ed down an embankment. The day coach 
telescoped the smoking car, and when I got 
out of doors they were all mixed up with 
the express and luggage cars. The sleepers 
did not leave the rails.”

C. J. Sullivan, of this city, was on the 
train in the car behind the smoker. Re­
garding the accident he said :

The freight train, with which our train- 
collided, was running on passenger train 
time. When the crash came the scene was 
a terrible one, and the shrieks of the wound­
ed and imprisoned in the wreckage was 
heart-rending. The accident occurred at- 
3 o’clock. When I left the dead and 
wounded were scattered about on the 
ground inside the tracks, and the surviving 
passengers were doing all the could for the 
relief of the wounded. The victims, so far 
as I could see, were all men who were in the 
smoking car. None of the passengers in, 
the sleeping cars were injured.

end of the wreck was injured. The atten­
dants of the express and baggage cars had 
retired to the rear coaches to catch a little 
sleep, and the entire fatalities were there­
fore confined to the occupants of the smok­
ing car and locomotive.

A West shore official says that from what 
can be learned there is no doubt that the 
accident of this morning was the result of 
the neglect of the conductor of the freight 
train to send back a flagman to warn trains 
moving on the same track.

He went below and ( 
there became very violent. When the ves- 
eel came to anchor the captain and his wife 
went ashore. The captain did not return 
to the ship. Several days later the Swedish 
consul came aboard with a charge of. mutiny 
made against the crew. When the men ap­
peared before the consul the captain was. 
there also. He aaid they bad mutinied, 
because of the shortness of provisions.

THE WAB GOES ON IN CHILI.
Insurgent Victory at Ceqelmbo

Balmaccda Short of Money.
San Diego, Aug. 6.—The United States 

warship Pensacola arrived to-day, from 
Iquique. Her officers state that the pro­
gress made so far by either party in Chili 
ie smalL The congressional party has 
plenty of money, while Balmaceda is flood­
ing the country with paper money. At 
Valparaiso an English sovereign is worth 
$15.

If Balmaceda’s new cruisers arrive from 
Europe in good shape to enter an engage­
ment the insurgents will be defeated, but if 
anything happens to the new ships it is im­
possible to predict the outcome, and the 
war may continue for years. Both parties 
are well supplied with arms and ammuni­
tion, but until the arrival of the steamer 
Maipo, Jane 20th, the insurgents had a 
very email supply.

So far only three engagements have been 
fought, ana none ot them was serious. 
The insurgents were victorious each 
time.

The insurgents’ vessels, Esmeralda and 
Cochrane, joined in an expedition against 
Coqnimbo, and just before the Pensacola 
left Iquique it was reported that they had 
been victorious in an engagement.

In regard to the reported sinking 
PensacoWs launch, Captain Kantz 
was entirely erroneous. The blowing up 
of an insurgent launch by a torpedo was 
probably tne foundation of the story.

Three provinces now recognize the con­
gressional party. They are Atacama, Tara- 
paca and Iocca. The latter province, how­
ever, Is to vote in two years whether it 
shall belong to Chili or Peru.

We amved at St. Paul Island the even­
ing of July 7th, and our anchorage off the 
village under the lee of Reef Point gave ns 
good protection from a gale of wind which 
lasted a night and a day.

Early the morning of the 8th, eight of 
the officers, including mysélf, and twenty 
of the men, went ashore to witness the 
rounding up of 500 seals, from which 100 
were killed fob food for the natives. 
The skins were of coarse taken by the 
company, for each of which $36 is the mar­
ket price in London. The company pays 
$10 for each skin taken and $60,000 annual­
ly for the privilege of sealing. There are 
several rookeries on the island where the 
seals are to be found this season of the 
year ; each ie literally alive with seal on, 
the rocks, and in the water on the shore. 
There are the 44bull,” 44cow,” .“bachelor” 
and 44pup ” seal, and as we passed by and 
partly through the rookery the sight of over 
100,000 of these animals on the rocks to­
gether, was one of the*most interesting and 
wonderful I ever saw-

The seals are easily driven, and the 
native drivers suddenly come up from lee­
ward, detach a certain number by dodging 
between, them and the main lot and drive 
them up on shore to a distance of about half 
a mile.

The seal can travel very fast bn the 
water, and can make from forty to fifty 
miles a day on the land. Groups of about 
twenty seals are next detached, and the 
4‘bachelor” seals that are three and four 
years old are knocked over the head with a 
club by the native clubbers and stunned. 
They are then laid over on their backs and 
stuck through the heart with a sharp knife, 
after which they are skinned very dex­
terously by the experts, who can skin each 
seal in less than a minute and a hall The 
other seals are allowed to go, and they 
eventually find their way back to the
