He briefly reviewed the circumstances of
his misunderstanding *with Ald. Part-
ridge and maintained that as Mayor the
fire department affairs were under
his direetion as much as those
of any other civie department. He had
regarded the matter, which had threat-
ened the life of more than one citizen, as
deserving of most serious inquiry, and
was of opinion that the evidence should
have been taken under oath and kept for
reference. It was for this reason that he
had taken the steps he had in the matter,
the law placing it upon him to direct the
method to be adopted in administering
theaffairsof thecorporation. However, ag
the committee had seen fit to hold the
inquiry as they had he was quite willing
to let the matter end there. If the
council wished to adopt the report he
would interpose no objection ; if not, he
would have the matter thoroughly in-
vestigated by a properly constituted and
conducted court of inquiry.

Ald. Partridge also had a question of
privilege in the same connection, and he
too reviewed in detail the history of his
difference with the Mayor. The Ilatter,
he maintained, had no occasion to inter.
fere and no right to act as he had—the
fire wardens having neither asked
for . mor . desired - an investigation
under oath. As for the mayor,
although they desired to work in entire
harmony, the fire wardens wished it also
to be understood that they did not know
him at all in ‘the management
of they department affairs. His
interference had not been called for
in the present case, and he (Ald. Part-
ridge) wanted it clearly understood that
he would not receive dictatidn from the
mayor of this or any other council upon
the business committed to his ‘especial
charge. )

On the concltsion of Ald. Partridge’s
remarks, the mayor a;
although he did not consider that the in-
quiry had been ‘progerly convened, hewas
willing if the board agreed to accept the
report of the committee. Or if it was
desired he would causé a proper inves-
tigation to be made. Ald. Partridge at
once took umbrage at what he held to
be an insinuation of crookedness in the
inquiry, and the Mayor promptly ex-
plained that he had meant no reflection
upon the integrity of the firewardensg.
His point was "that the evidence,
being neither on oath nor signed,
was valueless as the paper on which it
had been written down. .

Ald. Partridge announced that the
committee of which he is chairman
would stand or fall by the report pre-
sented, and this being put to the vote
was unanimously adopted by the council.

Tenders for the erection of a shed on
the market grounds were sent to the
committee and purchasing agent for
award,

A cablegram was received late last
week by Hon. T. Nosge, Japanese consul
for Canada at Vancouver, announcing
the departure of His Excellency Marquis
Ito from Yokohama by the Empress of
India, due here on the 19th instant, as
Ambassader Extraordinary to the
Queen’s Jubileer - There are -several
other high dignitaries among his suite,
including Marquis Kiddo, a lord cham-
berlain.: 4

‘The Marquis Ito has been well known
to the world as an able statesman. It
was he who conducted successfully the
’golitical part of the recent war between

apan and China. He had been the
prime minister of the realm for the pre-
vious ten years, and had played a most
prominent part in politics both at home
and abroad. !

Japan will distingnish herself most
prominently at the  jubilee in the p:?rson
of His Imperial Highness Prince Take-
hito, who has already left Japan by the
French mail steamer ag a personal repre-

TOTALLY  DESTROYRD.

The Sealing Sehooner “ Maud 8.7
Strikes on North Island and
Seals Her Fate.

Narrow Escape of Captain and Crew
—Loss $12,000, Partially Cov-
ered by Insurance.

A gale of wind, a dark night and a
treacherous coast line were the three
potent factors in the destruction of still
- another of the unfortunate sealing fleet,
the schiooner Maud 8., commanded by
Oapt. McKiel and owned by Messrs.
Elford & Smith. The news of the dis-
aster was received through the arrival of
the steamship Danube from the North
yesterday morning when Capt. McKiel
with his crew returned to tell
the story of his. ill-starred venture.
Where the vessel struck is North island,
which lies to the northwest of the Queen
Oharlotte group. It was while rounding
a point leading into Dixon entrance on
the 23rd of last month that the misfor-
tune occurred. Captain McKiel noticed
a storm brewing on the afternoon of that
d&y and was running for that water for
shelter. The storm, however, overtook
the vessel 'before the
reached. A strong
from the south and the’ rain
fell in torrents. The schooner was
driven in spite of all efforts towards the
shore, and before the anchors could be
lowered in time to take hold she struck
a rocky point which pinned her hard and
fast. All but Captain McKiel, a white
member of his crew, two Indian hunters,
and a boy immediately left the schooner
in their canoes. They had no sooner
gone than the wreck, struck by a heavy
8ea, gave one mighty lurch and was
thrown on her side, the masts alone pre-
venting her from turning turtle. Then
came the critical time for thoge
aboard. They crawled out on the
bowsprit and awaited their epportunity
to make the jump of their lives into the
raging surf.” All luckily alighted well
on their feet and were able to reach
shore safely, In the meanwhile every
surge of the sea was pounding to pieces
the disabled craft and it was but a short
time before she was smashed to pieces.
One box of biscuits was the only thing
in the line of provisions saved but it
sufficed to last the needy over the most
serious hour of distress. They had made
a fire on shore and so fared until
their shipmates who had taken refuge in
canoes returned for them next morning,
when' they were taken to some Indian
huts not far distant. For a time all
lived on clams and fish, but Masset was
finally bheaded for, though not reached
inside of a week., Another week was
spent at Masset when all left in a siwash
schooner for Port Simpson, where con-
nection with the Danube for Victoria
was made. .

The loss of the schoomer and her en-
tire outfit means a loss of $12,000, pretty
well covered by insurance. The schooner
was a 97-ton craft and was brought
around here from Halifax in ’91, having
formerly served as a tender to some of
the Newfoundland canneries,

Capt. McKiel has been on the vessel
on every cruise she has made in these
waters, but never has he been on her
during a season of so much rough
weather. It was on the 20th of February
last when he left Victoria on his last ex-
pedition. He carried a crew of nine
whites, and completed his compliment of
men with twenty-indian hunters, picked
up at Village island, Barclay Sound.
On starting out from there he had eleven
eanoes, but before Quatsino sound was
entered every one of these were smashed
in a single gale and required repairing
and renovating. Quatsino was left on
the 10th of April, and the vessel worked
to the north. The canoes, however,
were only lowered thrice and only 11
sealskwere killed up to the time of the
wreck.

Some of
the cases are found when landed to be
only partly filled. The suspicion is that
some of the sailors have got at the cargo
and helped themselves to salmion as a
slight change to salt meat. The result
is that the cans remaining in the case
jolt about, and are shaken considerably,
and all such tins are carefully tested.
Several were opened in my presence,
and in spite of the sad turmoil through
which they had passed since last autumn
the contents were fresh and sweet, and
quite unbroken. This, surely, is a test
of the efficiency of the packing.

‘“ But thig is notall.  Some of the cans
have * sweated ’; that is to say, the outer
portion has rusted owing to the heat of
the hold, and each of these is cast aside
for fresh lacquering and examination.
Another strong point in the accusations
was that do-overs—leaky cans which
have been faked up in the canneries—
are plentifully sold, and are very dan-
gerous. The veteran expert assured me
that he had not seen a single do-over
for a long time, and that the percentage
is infinitesmal. After they leave the
dock sheds, in cases and unlabelled, the
cans are taken to the private warehouses
of the merchants. There the labels are
puton each can, and every can is care-
fully examined once more before it is
issued. The girls label them with great
rapidity; and it is worth noting that
huge orders for colored labels to wran
round the cans must be given. A mil-
lion of such wrappers do not go very far
in such a warehouse.’’
