By this m ement all
extraneous germs of undesirable ferments
are killed and the ‘beer oon-;z:uuy re-
maing sound for longer periods of time,
This is essentially the practice which is
now pursued upon ® very large scale,
and which is familiarly known as
the Pasteurization of beer, In addi«
tion to the adoption of this process the
Erlnolplo ohiefly insisted upon by Pasteur
that the wort shall be protected while
oooling from all- organisms accidentally

floating in the air, and that the leaven used day

for the wort shall be abesolutely pure and
itself free from contaminating organisms.
